SALARIES
TRIMMED

Reduction of Third
Made; Employes
Work Qater

Salary slashes were made at the
city hall Friday.

Every employe from the hlqhesb
position to the humblest had his
salary substantially cut.

The salary reductions were made
with great reluctance, city council-
men said Saturday. They pointed
out that it was only through the
loyalt;y of employes and added work-
ing hours for some of them that
the city’s business could be carried
on with the present reduced force.

Salary cuts were decided on as
an economical move in behalf of
the taxpayers and because of the
need for abnormal economy, and
not because of any less merit on the
part of employes, councilmen said.
“All of the present employes are
needed. No further reduction in
personnel can be made without
crippling the efficiency of the city’s
work, and it is only through the
ability and loyalty of the men now
on the payrolls that the city can
function normally,” a statement
from Mayor Leon Goodman said.

Cut About One-Third

Expenses of the city have been
cut over 33 1-3 per cent in the past
12 months, a study and audit of the
records show. This reduction of over
one-third does not apply of course
to interest charges on bonds, which
.are fixed by law and.agreement;. .

Employes with the city now have
remained through good times and
bad, and worked for the city at the
wage established when they might
have quit for higher pay during the
boom days, the statement said. It
is the belief of councilmen that the
reduction of more than one-third
made in the past 12 months is-as
much as can be made now and give
the people the city service to which
they are entitled.

POLICE BREAK
OPERATIONS OF
ALLEGED GANG

ABILENE, Oct. 3. (UP).—Piling
up evidence upon which to file more
than two-score complaints, officers
of a half dozen counties are confi-
dent they have broken up operations
of an extensively organized burglary
gang which has flourished in West
Texas for the past 12 months.

Operations of , the band exbtend,
officers say they have learned, from
Coleman on the south to Burkburn-
ett on the north, and from Colorado
to Fort Worth. The investigators
believe burglaries can be traced to
various members of the gang from
the following counties: Taylor, Nol-

an, Coleman, Mitchell, Fisher,
Young, Wichita, ‘Jones, Baylor,
Archer, Montague, Comanche, Tar-

rant, Erath, Hood and Bosque.
Details Given Out

Some  details of the organized
war which has been waged against
the gang for the past several weeks
were discussed by Abilene officers.
Although declining to reveal the
full results of their investigations,
the authorities indicated to news-
papermen that 41 burglaries since
last December have been placed on
members of the organization. It
numbers eight or nine, and has
headed up largely in Abilene.

Recent charges have been stack-
ed up against suspected members
of the gang—including, the officers
say, some of the “hig shots.”

Erwin Spicer of Abilene, assert-
edly one of the hand who has heen
taking the heavy end of thz law’s
deal, Friday was given two years
on his plea of guilty to a chorge of
purglarizing mail sacks at the Sey-
mour depot. The term is to run
concurrently with other sentences,
Spicer facing 17 years in connection
with a bank robbery at Jean, Young
county, and burglary of a welding
shop at Sweetwater.

Heads in Abilene

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'WASHINGTON. — Senator David
Aiken Reed of Pennsylvania is com-
monly regarded here as Andy Mel-

lon’s own 1ep1esentat1ve, as a deep-
dyed reactionary and as a very sym-
pathetic little brother of “the very
rich.

All of a sudden Senator Reed pops
out with a proposal which appears
to kick all holders of great wealth
right in the midriff and as radical,
if not more so, than anything sug-
gested this season by the most wild-
eyed member of Congress.

Asserting that wealthy estates
should be taxed after death to the
point where the heirs, except for
widows and dependent - children,
would have to go-to: work, Reed
lines up with the progressives and
other liberal-minded folk who see a
great menace in the rapid concen-
tration of wealth and believe heavy

taxation is the best cuxe for the

disease.

This must have sounded to some
of his multi-millionaire admirers
as if David suddenly turned Bolshe-
vik, for his plan would end all
theught of perpetuating the great
American fortunes. But the senator
is a temperate man, sleeps free from
nightmares and, according to his
friends, has had that radical idea
in his head for a long time .

Anyway, Reed certainly has had
more than a passing glance at the
increasing concentration of wealth.
His father’s’ law firm represented
the Mellon' interests and now Da-
vid's firm does. David was counsel
for the Steel Corporation before his
election to the senate and he is
friendly with the du Ponts. Natur-
ally, he also has a wad of money
himself.

Dave's friends will tell you that
he would not- be so widely consider-
ed a real pal of great big business
if it were not for the Mellon shad-
ow and that when Mellon passes
from the local scene Reed will look
a lot bigger and better than he does
now. They point out that everyoie
concedes him to be a senator of ex-
traordinary ability and assert that
this is by no means the first time
he has gone counter to the thought
of our biggest and best plutocrats,
even  including Mellon.

Long years ago he was chairman
of an industrial accident commis-
sion in Pennsylvania and pub
through a workmen’s compensation
act which had the powerful oppo-
sition of the Pennsylvania Manu-
facturers’ association. He at least
stamped himself as more progres-
sive than others of his group by ar-
guing that if the manufacturers
wouldn’t ‘take his bill they would
have to accept something more un-
satisfactory later on. He was chair-
man of the immigration subcom-
mittee -which drafted the National
Origins immigration restrictions
act, which was opposed by some of
the biggest American manufactur-
ers because they wanted cheap Eu-
ropean labor. And when President
Coolidge vetoed the postal pay in-
crease Reed stuck right by the let-
ter carriers. The Senate vote which
overrode the veto was sure to be
very close and Coolidge sent for
Mellon to ask him te influence
Reed. Reed withstood the pressure.

Reed has attracted most atten-
tion, however, by his end-of-the
session filibusters, his attempts to
get Bill Vare into the Senate, his
customary identifications of the
welfare of big business with the
welfare of everybody and his part
in the London naval conference.

Besides a stiff inheritance tax he
wants a sales tax and.a spreading
of the base for income" taxes. In-
stead of what he calls the “soak
the rich” program of the progres-
sives, the Reed taxation program
apparently is to soak everybody
while they are alive and then take
a devastating soak at the rich when
they are dead. Presumably he will
also be willing to support a gift tax
to prevent avoidance of estate tax-
es, for he warns that the very
wealthy are adept at evading taxes
directed at them.

Reed is 50 years old, eight years
a senator and a good debater with
a fine memory for facts and fig-
ures. His tastes are aristocratic—he

-collects rare old musical manu-

seripts, first editions, incunabula
and old volumes written by monks
on vellum hefore printing was in-
vented. He reads omniverously. He
still plays tennis. But he Tikes hest
to put on old clothes; motorboat
down the Potomac and shoot ducks.
Sometimes he chops - a tree down.
He and former Senator. Phipps of
Colorado own a $3000 motorhoat.

An international conference on
the world’s gold is now reported to
be under renewed consideration in
London.

Following the flight of gold from
the Bank of England in August and
September, Britain suspended the
gold standard. The pound sterling
went down and British financial
connections ‘all over the world had
suddenly to. be suspended or re-
adjusted.

The problem of world gold distri-
bution, important for several years,
is now crucial. Much international
discussion will probably go on for
months.

World’s Gold Supply

Gold is the standard of value of
the currency of the United States
and of most foreign countries, al-
though not for morst of the world’s
population. Most of the world’s pop-
ulation uses silver or something else
as the standard of value.

The world’s supply of monetary
'gold is worth about $11,300,000,000.
This weighs about, 16,000 tons, or as
much as would load a large ocean
freighter.

Of this amount, $5,000,000,000
worth is concentrated in the United
‘States in the vaults of the U. S.
Treasury and the Federal Reserve
banks.

About $2,500,000,000 is in France,
most of it in the Bank of France,
where it is kept in subterranean
vaults capable of heing flooded in

emergency.
The remainder is  scattered

throughout the world. About $650,~
000,000 is in the Bank of England,
‘the remains of the much larger sup-
ply of early summer.

In Money and Jewelry.

The world’s gold is divided into
two kinds, monetary gold and the
gold employed in the arts, such as
jewelry and watches. Nobody knows
how much gold is in mankind’s pos-
session in the latter form.

Monetary gold may be coined or
in bullion, Most of the gold in this
country, happens to be in bullion,
or ingots.

The supply of monetary gold in
a country was long supposed to in-
fluence pricdes ‘very directly. But
the tremendous movement of gold
to America in the last few years,
particularly in the last year or two,
has not lifted prices.

On the other hand, the shlpment
of gold out of countries such as
Germany and England has had un-
fortunate effects upon ‘trade, bank-
ing and public finance in those and
bther countries; including - even
America.

i €rican advocates of silver coinage.
A number of western senators and
congressmen advocate the coinage
of silver chiefly as means of im-
proving the demand for the product
of silver mines.

We shall probably hear much more
of free coinage of silver and bi-
metallism in the next few months.

writers, as solons held an orderly
meeting in Big Spring.

Barring the request of the com-
mittee for asking additional infor-
mation of a few players, the meet-
ing concluded with little misunder-
standing.

Supt. €. V. Compton of McCamey
was asked to check his records for
additional information on several
membpers of his club. Compton
pointed out that his school was or-
ganized in 1928 and that records
until the time he took charge there
apparently are inadequate. He and
his. coach, Clyde Parks, will sub-
mift additional record transcripts to
Supt. B. H. McLain, Sweetwater,
president of the committee, and a
call meeting later will decide upon
the eligibility of several players.

The meeting was primarily = for
passing on eligibility blanks of the
players, and each school in the dis-
trict, including Sweetwater, Colo-
rado, Midland, Big Spring, San An-
gelo and McCamey, was represent-
ed by one or more officials. Pink
transfer slips were carefully studied
and each new man on a given club’s
roster subjected by proxy to a bar-
rage of questions. Midland had the
fewest nuniber of transfers, one.
Midland was the first school to be
considered and, upon motion of
George Gentry, Big Spring princi-
pal, and second of Supt. Compton,
Midland’s list of players was quick-
ly approved. :

Upon Gentry’s move and second
of Prof. W. W. Lackey, Midland su-
perintendent, Colorado, next con-
sidered, was approved, with explan-
ation that additional records were
to be produced for two players. This
was merely a matter of formality,
however, as there was a discrepan-
cy only in the copying of Colorado
records. !

Big Spring’s transfers were the |
target of interested questioning, but
were immediately approved. Supt.
C. H. Kenley of San Angelo made
the motion, and Supt. J. E. Watson
of Colorado seconded it.

At this juncture, upon move of
Kenley, seconded by Watson, it was
decided that copies of transcripts
of all athletes were to be kept on
file in the superintendent’s office
of respective schools, so that the
committee would not have to write
back to schools athletes transferred
from in order to get records.

Virgil Smith, McCamey captain,
was the center of the committee’s
‘attention, the records showing he
had played four years on the Mc-
Ccamey high school squad. A letter
from Roy Bedichek, head of the in-
terscholastic league bureau, was
read by Supt. McLain, saying Smith
is ineligible. However, Supt. Comp-
ton and Coach Parks of McCamey
showed records that listed Smith as
playing one year while in the sev-
enth grade. He was on the records
as having taken only two high
school subjects that year, while the
old rule required three high school
subjects and play on the squad be-
fore a year’s participation could be
charged against him.

BREATH-TAKING
- PROJECT TALKED
BY ENGINEERS

ROME. (UP).—A fantastic project
of breath-taking proportions to en-

continent by lowering the level of
the Mediterranean sea is being dis-
cussed by Italian engineers. ;

By a system of giant dams and
canals blocking off the Atlantic
and diverting ‘part of the Medit-
erranean  water into the heart of
Africa which is lower than sea-
level, the authors of the project
hope to: reclaim  approximately
410,000 square miles of cultivatable;
land providing homes for more
than 200,000,000 Europeans. The,
estimated cost is well over eight
billion dollars.

The scheme is based upon the:
fact that the Mediterranean is a
sea of evaporation, in other words|
its yearly supply of fresh water
from Europe, Asia, and Africa is,
not equal to its annual evapora-
tion. The additional water needed
to maintain its present Ilevel 1s
obtained from the Atlantic ocean
through the straits of Gibraltar.
Engineers figure that about half
of the yearly flow into the Medi-
terranean from all Ssources comes
from the Atlantic.

Gigantic Dams

Therefore, suggest the backers
of the project, who have advanced
the scheme without revealing their
names, it is necessary to con-
struct one or many gigantic dams
across the strait of Gibraltar from
Spain to Morocco. The dam would
require at least 10 hillions cubic
meters of material and would be,
more than 600 feet high. Because
of the sea currents and construc-
tion. difficulties each  pontoon
would have to weigh more than
10,000 tons.

Two canals, one in Spain and
the other in Morocco, would reg-
ulate the flow of water from the
Atlantic into the Mediterranean.
Through the natural evaporation
of the Mediterranean and the use
of some of its water to form ar-
tificial lakes within the heart ofl
Africa, the natural level bhetween
the Atlantic and Mediterranean |
would be considerably reduced, ab
least 650 feet it is figured.

Power Plan

This difference in Ilevel ' would
make the water flowing through
the two canals an ideal source for
hydro-electric power. It is estim-
ated at least 160 million electric
horsepower would be generated in
this manner and used for develop-

Simultaneously with the con-
struction of dams between the
two oceans, a smaller dam would
be built across the Dardanelles
near Gallipoli shutting off the
water furnished to the Mediterra-
nean from the Rlack sea. The
next daring step would be the
construction of canals conducting
Mediterranean water to African
Jow-lands.. One of these canals
would start at Gabes, in Tunisia,
and would empty into the  valley
of Guattara which 1is below sea
level. It is estimated the Mediter-
ranean could be lowered at least
650. feet in this manner.

Mystery of “Lost
City” Explained

BROWNSVILLE, Texas, Oct, *
(UP)—The mystery of a “lost city”
remains of which were found on
Padre Island recently, has been
cleared by information from Alex-
ander Singer, now 91, but who spent
his boyhood at this lost city.

Singer, whose father was the
brother of Merrit Singer, the inven-
tor of the sewing machine, declares
that the description of the remains
fits into the descripfion of the old
Singer estate, which was also the
city of Santa Cruz, the lost city
that was established by Padre Balli
in 1827.

The remains of the “lost city”
were found recently by Charles Har-
din, of Brownsville. An expedition
was then launched by Brownsville
people and others, and many relics
of the old settlement were found.

Singer tells of how after the Al-
ice Sadell, in which his family was
sailing was wrecked, they lived un-
der a tent on the island for a few
weeks, then bpuilt:a house in which
'they lived for four years. Then his
parents bought the old Santa Cruz
ranch from the descendants of the
brother ‘of Padre Balli.

As the elder Singer was sympa-
thetic to the Union cause, confeder-
ates ordered him off the island in
1861. So hurried was the departure
that $80,000 in gold and silver was
buried but later: attempts to find
the money failed.
