WEAPON IS 

IDENTIFIED 
AS HOGAN’S

Three Members of the 
Party Said Girl 

Killed Self
DALHART, Oct. 30. (UP).—A

bloodstained pocketknife ‘ t o d a y  
prompted officers to investigate the 
possibility that Juanita Criswell, 20, 
was murdered during a drinking 
party early Thursday instead of 
committing suicide as members of 
tlic party insisted.

Ths knife, found near the house 
where the party occurred, was iden­
tified as J. H. Hogan’s property. 
Hogan was host at tile party.

Three others claim the girl ended 
her own life.

First Theory 
Is Discounted

DALHART, Oct. 30. (AP).—Police 
last night had possession of the knife 
claimed to have stabbed out the life 
of Juanita Criswell, two nights ago, 
and suspicious of murder had sup­
planted the first theory of suicide.

The 20-i'ear-old girl died as the 
climax of a wild drinking party, two 
stab wounds in her body, officers 
said.

The knife, an ordinary pocket 
knife, was found late Thursday 
200 yards from the scene of the 
fatal apartment party. It was iden­
tified as the property of J, H. Hogan, 
the host at the party and one of the 
three persons held in connection 
with the mystery.

Others held, all of whom attended 
a show and then , went to Hogan’s 
apartment afterward, are Lucille 
Roberts and Carl Ashlock. Another 
girl who attended the show with the 
group but who apparently did not 
remain with the party, was ques­
tioned and released Thursday.

Hogan denied ownership of the 
knife, and maintained, with the oth­
er witnesses, that the girl had com­
mitted suicide. He was grilled 
throughout the night.

Conflicting stories were told by all 
members of the party, an/d the 
coroper’s inquest held over the body 
w a s  continued without a verdict.

Investigators are hinging their 
probe upon the discovery of the 
knife, which was found by an un­
named youth in a clump of weeds 
near the Rock Island railway sta­
tion.

Farmers may check 
the feed fn at any tinje prior - to 
the sale.

It was pointed out today that 
■the stack of feed will be bought at 
a decided advantage, being all in 
one stack and adjacent to a paved 
street, simplifying greatly the ease 
of having it picked up for delivery 
to ranches or feed lots. The entire 
lot will be sold at once.

The enrollment at the close of 

the second month one year ago was 
1,178, including 45 in the colored 
school.

This would 
leave an enrollment in the white 
schools at the same time last year 
of 1,133, which is 106 ahead of this 
year’s enrollment.

new weight record, it was believed 
here today.

The calves represented the entire 
steer end of Cowden’s calf crop, with 
only a small cut, and were bought 
by Leon Goodman for the Western 
Hereford Exchange, Davenport, 
Iowa, going to Ralph Boiler of Gen- 
eseo, Illinois.

The steer calves averaged 498 4-5

pounds. All were born after January 
1 of this year. No feed had been 
given to the calves or to the mother 
cows, all of the weight coming from 
range grass.

Heavier calves have been shipped) 
from here, but in each case there i 
had been short yearlings in the 
strong to bring up the weight av­
erage or the animals had been given 
cake or creep feeding, ranchmen 
said. I

V. C. Ray, cattle commission man 
with 26 years continuous experience 
here, said today that the Cowden 
calves were the heaviest he had ever 
seen shipped from Midland, all of 
current year’s crop and not having 
been fed.

When Professor Herbert A. Miller remarked the other 
day that Sir Francis Drake was a pirate “who should have 
been hanged” he was not simply trying to make a startling 
comment that would land on the front pages. He was testi- 
lying to something that, is self-evident, if you stop to think 
libout it— the fact that the romance and glamour which 
fluster about certain historical personages are usually put 
there chiefly, by the passage of time.

Nothing looks quite the same at close range as it does 
■a century or two later. In the days of Elizabeth, for exam­
ple, there were plenty of people who felt precisely as Dr, 
Hiller feels; the Spanish ambassador in London wore him­
self to a frazzle trying to project that viewpoint on to Eliz­
abeth herself, and a great number of Englishmen were 
ready to agree.
E—r But today- Drake is something more than an English 
national hero. He is one of the great adventurers the race 
has produced, with a name that evokes dreams, and we 
envy the men who sailed with'him around the world.

For time has a way of white-washing things and peo­
ple,; and that, very likely, is why we look back to the “good 
old days” and complain that our times are out of joint. 
If we could go back, to any bright epoch we might choose, 
we should gain very little.

W e should find Drake, as Dr. Miller says, something 
very like an'out-and-out pirate. And the same Would be 
true of the others whom the romantics love.

King Arthur’s knights, if we could- see them in the 
flesh, would very likely turn out to be a group of swagger­
ing, uncouth roisterers from whom we would depart with 
relief. Christopher Columbus, greatest of admirals, quite 
Clearly failed to impress very many pf his associates with 
his splendid halo. The men who followed Cortez into Mex­
ico would probably have said that it was a miserable job, 
sadly underpaid. Lee’s army of northern Virginia— perhaps 
the most “romantic” group of soldiers ever seen— Was 
really dreadfully ragged, frequently downright filthy, and 
in its off moments utterly unprepossessing to the casual 
observer.

And so it goes. Those bright human actions that men 
t?f all ages love to remember usually don’t start to glitter 
Until at least half a century has passed.

IF SPAIN STARTS DIVORCE

The extent of the change that has come over Spain 
since the establishment of the republic is strikingly illus­
trated by the news that the National Assembly has .put 
into the-republic’s proposed constitution a provision for 
divorce by mutual- consent.

Under the monarchy, Spanish law provided'for no 
divorce at all. The new provision— provided that the law 
is accepted by the Spanish people— would make divorce 
almost as easy as it is in Russia: The contrast gives the 
measure of the change which the nation is under-going.

Incidentally, if the law stands it may be that" Spain 
Svill find herself getting a slice of the rich American di­
vorce trade. In recent year the Paris divorce has,been pop­
ular among rich and, restless Americans. Will it, in the 
wear future, be replaced by the Madrid divorce?

OUR AUTOMOBILE BUSINESS

It is rather surprising to hear that the export trade 
lias accounted for practically all of the increase in pro­
duction of American autos since 1923. A survey conducted 
î>y a University of Michigan expert shows this to be the 
base, and indicates that the domestic market has not ap­
preciably expanded in eight years.

“Production abroad by American companies,” re­
marks the survey, “will do more to limit our future exports 
than competition from European producers.”

The automobile business, thus, seems to be pretty se­
curely in American hands. Yet one is entitled to wonder 
just how much this will help the ordinary American work­
er if American factories located overseas are going- to grab 
•off most of the export trade. That is a point which the 
tariff makers might ponder over a little.

Congressman Wood of Indiana 
Favors Cutting All Government 
Salaries, but With the Admin­
istration and Sentiment Against 
Him, Failure Is Probable.

• WASHINGTON. — Congressman 
Will Wood of Indiana is reconciled 
to being the most unpopular man in 
Washington.
’ He couldn’t expect to be anything 
.else when he decided on a crusade 
for a reduction of all governmental 
salaries. The chances are that Wood- 
will not be able to . put over his 
program unless the administration 
becomes much more desperate for 
economies than it is now, blit Wood 
presumably will hold his powerful 
post as chairman of the appropria­
tions committee—if the Republicans 
control the House— and. he will at­
tract enough support to stir up a 
mean fight.

And when the fight , is over, one 
fears, liis name will be a hissing 
and byword for hundreds .of thou­
sands of the boys and girls who 
work for. Uncle Sam.* * *

Wood says, he has already had 
promises of support from 15 or 1G 
members of congress, but the fact 
that he proposes to reduce congres­
sional salaries along with the rest, 
may give you an idea why he seems 
so surely doomed to disappointment. 
Even If the old gentleman were pro­
posing to exempt his colleagues they 
wouldn’t have the nerve to slash 
the incomes of stenographers, clerks 
and other workers while leaving 
their own $10,000 salaries intact.

The other big stumbling block 
which Wood faces is the opposition 
of the Hoover administration itself, 
of which the Indiana chairman is 
ordinarily one of the staunchest 
supporters. Although the adminis­
tration has come to realize that it 
lias been powerless to avert wage 
cuts in private industry, Hoover is 
in no position to sign a bill to re­
duce the government’s own salaries. 
He has been so thoroughly commit­
ted to the policy of maintaining all 
wages and his party propagandists 
have made so ■much capital of his 
widely compiended stand that even 
if Congress were to hand him such 
a bill—and even if a considerable 
amount of public sentiment had. 
come to favor it—a presidential veto 
would be certain. An election is 
doming along and that fact is borne 
in mind constantly both at the 
White House and on Capitol Hill.

A while ago Wood urged a gen­
eral salary reduction beginning with 
the $2500 salaries. But now he has 
changed his mind and will attempt 
to hit all salaries from $1200 a year 
up. He realized after his first blast 
that'. 80 per cent of governmental 
salaries are below $2500 and feels 
that, in order to benefit the country 
the reduction must be of wider 
scope. He would make reductions 
of 5 per cent in the $1200 to $2500 
class, 8 per cent from $2500 to $10,000 
and 10 per cent on everything above 
$10,000.

That would bring the president’s 
salary down to $67,500, those of 
senators and representatives down 
toward $9000 and those of Vice 
President Curtis and the cabinet 
members, to $13,500.

At recent conventions both the 
National Federation of Federal Em­
ployes and the Postal Employes as­
sociation, representing about 600,000 
persons between them, adopted res­
olutions calling for aggressive .salary 
increase campaigns.• .. * si . :-:

The Federal employes generally 
argue that many of them, are still 
miserably underpaid and that the 
low level of the whole government 
scale violates Wood’s assertion that 
their pay was raised because of high 
living costs which have since been 
lowered. They also feel, that Wood 
dislikes federal employes on gener­
al principles. as he accuses them of 
“living on the fat of the land.”

Congress raised its. own salaries 
frdm $7500 to $10,000 in 1926 and 
two years later passed the Welch 
bill which raised the salary of the 
average federal worker about $125 
a year and made, the maximum for 
•the few highest paid professional 
and scientific groups $9000 instead 
Of $7500. At that time many gov­
ernment workers hadn’t had a raise 
for 20 years and about 75 per cent 
of them were employed at an aver­
age of $1300 a year.

Thomas A. Edison’s first progress 

in perfecting the commercial elec­
tric lamp was to try to remedy the 
shortcomings- of platinum.

First he mixed it with iridum. This 
made the comparatively soft metal 
hard as steel. He could scratch glass 
with it. Also it would take a" far 
higher dose of current without melt­
ing.

Then lie heated the filament slow­
ly and repeatedly and found that 
he thus drove out occluded gases In 
the pores of the metal and greatly 
increased its denseness and powers 
of resistance to heat.

In this way he increased the can- 
dlepower of his incandescent lamp 
up to 30 candlepower. Preceding 
lamps had been able to generate 
only a fractional part of this can­
dlepower.

Then Edison, although lie had 
far surpassed the efforts of others 
with platinum, decided to get rid 
of platinum for his filaments.

Problems still clung to his ef­
forts. How could he get an inex­
pensive filament and one of greater 
mechanical strength? How could lie 
generate mors candlepower at high­
er efficiency.

He suddenly switched from plati­
num and metallic oxides to carbon. 
He made his first carbon filaments 
of sewing thread; these he used in 
his fir,st carbon- lamp oi\ Oct. 21, 
1879. This lamp burned 40 hours. He 
next experimented with paper. Pa­
per was cut in the shape of a horse­
shoe for the current to pass through. 
These paper horseshoes were placed 
in nickel molds and heated at high 
temperature, thus iormmgv,|ihe car­
bon filaments. The ends of the car­
bonized horseshoe filaments were 
mounted in platinum clamps, which 
held the filaments inside the vacu­
um casing. But the carbonized pa­
per horseshoe was fragile and last­
ed but a short time. It -had a low 
efficiency, though higher than Edi­
son’s first carbonized thread lamp 
of Oct. 21, 1879—the lamp which, 
at the time was hailed by the world 
as tlie solution of the incandescent 
lighting problem. Menlo Park was 
illuminated with-the famous paper 
horseshoe lamps on Dee. 31, 1879.

Two final steps remained. Edison 
was scouring the earth for some 
substance that would be more re­
sistant to an electric current, and 
would possess greater mechanical 
strength, and thereby make a lamp 
last longer, and a material that 
could absorb a much heavier dose 
of current.

Edison began experimenting with 
vegetable fibers' of many kinds from 
all over the world. From far-away 
Japan the missing substance came. 
There are 3000 varieties of bamboo, 
but only about 400 are used.in com­
merce. The “Madake” variety of 
bamboo, which grew in the hilly 
districts of Japan had a peculiar 
eight-sided cell. This gave it great 
structural strength and high resist­
ance. In tests it proved to be very 
resistant to the current and tougir 
enough to take a tremendous dose 
without breaking. And so by means 
of the carbonized bamboo filament, 
Edison turned, the trick.

Major Hammer had charge of the 
first real test on a carbonized bam­
boo filament. For over two months 
he watched constantly the undim­
med rays coming from the test lamp. 
At night he made his rounds care­
fully checking up on the record run 
of this lamp. It became noised about 

1 the laboratory that the lamp had 
[ already run 500 hours. Suddenly one 
j night the lamp began to pale. Ham- 
I mer seized it and holding it aloft

rushed upstairs to Edison with a 
lamp that had completed 1589 hours 
of'running time.

“Now, Hammer, we have a com­
mercial lamp,” exclaimed Edison. 
“We will stop all tests and experi­
ments and go into the manufacture 
at once.”

Then came the big parade about 
the laboratory and grounds. And 
after an hour arid a half of cheer­
ing and shouting, the men returned 
to work.

Get that? After achieving suc­
cess on one of the world’s greatest 
inventions, Edison regarded it as all 
in a night’s work. Instead of a hol­
iday the laboratory- immediately 
buckled down to the next mystery. 
And they lost only an hour and a 
half of time.

Not only did the laboratory force 
return to work, but Edison issued 
orders for the beginning of the first 
commercial incandescent lamp fac­
tory in the world and sent Francis 
R. Upton and Hammer to turn the 
Edison electric pen works into a 
lamp factory. In their first year they 
turned out the first 50,000 com­
mercially used incandescent lamps 
in the world. The first lamp in the 
big wind tunnel at the U. S. factory 
was pitched less than a mile from 
the laboratory in an old building 
which at one time had housed the 
Edison idea of the automatic pen.

The idea of illuminating the world 
caught Hammer’s imagination and 
he rushed about like a madman 
putting the place in order.

By means of overhead cable the 
lamp factory was supplied with all 
of its electrical juice directly from 
the laboratory a mile away. This 
was incidentally an achievement of 
the greatest magnitude. The lamp 
factory really gave the world the 
first demonstration of how current 
-could be distributed successfully.

Not until mankind learned this 
secret would superpower ever be 
anything more than a dream. And 
the direct forerunner of all the agi­
tation that is. going on today for 
-superpower was that first experi­
ment of Thomas A. Edison in sup­
plying his lamp factory with elec­
trical power and light from a dis­
tance of three-quarters of a mile.

At the time the feat went’ Unnotic­
ed. But in time it was ranked as 
one of Edison’s greatest contribu­
tions to the electrical art.

The final chapter to the Edison 
incandescent lamp was written in 
the laboratories of the General El­
ectric corporation. There scientists 
put into use tungsten, discovered 
after Edison’s carbonized bamboo 
filaments.

Tungsten brought perfection. It 
is one of the most refractory sub­
stances in the world and can be 
drawn out like a cobweb. It does 
not melt under the highest voltage 
and it is sufficiently resistant to 
the flow of current that it gives off 
a blaze of light. Lamps of 150,000 
candlepower have been mads re­
cently and lamps down to the size 
of a pea as well.

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CROPS GOOD BUT 
BUSINESS SLOW 

IN ITS kETURN
DALL'AS, Tex., Oct. 20. (UP)— 

With most major crops showing a 
good yield, the farmers of Texas 
are in a good position to hold the 
cost of production of 1932 crops to 
a low level, taut business failed to 
show much revival generally in the 
state during the last month, the 
Federal Reserve bank of Dallas said 
Saturday in its monthly reports.

,-Tlie production of ail major and 
most minor crops will greatly ex­
ceed that of a year ago, which will 
materially aid the farmers in mak­
ing adjustments to present condi­
tions,” the report states. “With an 
abundance of feed and large sup­
plies of food for use during the 
coming year, the district's farmers 
are in a stragetic position to hold 
tire cost of producing 1932 croifs to 
a low level.

“The low prices being received for 
cash crops have impaired the farm­
er's debt paying and purchasing 
power, yet this condition is being 
partially overcome by the intensive 
effort of farmers to gather crops 
with family labor.”

Harvesting proceeded rapidly. The 
lack of moisture, however-, reduced 
the prospective yields of some crops 
and delayed the seeding of winter 
grains, but the light to heavy rains 
which fell over a large area of the 
state toward the "Riddle of October 
benefitted late maturing crops and 
enabled farmers to proceed with 
seeding and plowing. Ranges are re­
ported to have deteriorated rapidly 
in some sections during September 
due to lack of moisture. Livestock 
generally remained in good flesh 
and t!ie situation was improved by 
tlie recent rains.

Unseasonable warm weather that 
prevailed this fall affected adverse­
ly distribution of merchandise in 
both wholesale and retail channels. 
While sales of department stores in 
larger cities reflected an increase 
of 22 per cent e 'er the previous 
month, it was less than seasonal and 
sales were 27 per cent smaller than 
a year ago. Sales in most lines of 
wholesale trade were larger than in 
the previous month, and in some 
instances were more than seasonal.

The report stated that the past 
month witnessed a rapid expansion 
in the demand for Federal Reserve 
bank funds. Loans by the Dallas 
bank to member banks rose from 
$13,651,000 on Sept. 15 to $19,339,- 
000 on Oct. 15, and on the latter 
date fcompai'ed to $10,578,000 on the 
same date in 1930.

The valuation of building permits 
issued in principal cities was 9 per 
cent smaller than in August, and 
was 59 per cent below the figure 
for the corresponding month last 
year. Shipments of cement from 
Texas mills reflected an increase 
over both the previous month and 
the same month in either compara­
tive period.

Commercial failures numbered 93, 
an increase of 14.8 per cent over 
August, 1931, while the liabilities of 
commercial failures during the 
month of September totaled $2,229.- 
51.5, an increase of 103.7 per cent 
over August.

Following the unseasonably low 
operations of cottonseed oil V ills 
during August, activity increased 
perceptibly in September, with the 
pronounced upturn in the movement 
of the current cotton crop. At Texas 
mills both receipts and crushing of 
seed evceeued those a month earli­
er and a year ago. Although a small 
recession from the previous month 
occurred during September in op­
erations of textile mills, activity con­
tinued on a larger scale than in the 
corresponding month a year ago. 
The seasonal movements of cotton 
to concentration points were re­
flected by the heavy receipts at the 
ports of Houston and Galveston 
during the past month.

Fokker Tricked Both 
Entente and Allies

LONDON, Oct. 30. (UP).—How
Anthony Fokker tricked the allies 
is revealed in a book entitled “Fly­
ings Dutchman,” which has just 
been written by Fokker.

One of the armistice agreements 
was that all airplanes of the D-7 
type, a machine designed by him, 
were to be handed over to the al­
lies by Germany. This, says Fok­
ker, was a great blow to Germany; 
it meant the destruction of five 
years day and night work. The 
only way to avoid this disaster was 
to smuggle the planes out of the 
country, so he hid more than 220 
airplanes and 400 engines in out- 
of-the-way barns and disused cel­
lars at Schwerin, where the fac­
tory was situated, and from there 
removed all the material over the 
frontier into Holland.

But that was not all. Fokker 
also smuggled his whole fortune in 
foreign currencies out of the coun­
try. He had the money packed 
into suit-cases and bags. These 
were placed on his yacht, which 
was anchored in a German port. 
The bags made it appear, as 
though he was going for a week­
end cruise. Instead he proceeded 
to Holland.

. Many leaders in this country, 

urging such a role, see an oppor­
tunity for the United States be­
cause of the club it holds through 
its war debts. This can be used, 
and should be used, they argue, to 
better world conditions, particu­
larly in forcing a reduction of the 
a. ¡hies and navies of the world.

President Hoover occupies an 
unique position, and there is a 
feeling here that he will employ 
it effectively. A beginning was 
made with the one-year debt and 
reparations moratorium, which was 
an emergency measure and had no 
strings tied to it.

Geneva Conference
When the United States enters 

the Geneva disarmament confer­
ence next February, it is believed 
its representatives will employ the 
war debt club to force a cut in- 
military and naval budgets. They j 
will, in effect, tell European na­
tions that if they expect any re­
vision of war debts they must 
pare down their military expendi­
tures.

It is to maintain this psycho­
logical advantage, as well as to 
forestall, opposition in congress to 
the one-year debt moratorium, 
that administration officials have 
kept silent upon suggestions that 
the debt moratorium be extended 
beyond the one! year.

There is a growing conviction 
that the United States will be 
lenient witlr its debtors. The tax­
payer of the United States must 
pay the amounts by which the 
debts would be reduced, and 
necessarily he must be given some 
guarantee that he is getting some­
thing in return.

Advocates of disarmament and 
debt revision foresee large bene­
fits to the United States. Lifting 
of the costs of debts and arma­
ments, they argue, would increase 
purchasing power in foreign na­
tions and thus react favorably upon 
the United States, particularly upon 
agricultural producers.

They are ob­
viously interested in discussing 
and studying the major problems 
confronting the adult world today. 
The all-college scholastic average 
for this college last semester was 
the highest achieved for many 

! years.
I All this, of course, is very grati- 
| fying to those of us, who in the 
| ypars immediately following the 
I World war. feared that the 
I “hoop-la” spirit in the campus life 
\ of the colleges was submerging the 

academic, and cultural interests.

Escapes a Salary
Cut; But no Funds

AUSTIN, Oct. 30. (UP)—Employes 
of the state, grateful over escaping 
a reduction :w pay at, the recent 
session of the leglsxaiurt, now face 
a new difficulty.

The state has- no funds to pay 
them. This has occurred before and- 
banks have discounted their pay 
warrants at from one to two per 
cent, but now state funds are so 
far behind that banks are demand­
ing 8 per cent discount.

Some employes say that they can 
only cash 75 per cent of their sal­
ary even at the 8 per cent rate. 
Those who' have failed to establish 
local banking connections or local 
store accounts cannot even get that 
service.

Employes believe the recent en­
try of the state highway depart­
ment into buying of state warrants 
has resulted in. banks being less 
willing to take them. Two million of 
state highway funds have been put 
in other state warrants and a mil­
lion set aside for buying pension 
warrants. An overdraft of $8,000,000 
before taxes generally begin to come 
in is predicted, unless a special fi­
nance session of the legislature is 
ordered.
