Democratic year. So was 1930. ¢

Now comes 1932, all-important) be-
cause next November a presiden‘t, as
well as another Congress ‘will he
elected. Although millions hold their

{ faith in' Herbert Hoover and i the

Republican party, such barometers
as. exist seem to indicate that this
also will be a year of Democratlc

victory.
Political predictions 10 months
ahead must inevitably be accorpa-

nied by emphatic warnings that in-
tervening developments, perhaps en-
tirely unforeseen, may completely
alter ‘any political situation. = The
consensus of prophecy now is that:

1. The Democratic hominee,
probably Governor Franklin! D
Roosevelt of New York or Nesjvton
D. Baker of Ohio, will defeat Pxem-
dent, Hoover.

2. The Democrats will win w;:nk-
ing majorities in Congtess. 4

2. The chief issues will be pro-
hibition, depression, tariff and ;wal
debts. -

For 20 years Democrats have not
been so sanguine, Republicans s0
despondent. Nor has there been any
such approach 'to unanimity in a

forecast that a president would be

voted out of office.

The Republican leaders hope for
business revival or serious Demo-
cratic mistakes. The extent to which
either or both must become oper-
ative in order to turn the 1932 tide
is a speculative’ question. Either or
both, coupled with the country’s
traditional normal
might, insure Hoover’s re-election.

Another possibility is that Hoover;
now berated, may come to appear

as a martyr and thus attract: wide
popular sympathy.

The voters: themselves have pro-
vided the most authoritative index
of the present trend. In 1930 théy
wiped out the Republican majority
of 100 in the House and nearly cap-
tured the Senate. Important states
such as New York, Illinois, Ohic
Massachusetts, Indiana Connecticut
—and even Republican Kansas and
South Dakota—returned Demomatlc
victories.

During 1931, in elections to fill
11 vacancies, voters gave House con-
trol to the Democrats, who held all

their own seats, won eight of the|’

11 and took Republican seats in
New Jersey, Michigan and Texas.

Political precedent ‘and tradition
are that when a party in power loses
the House it loses the next presi-
dential election. There have been
few exceptions..

The economic depression, in 1te
third year, deepened through 1930
It is politically axiomatic that pros-
Perity keeps a party in power. De-
pression doesn’t automatically force
out an administration, but the like-
lihood becomes greater the longer
one lasts.

Hoover’s lack of popular appeal
his political ineptness and his fail-
ure to make a more convincing im-
pression as a leader in time of dis-
tress have also contributed to his
predicament. His measures fo com-
bat the situation, however wise and
profound they may be, have not
caught the . popular imagination

Thus far faith in them, for the mass|:

of voters at least, requires imme-
diate results or else abiding faith
in Hoover’s infallibility, Although
hero-worship remains a nationa)
sport ‘and the presidency commands
tremendous respect, one observes nc
popular warmth toward Hoover as
one observed. it in the case of the
canny Coolidge, the human Harding
or the crusading Wilson.

Hoover’s best hope is that his
measures will bear—or seem to
bear—fruit. If the country can once
be convinced that it is perceptibly
going “uphill again, all is likely to
be forgiven 'forthwith and Hoover
may again shine as a national hero

He was arrested in the oil f1e7ds
about four miles from town, when
cil field employes, ever mindful of
the mystery deaths of the last few
years, ealled. the sheriff’s = office

after asking him if he knew any-
thing ebout the case culy to see the
man drep his head.

No Charges Filed

No charges have heen filed
against the suspect but Bud Blair,
sheriff, believes the man knows
who did the slaying. i

The bodies of the two women
were found abeut one mile from
the Imperial bridge. One was a
girl, akout 12 years' old, who ap-
rarently had been. choked to death
She was clad in a street dress. Her
bedy was found first by a Mexi-
can who notified officers. As search
continued for clues, the body of an-
cther woman, about. 35, badly beat-
c¢n over the - head, was found a
short distance from: the spot where
the girl had 1lain.

Blcod: under the' bridge led if-
vestigators from a half dozen coun-
ties - ‘to  helieve that .the slaying
had taken -place there _and- the
bodies hurled into the river. The
woman was wrapped in a sheebt and
Mr. Blair said today that there
was a strong similarity between
the ‘laundry mark on the sheet
found about the woman and the
mark on the clothes of the man
in jail. The woman’s 'hody hau
been weighted down.

Suspect Weeps

Confronted with clothes of the
women and the wrist watch found
on the bridge ticking at the time:
of the finding of the bodies the
man broke down and cried, officers
said. ‘He was said to have told a
deputy sheriff that  he knew ' who
killed the women.  In Pecos last
week’ he is lcpmbed to have. told
a man that he knew all about the
killings and then fell into a-faint.

The story went the rounds of’tlie
fields: anyway. and the workers

were looking for such a man.
The prisoner said that he had'a
wife at Wink and officers were

The bodies of the two women,
which  were never identified, were
buried in Fort Stockton and once
were exhumed to permit examina-
tion by some one who had Ilost
relatives answering the description.
For a time it was believed the mur-
dered women were from Midland
The wrist watch and their clothes
were 'kept as an aid in solving the
cases. This is the first arrest that
has been made. The scene where
the bodies were found is one of the
meost desolate in Texas.

Not far from the place where the
bodies of the women were found
the body of C. L. Poland, was dis-
covered a few weeks later -alsc
lodged in the river.

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RICHES TO RAGS

When the papers announced the. other day that ai
man named Leo Melanowski was living in the home of the!
Little Sisters of the Poor in a middle west city, it didn’t
sound especially 1nterest1no unless you re ad on and learn-
ed about the man’s background,

For Melanowski was one of the blo men in the early
days of the automobile industry. Three decades ago he
was considered probably the best automotive engineer in
the country. As .a matter of fact, some men still feel that
way about him.

At one time Henry Ford asked hlm for a job. He
guided the early development of the motor industry; he.
once held five shares of Ford stock, which, if he had held
on to it, would have netted him more than a million and
a half in cash in 1919:

But today he lives in the heme: of the Little Sisters of
the Poor; and the whole story emphasizes the prodigal
way in which business, ‘'like life in general, uses human:
talent in order to get the results it wants. ;

Melanowski is‘not ‘only one of the early giants of the
automobile trade to wind up in: poverty.

David Buick died almost p‘ennile%’q in Detroit a few
years ago. R. C. Hupp, if not in poverty, was not among
the mighty and the rich when he died reecently. And the
automobile business is not only business has tales like that
Nearly every industry can duplicate them.

Just why things like that should happen is not at all
clear. No industey ever had a surplus of brains. The old
saying, “There’s always room at the top,”
true. A man of outstanding ability is always in demand.

And yet-—every now and then such a man of that
kind gets absolutely nowhere. It is as if there were some
hidden and inexplicable rule by which business must sae-
rifice, now and then, a keen brain to some invisible and
maleficent power. Melanowski, Buick— you could. make
a long and dismal list. It testifies to one of the most dis-
tressing and wasteful ailments of modern business.

Ruling Is Cited

Thosg' owing delinquent taxes are
advised by the county tax collector’s
office that.an important ruling was
handed: down last week by the state
supreme court, upholding recent leg-
islation enaected by the state legis-
lature regarding delinquent taxes;
penalties and interest.

The new law, sustained by the
court, provides that on all delin-
quent taxes from 1885 threugh 1930
penalties and interest will be re-
mitted if such taxes are paid on or
before Jan. 31, 1932.

The act applies to all except mu-
nieipal taxes.

Unless such delinquent taxes are
paid by that date, the penalties and
interest will be operative as orig-
inally charged.

The new act was an emergency

measure to enable payment of de- )

linquent taxes in timés of depression

and is to operate only at this time.

A former Midland man, H. D. Bos-
well, Sr., is still going strong, even
though he recently celebrated his
101st birthday.

John Tolbert of Midland remem-
hers him about 18 years ago.

“He had a small business here at
that time, a sort of ecabinet and
general carpentry shop,” he said.
“Bveryone thought him a great old
Jnan.”

This week finds Boswell visiting
Wwith his. daughter, Mrs. W. J. Dod-
son, in Albany He arrived alone on ;
a train, for the second time this;
year. On the first visit he celebrat-
ed his hundred and first birthday.

Born July 18, 1830, he has been
deseribed as “contemptuous  of a-
cane and superior to eyeglasses ex-
cept for reading.” When he was
100‘ years of age, he worked six days
a week in his son’s grocery store,
and on Sunday morning would hoard
‘a street car and ride two mileg to
‘the Bible school of the Gaston Ave.,
Baptist church where he ascended
‘2 long flight of steps as'spryly as a
‘youth. He rises at 5 o'clock every
morning: and each year makes four
or five trips to see his son in Waco
or his daughter in Albany. He us-
ually travels alone.

This 101-year-old. man, remark-
ably hale and hearty, was born in
Batesville, Ark. He came to Texas
at the close of the war between the
sbates; but early enough to see some-
thing of -the pioneer conditions in
the new state. He was in Round

L haaactenstics of
B b b plotul esque 4bandlt‘, who came
into’ his store that day.

Boswell fought' on the side of
the contederacy in the artillery di-
vision, serving as first lieutenant of
Captain Trigg’s company, and com-
ing through' without a seratch. The
severest. physieal suffering he has
ever known was when he broke his
leg: at the age of 60 and had to use |
crutches for a time.

He was reared by his grandfather,
Dr. Matthew Cunningham. of Little
Rock, Ark., his parents having died

‘when he was a small boy.

When Boswell came to Texas, he

iengaged in business i Waco for a
‘time: and then moved to William-

son county, liviug first at Round
‘Rock and atterwards at Liberty Hall.
where he set up a lumber yard be-
fore the coming of the railroad from
Austin. He was later in business af
Albany and Midland. Fifteen years
ago he settled in Dallas to join his
son in the grocery business, whici
was discontinued last summer.

Boswell became a church member
in' middle lifer and thereafter was
active in religieus work. He and
Mus, Boswell, his second wife, live
in Dallas:

Science Editor, NEA Service
If the automobile continues to im-
prove in 1932 at the same rate it
has in 1931, we may by the end of
the new year see some of the! most
marvelous results on four wheels
that have ever been produced.:

exorbitant tariffs. Thus, in that
country alone, American manufac-
turers lost $16,000,000 worth of busi-
ness annually.

What with reduced foreign trade,
and the situation in this country,
production of automobiles has
reached the lowest level in nine
years. This year production is not
expected to exceed 2,250,000, while
(t)otal sales may not go over 1,900,-
00.

Statistics further show that there
has been increased activity in ‘the
used car business, a used car chang-
ing hands more than once quite of-
ten before a new car has been sold.
Most significant, however, is the fact
that_total registrations of all kinds
of cars fell off in the last year by
more than half a million.

- In the face of these rather som-
ber figures, however, is the quite
encouraging news that * gasoline

| consumption in the United States

has kept ahead of last year's by
about five per cent. Showing that,
despite the fewer cars on the road,
we have been driving our automo-
biles more than ever!
