Judge H. T. Wilson "of Andrews
telephoned the Midland chamber of
commerce Sunday afternoon saying
that a Mr. Hardcastle (thought to
be one of the chief engincers of the
construction job) had asked him
to get 35 white men. The Andrews
judge specified, according to the
chamber of commerce official to
whom he talked, that the construc-
tion company did not want Mexi-
cans, but wanted white men.

The Midland secretary spent a
large part of ‘Sunday afternoon no-
tifying men. Seventeen went to An-
drews to work on the strength of
Judge Wilson’s call, who said he
was acting on the request of the
construction company official. They
were given about two hours’ work.
This paid them an average of about
60 cents each. Their expenses were
about $1 each. The protest from the
chamber of commerce called - on
either Judge Wilson or the highway
contractor to repay the Midland
men approximately 40 cents each,
which represented their net loss

The secretary said Wednesday
that if neither of these would repay
the losses suffered py the men, their
refusal to pay the expenses of the
men and the refusal of the work
boss to give white men a job would
he carried to the state highway de-
partment and recommendation
would be made that :the Midland
chamber of commerce ifself repay
the men, though they were speeif-
ically told that the chamber of
commerce guaranteed them nothin
and that all the organization: co
tell them was what' Judge Wilson
said over the telephone. D

The story had its: beginning in
Switzerland, more than a century
ago. Brought up to date, it continues
in the life and work -of the Rev.
W. G. Buchschacher, pastor of the
St. Paul’s Lutheran church on North
Gregg street here and of the Lu-
theran church . of Midland.

In Eriswyl, Canton of Bern, in
Switzerland, about the middle of the
nineteenth  century, vyoung  Dan
Buchschacher attained his majority
with all ‘the promise of a brilliant

= future that wealth and good breed-
ing could assure. He fell in love, not
with a girl of his own class but with
a beautiful peasant girl in his vil-
lage. His family protested against
the match in vain. Young Dan mar-
ried the girl he loved, probably hop-
ing that the strict class distinctions
of his canton would be set aside in
this case. He was mistaken. His
father prompfly disowned and dis-
inherited him.

It was then his duty as the head
of a family to care for his bride, a
diitys #or, which  his life had poorly
equipped . himii Phe social position

toiwhich he hdd hopelessly sunk
galled :his pride‘and the'-small in=

come did not provide the comforts |

he had always known.

When a son was born, a son also}
destined fto be a peasant because
the great family of Buchschacher
still refused to recognize the mar-
riage, young Dan decided to embark
for America and make a new start
in a new world where class distine-
tions were of a man’s own making.

The new world was not as friendly
as he expected it to be. New York
City welcomed him as another for-
eigner with small earning power.
His letters containing the small re-
mittances he was able to send his
wife did not hold promises of an
immediate fortune. Her replies were
at first encouraging. Suddenly they
ceased. One day he: received word
that she and the boy had died.

Civil War :

That was the end of the world!
for Dan Buchschacher. He could
]opk only to death for relief. The,
Civil war had iust begun and ‘the
south was calling for volunteers.
Dan was among the first to re-
spond. He was fighting in Brazos,
Santiago when the war was ended.
He had lost the sight of one eye and
received a hin wound that made
him limp for life.

After that he drifted from one
thing to another. He built up a suc-
cessful florist business in New Or-
leans but a fire swent away his busi-
ness fortune and his personal ef-
fects, leaving him as poor as the day
he entered the United States. Bad
luck seemed to dodge his footsteps,
and death, the only thing he craved.
remained as elusive as ever. He did
not know that life was holding back
for him in old age its sweetest gift.

This gift was his son, Godfrey.

The notice about the son’s death
was erroneous. The mother died, but
the boy lived. Although his grand-
father still refused to acknowledge
the peasant child. he contributed to
his supvort. The boy grew up in an
orphan’s home and was educated to
be a teacher.

.His Son Follows

He had inherited his father’s nride
and. when he reached manhood. life
in the villace was almost as intol-
erable for him as it had been for
his father. So he too embarked for
America.

Immediately upon his arrival in
the United States he advertised in
the leading Swiss pavers for a Dan

ant for him than it had been for his
father. When he decided’ to become
a minister in the Methodist church,

to Yorktown, Texas, then to Fred-
ericksburg: Through all his wander-
ings he kept up his inquiries about
another Buchschacher. ;

He went to Algiers, La., and there
decided to entfer the Lutheran min-
istry. After this decision the town
of Warda called him for its pas-
tor. The members selected him be-
cause he was Swiss and therefore
not embroiled in the bitter German
controversies that had made exiles
of so many of them.

Finds His Father

In 1892 he went from Warda to
a meeting of the Southern District
of the Lutheran church in New Or-
leans. There he found his father.

The circumstances of the meeting
were this: the minister was asked to
conduct the funeral for a member of
his Algiers flock who had moved to
New Orleans. Most! of the mourners
were elderly men. Among them was
one who had been so impressed with
the sermon that he asked the name
of the minister and discovered it
was the same as his own. Thus it
was that the father found the son
he had long thought dead, and the
son the father he had come to Am-
erica to seek. :

The two went back to Warda
where the last years of the old fath-.
e1’s life were spent in serenity, and
hHphhTess e e
. He lived to see his son’s son grow
to manhood, enter the ministry and
have sons of his own. He lived to
see his first great grandson, Walter
Godfrey, entertain ambitions of the
‘ministry. At the age of 92, Dan
Buchschacher died and was laid to
rest in American soil, far from the
home of his fathers.

] Dan’s Son

His son served as minister of the
Lutheran church at Warda until he
was 78 years of age. He passed away
in August, 1930, after 49 years of
service in that one town. He had
baptised children, watched them
grew to manhood, married them and
buried them. He had seen Lutheran
churches to which he traveled
monthly on horseback grow into
prosperous parishes with ministers
of their own and buildings sur-
rounded by automobiles on Sunday.
He had seen his own congregation,
once so poor that only one woman
could afford a hat and most of the
men wore homemade jeans become
almost as fashionable as = a city
church without losing any of its
friendliness.

In this environment he reared his
oldest son, Earnest John Godfrey,
who became pastor of the St. John’s
Lutheran church at St. Louis, Mo.,
after serving congregations at Zulch.
and Swiss Alp, Texas, for several
years. He passed away last sum-
mer; he had served the St. Louis
church for 23 years and the pace
of modern ministry had worn him
out in half the time it had his
father. .

His Grandson

The son of this son is the nastor
of the St. Paul’'s Lutheran church
of Big Spring—the little light-col-
ored frame building on North
Grege street with its oldfashioned
steeple and its Sunday hells. He is
the second minister to be located
here as a full-time pastor in the
history of the city. Before he had
served here a year he had done
what no other man had been able
fo do—he had procured a church
home for the TLutheran people.

His name is Walter Godfrey
Buchschacher. He was graduated
in the spring of 1928 from Concor-
dia Seminary in Springfield, T1l., and
went to Loraine as a nastor that
fall. his field includine this city and
Midland. He was next located here,
although he still conducis services

Buchschacher, but he received no
renlies,

While the American Buchschach-
ers were slowly but ‘firmly taking
root and rising to places of import-
ance, the Switzerland branch was
sinking into obscurity. Through all
the years the two branches had nev-
er communicated with each other.
Finally the pastor here decided to
learn the fate of his relatives in |
Switzeriand. The once proud family |
had left no descendant known to
the American counsel, was the reply
to his letter.

This summer, however, a Swiss
newspaper fell into Mr. Buchsch-
acher’s hand. It contained a story
of the marriage of an Barnest Buch-
schacher, probably a descendant of
the brothers of Dan.

So the story of this separation is
not ended. It will not be ended un-
til Walter Godfrey, or one of his
descendants, crosses the ocean and
the broken bonds of family affec-
tion are reunited. The years have
wiped out the bitterness. Given
enough of them they wili wipe out
also the distance and bring the two

HOUSTON, Sept. 14—John F.
Grant, well known republican, made
public here toaay a formal demand
on R. B. Creager for an audit of
the accounts of the headquarters
organization of the state republican
committee. i

Grant stated that he made fthe
demand public after failing to get
any response to a similar demand
when privately made. FHe asserts
that he has reasons to believe that
funds donated to the state head-
quarters of the republican party are
being wastefully and extravagantly
spent, and that, as a contributor,
he thinks he is entitled to an ac-
counting.

His statement follows:
