Being Tried for the
Death of Negro
Musician

With arguments having started
before 1: o’clock this morning, 1t
was likely the case of Doris Dixson,
negress charged by indictment with
the murder at Midland cn July 25
of Dewey Edwards, negro orchestra
member, would be in the hands of
the jury about 3 o’clock.

County Attorney Duke Kimbrough
began the arguments. He was to
have been followed by Attorney
Tucker of Stanton, who with:Sam
Wasaff of Midland conducted the
case for the defense. District At-
torney W. R. Smith was to close the
arguments for the state.

The negress: shot: Edwards (o
death when the two met in a hall
of the negro hotel in' Southwest
Midland. They had lived together,
it was testified in court, and had
a difficulty after another woman
with whom Edwards had lived had
forced him to choose between them.
He was shot down a few nights af-
ter he had decided to-live with the
other woman.

Another negro murder case will be
tried Wednesday. Searcy ‘Baker, de-
fendant, is charged by indictment
with having slashed ancther negro
with .a knife, from the wounds of
which death occurred. :

In his charge to the jury, Judge
Charles L. Klapproth cited the jury
to the murder indictment returned
by the grand jury, to the defend-
ant’s plea cf not guilty, and gave 15
verdict-governing instructions. Heg
defined murder and its distinguish-
ing from other species of homicide;
gave the terms of punishment for
murder. with malice aforethought, as
compared with those  fer murder
Wwithout malice aforethought; defin-
ed “malice aforethought”; defined
“murder without malice;" instruct-
ed that, if the defendant should be

found guilty, the jury might take

into consideration ¢all fhe. relevant.
facts and circumstahces surround-
ine the killing, together with. all
relevant circumstances and facts in
evidence’’; charged that if the jury
should find the defendant guilty of
murder as defined, “then you are
further instructed' that unless from
all the facts and circumstances in
evidence you believe beyond a rea-
sonable doubt that the defendant
was prompted and acted with her
malice aforethought you can nog
assess her punishment at a period
longer than five years in the state
penitentiary”’; that if the jury
should find the defendant unlaw-
fully and voluntarily killed Dewey
Edwards, “you will find her guilty
of: murder and assess bher punish-
ment at death or confinement in
the state penitentiary for life or
for any term of years not less than
two, provided you believe beyond a
reasonable doubt that the defend-
ant, Doris Dixson, did so kill Dewey
Edwards you can not assess her
Punishment at a period of longer
than five years in confinement in
the state penitentiary, unless you
further believe from all the facts
and ' circumstances in evidence be-
yond a reasonable doubt that she
was prompted and acted with her
malice aforethought’; instructed
that a knife is a “‘deadly weapon’’;
that if Dewey Edwards was advanc-
ing or was about to advance with
a knife in his hand on the defend-
ant, the law presumes he intended
to kill the defendant or do her se-
rious bodily injury; that if the jury
should find Edwards was advancing
on the defendant with a knife in
his hands and that the defendant
fired upon him and killed him at
the time, the jury should acquit the
defendant; that a reasonable appre-
hension of death or serious bodily
injury will excuse a party in using
all necessary force to protect her
life or person, and that in such case
the party acting under real or ap-
parent danger is in no event bound
to retreat in order to aveid the ne-
cessity of killing her assailant: that
the defendant’s right under the law
to justify herself on the grounds of
threats against her life is not to
be interpreted as justification un-
less it is shown at the time of the
homicide, as viewed by the defend-
ant at the time, the act manifested
an immediate intention to execute
the threats; that the defendant had

POTASH LAB
_ AUSTIN, - Texas— What may be
regarded  as an important step to-
ward the ultimate development of
Dotash . deposits ' situated on lands
owned by the University of Texas
has been taken by the establish-
ment of a chemical laboratory by
that institution in connection ‘with
the geological and mineralogical
department of the board of lease
of university lands at San Angelo.

.Rear Admiral ' Richard E.
Byrd, noted naval officer, ex-
plorer, aeronaut and now head
of the National Economy League,
tells in the following article—
written exclusively for The Re-
porter-Telegram and NEA Ser-
vice—why he and his ‘organiza-
tion oppose immediate cash pay-
ment of the bonus.

In 1924, over a veto by the presi-
dent of the United States a bill was
passed known as - the: Adjusted
Compensation Act, popularly called
the bonus, providing for tie pay-
ment of certain additional compen-
sation 'to the men who wore the
uniform of the United States dur-
ing the World war. .

This legislation provided. that a
basic service credit of $1 a. day for
each day’s service in the United
States and $1.25 a .day for each
day’s service overseas be. set up. To
those veterans whose -service cred-
its exceeded $50, there was added
25 - per cent' and this amount was
used as a premium to purchase
for each such veteran a vaid-up
endowment ‘policy maturing either
upon the death of the veteran or
at the end of twenty years. Add-
ing compound interest at 4@ per
cent, for twenty: years, resulted in
doubling the value . of the bonus
plus the 25 per cent increase over
the amount of the original credit.

‘Certificates’ were issued to. the
veterans having a face vglue of the
sum due in 1945, and therein lies
much of the confusion among vet-
erans themselves about the so-called
contract made 'by . the government
with them. Most of the veterans
who :are now advoeating immediate
payment of the face value of the
certiricates believe that such face
value is the amount of the bonus
granted by the government. They
do. not realize that such face' value
represents’ the amount of the bonus
granted, plus 25 per cent, and that
the total compounded annually at
4 per cent for twenty years in ef-
fect more than doubles the original
credit ‘for service.

In 1930, again over a -presidential
veto, Congress enacted a law per-
mitting holders of these certificates
to borrow up to: 50 per cent of the
face value. Under this law up to
June 30, 1932, according to figures
issued by General Hines of the Vet~
erans’ Administration, there were
3,544,251 certificates  outstanding
hayving a maturity value of $3,5614,-
284,141, and a present loan value of
$1,757,000,000. Over 2,700,000 veter-
ans had availed themselves of the
privilege of borrowing on their. cer-
tificates and the amount loaned was

! $1,429,000,000.,

Thus, though only 75 per cent of
the veterans had borrowed. on their
certificates up to June-20 of this
year, the government had at that
time already advanced $500,000,000
more than the original ‘adjusted
compensation = act . contemplated
would be available to the veterans
at this time, :

In spite of these facts the Ameri-
can Legion and other veterans’ or-
ganizations are now demanding
from .a government and a people
that can ill afford to pay it, the
full value of the certificates which
is not due until 1945.

This is not a fair proposition to
present to the people who are al-
readyv being taxed nearly a third
of their income for all governmen-
tal expenditures. The government of
the United States cannot afford to
pay this $2,300,000,000. It is against
the ‘pringiple upen which this coun-
try was ‘established that one group
should profit at the expense of all
the people. =

This is not a ease in which the
generosity of the government in re-
spect to veterans can be questioned.
The National Economy League, of
which' I am . National Chairman,
heartily endorses all legislation that
makes just and liberal provision for
the dependents of those who Ilost
their lives in war service and for
those who, in fact, have suffered
disability.

A certain group of veterans, most
of whom I am certain do not under-
stand the facts, are on the way to
creating among the American peo-
ple a privileged class. This nation

service certificates—or the so-called
honus—should be paid immediately,
in’ view of the fact that this can be
accomplished by ways and means
already proposed in Congress, with-
out -increasing the present deficit
in the federal treasury.

Moreover, the distribution of near-
ly two billion dollars in cash,
through veteran channels, is the
only practical solution that has yet
been offered for the immediate re-
lief of present economic conditions.
This plan gives due consideration
to the economic welfare of the peo-
ple as a whole and not simply the
veteran as a class.

Immediate cash payment will cre-
ate a purchasing power that is now
lackme. It will permit distribution
of'nearly two billion dollars in cash
among the working classes residing
in every nook and . corner of the
country. These funds will be turned

promptly into every channel of
trade, through the }fjayment of debts

and the purchase of necessities.

This theory of ‘‘currency expan-
sion,” recognized by Congress and
the administration as vital to re-
construction; ‘will restore economic
confidence. It will shake loose the
hoardings of those who are keeping
their money in safety deposit vaults
and in tax exempt bonds because of
the uncertainty of business condi-
tions. ;

Commodity prices will automati-
cally increase and with husiness
and. industry assured of a decent
profit, = further wage reductions
should be unnecessary.

We know that the means pro-
posed for the raising of the neces-
sary funds are sound because Con-
gress already has,adopted the same
methods for other appropriations
that were advoecated in hehalf of
cash payment. {

‘When  Congress enacted the ad-
justed ' service - certificate law in
1924, America publicly acknowledg-
ed this obligation to World war
veterans. ; =0

Existing economic conditions and
widespread: unemployment' wholly
justify the demands of the Veter-
ans.of Foreign Wars of the United
States for immediate cash payment.

More than two million veterans
have been forced to borrow the 50
per cent loan value of their cer-
tificates. ) el

The compound interest = heing
charged on these loans against the
veteran will virtually assume the
balance that is due if payment is
deferred until 1945. R

When Congress passed this law in
1924 it was never intended that any
deductions should be made from the
face value of these certificates.

Thus far the government has en-
deavored to extend relief to every
strata of our conomic strudbture,
with the exeeption of the individual
wage earner. ; e

Despite the tremendous distribu-
tion of government funds to bank-
ers, railroads, and industry in gen-
eral, economic .recovery will be re-
tarded as long as the government
continues to ignore the plight of the
individual citizen.

Eva Tanguay made bitter and
unhappy statements to reporters
who pressed her with questions.
