The crime problem, like the poor, is one of those
things that always are with us. A great many citizens
have expended much honest labor in reeent years trying
to find out just why and how the underworld manages to

get its steady stream of youthful recruits; and often
enough some. investigator reports that one big reason is
the fact that newspapers give so much space to crime
news.

This i8 isn’t & new charge, to be sure; but 1t is heard
fairly frequently, and it has bothered a number of ‘high-
minded and conscientious folk. An excellent-answer is to-
be found in testimony given not long ago before the Sen-
ate sub-committee on racketeering by Dr. Carleton Slmon
of New York, associated with the New York police force
for the last 35 years, as .criminologist. ;

The task of uncovermg the elements that create crime,
says Dr. Simon, ‘“Is made greater and more dlfflcult by
the cast confusion of public thought” which arises from
this effort to hold newspaper cr1me stories culpable.

~ Some people, remarks‘ Dr. Slmon, demand that every
medium of intelligence, education, and entertainment he
made completely harmless to the subnormal mind of the
delinquent child. And it does not take the doetor long to
earry this thesis to its logical-—and absurd—coneclusion.

Details of a train wreck, vividly presented, would be
too harrowing for a senmtwe adolescent mind. Therefore
—let the press keep silent about all wrecks on land or
sea.

Murder stories affect those with strong homicidal ten=
dencies. Therefore—let no newspapet ever mentlon any
murder ease. .

Congressional debates, with their mud-slinging and
partisan criticism, ean give a child a dangerous contempt
for political institutiohs. Hence we must have no more
reports of the activities of Congress, no more E€XPOSUres of
“malfeasance in office or of derehctlons of: duty by publlc

And Dr. Simon remarks:

“A truly comprehensive research of the causes of
crime requires a study of every influence, good or bad.
brought to bear on our youth. Heredity, parental guid-
ance and home life, physical influence, association, school
and church influences must all play their part. ’

“We cannot hope to solve the problem of crime in re-
lation to youth by drawmg the curtaln down upon crime.’

{ing to attack, still.is. responsible
for a considerable number of deaths
and-for a vast amount of disability
among the American people, .
" The White House Conference on
Child Welfare reported that there
are 382,000 tuberculous children and
possibly 850,000 additional suspected
cases in the United States. This
represents a situation far more
serious than any  epidemic that
confronts us.
Furthermore, surveys made in
cate that the deatn rate from tuber-
culosis in the teen age has not de-
clined as rapidly in the last decade
as at other periods, nor has it de-
clined as rapidly in girls as in boys
of this age.

L
In the fact of these figures come
other studies . which prove the

problem is not insurmountable, that,
given sufficient funds and sufficient
competent medical attention, tuber-
culosis can be controlled at its
source, . and. particularly = among
children, . and. that such  control
must mean for the future a lessen-
ing of disability and death among
adults.

Now, tuberculosis is primarily a
disease associated with poverty.
Since the time of the ancient Hip-
pocrates, physicians = have recog-
nized that some people are particu-
larly of the type likely to get tuber-
culosis.

About one-eighth of the human
race dies of this ' disease. ‘Since
practically all human beings sooner
or later are exposed to the malady,
a combination of factors seems 'to
be necessary for infection. Dwellers
in. cities, in dark, close alleys and
tenement houses, workers in cellars
and ill-ventilated rooms or persons
addicted to drink, are much more
prone to theidisease than are those
who ‘live a normal life under gen-

i erally healthful conditions. .

The problem, then, resolves it-
self in great part to eradication of
these causes of the disease.
