William Randolph Hearst, with his 

great chain of newspapers, is almost 
shattering the eardrums of the Am­
erican people with' his clarion call 
to “Buy American.” Forty million 
men, women and children are won­
dering with what they will buy Am­
erican or even beans.

Great Britain has its group of be­
fuddled citizens who shout “ Buy 
British.” France cries “Buy French” 
and so on down the line of nations. 
No one of these nations can prosper 
without an active international 
trade, and yet they all engage in 
this “ round robin” on moronic in­
ternational economic stupidity.

Let us take a casual look at the 
most violent exponents of the Buy 
American movement.

The Hearst newspapers are full of

Tt is; .possible future historians may look back upon the 
year 1931 as scarcely less fateful for the whole world 
than 1914. We are jut far enough removed from it now 
to'begin to see its outline in perspective; and our view 
of it may be clarified by the interpretative chronicle of 
world events contained in the annual “ Survey of Inter­
national Affairs, 1931,” written mainly by Prof. Arnold 
Toynbee, and issued in Great Britain under the auspices 
of the Royal Institute of International Affairs.

What a year it was, in which so much that we had 
thought fixed came tumbling down about us! All other per- j 
plexities and troubles of the world, not excluding auxin-! 
lies about new wars, were eclipsed. Professor Toynbee1 
feels, by the fear of the threatened collapse of the whole 
world order. Class warfare, political and economic na­
tionalism, and race feeling were the disruptive forces that 
made it difficult to organize peace and “ cramped the 
simple movements of an economic system which required 
a free hand for ability in a world field in order to work 
effectively.”

The disasters were not isolated. The failure of the Aus­
trian Creditanstalt could not be localized. It spelled fi­
nancial collapse for Germany also. But German credit 
could not break without involving Great Britain, and to 
save herself Great Britain was forced to abandon the gold 
standard. But Great Britain could not thus change her 
basis of currency without affecting the United States. All 
thê  countries of the. world were seen to be involved. A 
mysterious something which had been there—credit, se­
curity—disappeared, for the moment, at least, from the 
civilized world.

For the past year the nations have been struggling to 
reassert order and reestablish the old faith. But do we see 
any more clearly now, in the light of distance and the care­
ful records of the chroniclers, the nature of the world 
problem ? There is one fact at least which seems to stare 
us in the fact. The interests of us all, as individuals, and 
of all communities, as nations, are based upon a dual sys­
tem, and the two parts of the system are not reconciled.

As economic men each of us belongs with impartiality 
to all the world. The things we use every day are made, 
.bought and sold in many lands. “ Credit,” “ confidence,” 
“security” are elements in an intricate world network of 
understanding on which the modern system rests.

But in a great part of our lives we are entities belonging 
to an older order—the order in which each country was 
sufficient to itself, or nearly sufficient. We have become 
politically organized on the basis of nationality, and we 
normally think as Americans, or as Britons, or French­
men or Germans. This nationalism, is healthy enough— 
and, indeed, may be inspiring to the highest degree—so 
lop'g as it does not ignore the economic basis on which in 
fact our economic lives are organized.

Yet in every part of th.e globe this nationalism has tend­
ed to assume an economic farm frustrating the operation 
of the basic system to which civilization is irrevocably 
committed. There are a score of separate economic sys­
tems making war upon the world economic system. The 
cure can only be made permanent by adjusting our inter­
ests within each nation, to the modern world order.

Pullman House—
Keeping Solved

The history of sleeping-car serv­
ice on the railroads of the world is 
discussed by James Keeley, vice 
president of the Pullman company, 
in the current issue of “Progress” 
now on the news stands. “ It has 
been computed,” says Mr. Keeley, 
“ that from the time old No. 9, the 
remodeled day coach, pulled out of 
Bloomington, 111., on its first trip 
to Chicago some 130 major changes 
—and many hundred minor ones— 
have been made in Pullman service 
and construction.’’

Harking back to the days of wood­
en cars, the article mentions the 
force of wood workers whose crafts­
manship w.as famous the world ov­
er, who had been gathered at the 
plant of the car company. “Whether 
in carving or the .preparation of the 
mirrorlike upper-berth fronts of ma­
hogany, walnut, or satinwood, these 
men formed the crack crew of the 
country. When the car-building in­
dustry was revolutionized by the sub­
stitution of steel for wood, the vo­
cation of the wood worker was seem­
ingly gone. But he was still a car 
builder, and be learned steel as he 
knew wood. To the amazement ol' 
the industrial work, Pullman’s for­
mer wood workers turned out 1,743 
steel cars in 1910. This would be con­
sidered a creditable record 22 years 
later, despite improved machinery.”

The “Progress” article compares 
the service received by the traveler 
for his ticket in 1859 with, the serv­
ice received today. “What did he 
get for his ticket when he rode in 
No. 9, the first Pullman sleeper? 
His. bed consisted of a mattress, 
blanket, and pillow. There were no 
sheets, but even then he was re­
quested to remove his boots before 
going to bed. He washed in a tin 
basin at one end of the car, in plain 
view of any who cared to observe.

Brewing Told of
Messrs. Ruppert

Under the title, "To Brew a Bar­
rel-of Beer,” Jacob and George E. 
Ruppert discuss the manufacturing- 
aspects of beer in the February is­
sue of "Progress.” An editorial note 
explaining the article says in part: 
"The social, political and economic 
aspects of beer have been discussed. 
Not so the manufacturing angle. 
With beer' so close at hand and a 
whole generation that knows only 
near beer and the product of the 
bootlegger, the editors invited these 
two outstanding authorities to dis­
cuss this phase of the subject.”

Speaking of fermentation, the 
Messrs. Ruppert say: "As the sugar 
content is converted into alcohol the 
flavor changes and the mere cooker! 
malt and hops become green beer. 
We stress the’ fact that at the end 
of the fermentation process the 
product is green because it is at this 

| point that the home brewer’s lack 
i of patience leads him astray. He 
¡seldom allows his beer to age prop­
erly, a process which takes from 
three to four months, during which j 
an actual second fermentation takes' 
place and a richer flavor is develop­
ed.

“Invariably, we are asked,” con­
tinue the authors in "Progress,” ‘‘the 
difference between beer and near 
beer. As near beer is now made, the 
only difference is that the alcohol 
has been removed from good beer to 
make it meet federal requirements. 
To make near beer it is necessary 
first to make real beer, followed by 
a very expensive process by which 
the alcohol is removed. When near 
beer was first made, two processes 
were tried, neither of which was 
entirely satisfactory. At first at­
tempts were made to inhibit the 
fermentation of the brew, limiting 
the alcoholic content to the requir - 
ed half of one per cent. The sec - 
ond process was to complete the fer­
mentation and then partially de - 
alcoholize the beer. It is in the per ­
fection of this process tht we have 
been engaged. Near beer produced 
today, while fairly palatable, still 
lacks one digestive property. The 
slight volume of alcohol in good 
beer, while not intoxicating, is just 
enough to aid digestion. For this 
reason, near beer if recognizable at 
the second glass because it does not 
go down qs easily.”

The article continues to show 
how, with the return of legalized 
beer, breweries will need only to 
eliminate the dealcoholizing pro­
cess. According to the authors oi 
the article in “Progress,” 300,000 
persons formerly engaged in brew­
ing are now unemployed and might 

j be expected to return to the indus - 
try with the legalization of real 
beer. In 1919 the federal govern­
ment collected almost $118,000,000 in 
taxes, to say nothing- of state and 
municipal revenues from license 
fees. The Rupperts join with the 
nation’s beer drinkers in hopefully 
awaiting the call to brew the real 
product.

BILL CLAIMED 
BY PRESIDENT 

AS NOT LEGAL
WASHINGTON. Jan. 25.—Presi­

dent Hoover’s first veto of an ap­
propriation bill was sustained 
quickly and decisively last night by 
the democratic house.

The measure involved was the 
$311,009,000 first deficiency appro­
priation bill. Hoover and his a t­
torney general wrote large the word 
"unconstitutional,” upon a provision 
that would have directed the joint 
congressional committee on internal 
revenue taxation to examine and 
determine whether refunds allowed 
by the internal revenue commis­
sioner should be paid.

This clause was inserted after 
Senator Norris (Rep., Neb.) had 
criticized the present system, under 
which the treasury had approved a 
refund of $5,869,951 to the estate of 
Secretary Mills’ father.

Attorney General Mitchell ruled 
it unconstitutional in a lengthy de­
cision sent to the house by the pres­
ident along with his own message. 
After brief debate, only 193 were 
counted in favor of overriding as 
against 158 in the negative. Two- 
thirds were required to nullify the 
veto.

Fourteen republicans joined the 
democrats in voting to override. 
Two democrats voted to sustain. 
Chairman Byrns of the appropria 
tions committee made the

to postpone action, but was beaten, 
191 to 169. The veto on overriding 
followed, and Byrns said afteward 
he would seek passage of the appro ■ 
priation bill without the tax refund 
amendment tomorrow.
