A surgical 
operation resulted in the arm’s be­
ing removed at the elbow.

Thomas smokes and appears quite 
cheerful. Visitors are numerous, 
coming from Midland, San Angelo, 
Texon and other oil towns. It seems 
there are never less than from two 
to five in his room, said S. O. Coop­
er and Don Carlos Davis, both of 
whom have visited him since the 
accident.

Thomas, an inveterate golf play­
er, told Cooper he had ordered a 
new set of “woods" just before his 
accident.

“I suppose I ’ll have to let you 
have them,” he said, smiling.

Surprising, in the face of the pun­
ishment Thomas received in pull­
ing his arm loose from.the catlino, 
at the expense of part of the mem • 
ber, there has been no swelling, and 
iris shoulder has never been sore. In 
fact, Thomas wanted to get out of 
bed Sunday and come to his home 
in Midland, and surgeons at the 
model oil field hospital assured him 
they might release him Thursday.

A report received here this aft­
ernoon in a telephone conversation 
between Mrs. W. E. Wallace and 
Mrs. Thomas, who remains at the 
bedside of her husband, said Thom­
as did not feel “so well” this after­
noon but that doctors maintain he 
will be ready to return home Thurs­
day.

Hedges tc Recover, 
Bulletin Informs

LONDON.—Before a British gov­
ernment delegation sets sail for Am ­
erica to discuss the war debts prob ­
lem with President Roosevelt, the 
members will consult, not only with 
Montagu Norman, Governor of the 
Bank of England, but also with the 
money masters of the tight little 

: isle.
The money masters are very few 

I in number and are all in London—
I chairmen ol’ the “Big Five.” This 
I term probably means very little to 
Americans but everybody' in Great 
Britain understands it. The ’’Big 
Five" are the five huge banking in­
stitutions which tower over all the 
rest of the banks of the country. 
There are, of course, other banks, 
which have deposits which would be 
considered big in any country, but 
they are not in the same class with 
the “Big Five.”

Tlie total deposits for the “Big- 
Five,” reckoning the pound sterling 
at par, reach $8,598,799,731. This is 
about one half the amount deposit­
ed in the 6150 national banks in the • 
United States and about four times 
the deposits with the federal re ­
serve banks.

There is nothing in the United 
States, not even in the federal re ­
serve bank and its branches, even 
approximating to the “Big Five.” 
They cover England and Wales like 
a glove. Some even extend their op­
erations into Scotland and North­
ern Ireland.

Perhaps the most remarkable of 
the five money masters, whom the 
government delegation will consult, 
is Reginald McÇenna, chairman of 
the Midland bank. He is 70, prac­
ticed at the bar, became one of the 
leading politicians of the libérai 
party and successively held the cab­
inet posts of president of the board 
of education, first lord of the ad­
miralty, home secretary and, final­
ly, chancellor of the exchecquer dur­
ing the’ crucial war years of 1915 - 
16. As such he introduced the great 
war loan of 1915. His budget, intro­
duced in the house of commons in 
September, 1915, was hailed as a 
masterly attempt to deal with the 
unusual financial conditions arising 
out of the war. Since he became 
head of the bank, he has forsaken 
politics.

Sir Harry Goschen, who is 68 and 
head of the National Provincial 
bank, comes of a family which has 
given many statesmen to the coun­
try, one of them having been chan­
cellor of the exchecquer.

The Hon. Rupert E. Beckett, head 
ol the Westminster bank, is 63. His 
business activities are manifold. 
Among other things he is head ol’ 
the company which publishes one of 
the greatest papers in north Eng ­
land, the Yorkshire Post. He is. also 
one of the directors of the big Lon­
don and Northwestern railway sys­
tem.

Frederick C. Goodenough. chair­
man of Barclays bank, is 67, was 
born in India, educated in Zurich 
university and went at once into the 
banking business,. where he went 
steadily to the top.

John William Pease, chairman of 
the Lloyds bank, is 64. After grad­
uating from Oxford university, he 
went into the office of a big bank 
in Northumberland. When this was 
amalgamated with Lloyds, he be­
came a director of the latter and 
has now for a good many years been 
the head of the big concern.

The bullet entered his back 
and lodged, in his left lung, injur­
ing the pericardium membrane. His 
chances for recovery at first ap­
peared hopeless, but infection and 
pneumonia were held off and opti­
mism for his discharge from the 
hospital within a few days is now 
held.

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OLD AGE IS WHAT WE MAKE IT

.. ¿Human beings have many fears. None of them is more 
tragic or foolish than the fear of old age.

There died in New York not long ago a veteran act­
ress „at the age of 80. Few people knew her real age, be­
fore her death; some thought she was 65, some thought 
she was much younger. She had a grown daughter, but 
she never let anyone know it; she had left her husband 
and her daughter, not long ago, in order that no one might 
find;'outflow old she was.

■Several years before her death she had had to retire 
from" the stage; but she tried to keep up the fiction of 
youth to the very last. She passed herself off as “the 
pretty young ingenue.” After her retirement she became 
even; more determined to be youthful. She even convinced 
herself. In her last years she was not an old woman, in 
her own eyes; she was a charming young actress, flushed 
with triumphs, ready to rise to stardom anew on her girl­
ish beauty and charm.

< * * *
Her story is almost unbearably pathetic. But it is un­

usual only in that this woman went a little bit farther in 
her fear of old age than most of us try to go.

We all share her fear, to a certain extent. We fight 
the advancing years desperately and futilely, and when 
wrinkles or gray hairs or bodily weakness at last convince 
us that, we are on the downward slope we feel very sorry 
for ourselves, and contend that life has played us a scurvy 
trick.

And there is in all of this a subtle proof that our 
scheme of living is out of joint somewhere. Old age should 
be the crown of life—the Indian summer of human exist­
ence^ a time for peaceful contemplation and reflection. 
It might be, if we prepared for it.

But we don’t. We force ourselves not to think that we 
shall be old some day; and when that some day comes, and 
we are old, we feel that fate has cheated us most infa­
mously.

We all know old people who 
have, escaped that mistake'; people who accept age undis­
turbed, who don’t grope back in vain for the illusion of 
lost youth,, but who accept the quiet and peace of advanc­
ed years as a harbor for which they have long been steer­
ing..

New Bullets
Pierce Tanks

JUNCTION QITY, Kan. (UP).— 
Tests conducted by the department 
of weapons at Fort Riley convinced 
officers that ammunition now de­
veloped will .pierce and -probably dis­
able any armored tank in exist­
ence.

The tests were of great military 
value, it was believed, .because ot 
the important part -tank's played in 
the World war.

A 50-caliber machine gun witli 
armor-piercing p.mmunition was 
used against a Renault tank of the 
same -type as those used in the 
World war.

A total of 254 rounds of projec­
tiles of which 192 rounds were arm­
or piercing, were fired at the tank 
which crossed a field between 300 
and 600 yards from the guns. The 
gunners made 144 hits and disabled 
the tank. The armor piercing am­
munition used was not the highest 
velocity obtainable.

Officers said after the test that 
the new weapons and ammunition 
would annihilate tanks equipped 
with any armor plate yet developed.

Atmosphere of a 
Jungle Created 

In Yucca’s Film
The tropical jungles of Africa re • 

cently were literally set down in 
Hollywood’s back yard for ‘ 'Nagana,” 
the Universal drama featuring Tala 
Birell with Melvyn Douglas, open • 
mg today for a three-day run at 
the Yucca theatre.

In the Los Angeles river bed at 
Universal studios the technical de • 
partments created a stretch of dense 
forest, so choked with luxuriant un ­
dergrowth that the only possible 
passage through it was in the knee 
deep water of a swampy stream that 
flowed among the trees.

Nearby were two native villages 
in a clearing, with a score of thatch - 
ed huts, and a hundred stalwart 
savages to give - life to the scene. 
Human skulls surmounted poles be­
fore the rude dwellings, and addi­
tional color was supplied by a con ­
fusion of queerly shaped gourds, 
spears, shields, baskets and pottery.

SANTA ANA, Calif. (UP).—Sev­
eral years ago the late Dr. Albert 
A. Miehelson, veteran University of 
Chicago physicist, built a vacuum 
tube a mile long on the Irvine ranch 
near here.

By easting a beam of light through 
tills straight huge pipe he was able 
to determine that light travels at 
a speed of 186,284 miles a second.

In the midst of his experiments 
he died. His work is being carried 
on by Dr. Francis G. Pease, of the 
Carnegie Institute’s Mt. Wilson ob­
servatory, and Fred Pearson, of the 
University of Chicago.

Recently, the scientists, resumed 
their experiments. Imagine then- 
consternation when they discovered , 
that their observations showed that 
light’s speed was about 10 miles a 
second less than Dr. Miehelson had 
found.

Mother Earth was blamed. Tiny 
earth disturbances may have short­
ened the mile of ground upon which 
the pipe was laid, thereby causing j 
the discrepancy in the observation.

Uncle Sam’s coast and geodetic 
survey men were called into action. 
They went over the ground and 
measured the pipe’s length nine 
times and took an average. A sec­
ond inspection brought eight fur­
ther measurements.

The field sheets then were sent 
to Washington, D. C., for a final 
cheek.
