PRESIDENT IS NOT A DICTATOR

- Just why anybody should fear that Congress, by grant-
ing President Roosevelt extraordinary powers, is turning
him into a dictator, is a thing very hard to figure out.

It is perfectly true that the powers already given Mr.
Roosevelt, together with those proposed for him but not
yet granted, are far greater than any powers ever before
given to a peace-time president.

It is perfectly true that executive authority centered
in the White House today is greater than that wielded
by any other presidents, with the possible exception of
Lincoln and Wilson.

But does this make him a dictator?

Not if you use that word in its ordinary meaning. Not
if such men as Mussolini, Hitler, Stalin and Kemil Pasha
are dictators.

A dictator, to begin with, is almost always a ‘“man
on horseback.” Behind him, whether he is actually a mil-
itary man or not, can be heard the clanking accoutrements
of an army. His power, in the last analysis, rests on force.
At the first threat to his program, at the first attempt to
reduce him power, he puts this force to work—ruthlessly
and decisively. The bayonet, rather than the ballot, is his
ultimate supporter.

Does any of this apply in even the remotest way tc
President Roosevelt? Is his power even slightly dependent
on the troops at the army posts about Washington, or on
the warships that anchor occasionally in the Potomac?

Those questions are so absurd that merely by asking
them we see how unlike a dictatorship the presidency of
Mz. Roosevelt really is: '

What is actually taking place is not a denial of true
democracy but a culmination of it. ‘An effort is being made
in Washington to make leadership effective; to have done
with-petty delays and a multitude of conflicting counsels.
We, the people, put:Mr. Roosevelt where he is; we can
put him out again if we choose. Congress can checkmate
him.if it wishes. His power is a loan, and the loan can be
called if it seems advisable. i

-Democracy today is in a crisis, and to get out of it it
has to give its chosen leader extraordinary powers. But
tq:sa,y that democracy has abdicated its functions and
given place to a dictatorship is simply absurd.

AUSTIN.—An important factor
in the tax situation is to secure
legislation that will give some de-
gree of permanence to. economies
effected during the present period
when ‘economy has become a mat-
ter -about which there is no debate.
Tt is obvious that conditions are
propitious for changes and reforms
that will extend benefits of re-
trenchment beyond the period of
thie present emergency. It is equal-
ly obvious that little will have been
accomplished if measures of econo-
my gain approval simply as emer-
gency measures.

To adopt measures temporary in
purpose and character that are
equivalent to an admission that the
cost of government should return
to its former high levels would he
a distinet failure to make the most
of the present opportunity. People
are intensely  tax-conscious now.
'I'hey seldom are when business is
4t normal. For this reason, many
think it would be a blunder not
to" capitalize on present sentiment
and write into the organic law some
véry - definite  barriers to ‘excessive
government costs in the future.

It is necessary to hring expendi-
tures down to the capacity of the
péople to pay: in. order that the
present  unbalanced condition of
state and local budgets may be cor-
rected. To. stop there, however,
wotlld leave the larger task of pro-
viding proper safeguards and elim-
inating wasteful expenditures prac-
tically untouched. Many people are
likely to be misled concerning re-
ports: of. flat reductions. Such treat-
ment should be applied ‘only .to the
necessary functions of government.
Unnecessary services shiould be
aholished. % J
“Agreement is general among stu-
dents of government and taxation
that the ‘most costly and possibly
the most wasteful practices are to
be found in local affairs. Organiza-
tion ‘of ‘county ‘government is mno-
toriously conducive to waste. Con-
stitutional and legislative require-
ments are largely responsible, The
county . commissioners have only  a
very limited control over the affairs
for which they are in theory 1re-
sponsible.

Fees of certain officials e.e fixed
urider the ‘constitution by state law.;
Ridiculously high earnings are very
common, and county commissioners
dre powerless to make reductions.
There are many needless. offices, es-
pecially in ‘counties of small popu-
lation, but they cannot be abolish-
ed any more than the office of gov-
ernor. Practically, countv commis-
sioners ‘must levy the taxes and
watch others, over whom they have
little or no control, spend the mon-
€y. They have responsibility with-
out authority,

Several constitutional _amend-
ments 'designed to correct this con-
dition, have heen introduced in the
legislature. A committee is now try-
ing{to combine them into a single
measure.

There ds -a distinet danger that
harm: may result from too greatly
liperalizing authority for issuing of
bonds and determining limits” of
taxation as dpplied to counties. The
“home rule” idea sounds attractive.
Yet, it has been shown that extrav-
agance in public. expenditures, rath-
er than economy, has followed the
10osening of constitutional inhibi-
fions. It will be found that the lo-
eal tax burden has become the heay-
dest where the greatest measure of
local action fis permitted. This is
an anomaly, but a study of ‘the lo-
cal tax map of l'exas will substan-
tially bear out the statement that
taxes are least burdensome where
communities' have been ‘slowest to
adopt many of the modern devices.

Extreme .caution must be exercis-
ed in amendments designed to:re-
organize . county .government. Elas-
ticity of authority should be in the
direction of economy. In the past
two decades the tendency has been
toward = more expensive local gov-
ernment,. thropgh multiplication: of

1ivices; The chief reason why Tex-
as is i’ less distress today than
many. other states is because the
framers of the constitution imposed
certain restrictions as to powers of
borrowing ‘and taxation. Citizens
should . analyze county government
reorganization measures and iet
their representatives know their
wishes. The present system is ar-
chaic and wasteful, but change
might prove even worse through re-
moval of the censtitutional barriers,
along  with those provisions which
ltliqw prevent needed freedom of ac-
fion.

These two suggestions constitute |
the attempt to work out permanent
tax rel_lef, rather than to be con-
tent with temporary measures that
do not correct the fundamental
causes for the terrific increase in
the cost of government within the
past decade.

Those who are sponsoring them
gllll need active support of the peo-
e.

Hatton, who, in: 1832 at the Los
Angeles  convention was elected
president of the Lions organization.
Though he has travelled widely and
has a store of most valuable expe-
riences, Hatton still lives in the city
where he was born, Wichita, Kans.
His father was Charles Hatton, a
pioneer lawyer of Wichita, a, vet-
eran of the 9th Illinois cavalry who
cerved through the Civil war. Hat-
ton’s mother was a descendant of
the early Dutch settlers of New
York, then called New Amsterdam.
The family came from Holland in
1615. Hatton’s' mother was a noted
musician and was distinguished iz
Wichita for having had the first
Steinway grand piano ever brought
to that city. She is a D. A. R. and
counts five ancestors who were of-
ficers in the Revolutionary watr. In
early manhood Hatton married Fode
Stanley, a daughter of another pio-
neer family.

With this background it was un-
avoidable ‘that Hatton should : be
both talented and patriotic. After
passing through the ‘grade schools
he was graduated from the Wichita
high school, took his B. A. at South-
western college and. attended  the
University of Colorado for two years
where he was'a member of the var-
sity glee club. [ In athletics he ex-

and spent one year of study in Sor-
bonne university, Paris. Hatton vol-
unteered for /service in the World
war but wasnot -ealled to the eolors.
Instead, the government . utilized
him as ‘manager of all war activi-
ties in Sedgwick county, outside of
the city of Wichita. Hatton has nev-
er been strong on partisan pelitics,
but gave much time to improving
the -quality of the government .ot
Wichita. ‘He sérved .for. a time as
civil service gommissioner ‘of Wichi-
ta and was managing  director of
the ‘Good Goevernment club.
His financial interests are large
and varied. He is president of the
Peoples® Finance company with re-
sources of $1,500,000; president of
the American Investors corporation;
director of the Home State Build-
ing ‘and Loan association; president
of the Interstate Public Utilities
corporation, and secretary of the
People Sand and Supply company.
In addition he is a member of the
Wichita chamber. of ‘commerce; of
the Kansas Bankers association; oL
the Wichita Real Estate board; of
the Mortgage Bankers Association
of America; past president of the
Wichita Municipal Series associa-
tion; past vice president of :the
‘Wichita Business association; meém-
ber and past director ‘of the Wichita
Art -association; a member of lthe
Sedgwick County’ Pioneer society;
and '‘a niember of the Wichita club.
_Mr. Hatton has long been an ac-
tive member. of the Central- Chris-
tian church of Wichita and is mow
one of the church trustees. He has
devoted both time -and monéy to
charitable  work; has been 4 direc-
tor and wvice-president,’ and ‘cam-
paign ‘manager of the Wichita ‘com-
munity chest. which he helped to
organize.

In Lionism Hatton has seen many
years-of service. He held various of-
fices in .the Wichita club including
that of president, and has served
the 17th District as deputy district
governor. In 1927 at the Miami, Flor-
ida convention he was elected a di-
rector of Lions International. After
three years of service in that ca-
pacity he was- elected, ‘at the Den-
ver convention of 1930 to the third
vice-presidency of International; ai
Toronto, in 1931, he was elevated to-
first vice-presidency, and at the Los
Angeles convention in 1932 he was
crowned king of the Lions.
