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MOKE AID TO BE 
ASKED FOR STOCKMEN

HUDSPETH. SUMNERS AND 
OTHERS TO MAKE FIGHT 

IN CONGRESS

So many newspapers and so many 
people have asked the question: 
“ What became of the $50,000,000 
pool that was raised a few months 
ago to take care of the cattle indus 
try ?”  That it was packer-bank 
propaganda no one has any reason to 
doulbt. The government at that time 
was about to come directly to the 
aid of the stockmen, and the move 
was headed off by the said $50,000,- 
000 pool, and when congressional ac­
tion was killed, why the packer- 
banjks were safe, still had their vie- 
time by the throat, and the pool, to 
their notion, was no longer needed;—• 
and it died.

In this connection there is noth­
ing to be said about the Ft. Worth 
Agricultural-Livestock Finance Cor­
poration. It proves another effectual 
barrier to direct government relief 
to stockmen, and if not of direct 
packer-bank influence, then, say we, 
the packer-banks are much favored 
by the gods of chance; for it would 
seem the corporation is playing a 
strong hand for ’em.

The question is, what will be 
the play of the packer-banks now? 
Relief for the cattle industry of the 
United States, and especially that of 
the southwestern portion of the Un­
ited States, is hoped for in legisla­
tion which will come before the ses­
sion of Congress which opened last 
Monday morning, according to Con­
gressman Claude Hudspeth, of the 
El Paso district. Since the conven­
ing. of the last Congress, Hudspeth 
has Ibeen active in an effort to get re­
lief for the cattle industry, but so 
far he has been unable to get any fa­
vorable action from the Republican 
majority, writes Lilliman Evans, 
staff correspondent to the Ft. Worth 
Star-Telegram, enlisted in the effort 
to pass a bill to be known as the 
Strong-Capper bill. It will give 
long time loans to cattlemen at a low 
rate of interest. The agricultural 
“ bloc” in the Senate could get the bill 
passed through that body, it is be­
lieved by those interested, and Sen­
ator Capper is a member of the 
“ bloc.”

Folk down in Texas simply have to 
come to the realization, however,that 
this is a Republican administration 
that we are living under now. And 
being a Republican administration 
means simply that there is a man in 
the White House who belongs to the 
Republican party and has Republi­
cans, instead of Democrats, admitted 
to the pie-counter. The Republican 
viewpoint of economic questions is 
essentially different from the Demo­
cratic view, and the means and 
methods employed, in a legislative 
way, by the Republicans, from the di­
rect way used by Woodrow Wilson 
during his incumbency of the presi­
dency, are two different things. So 
far the Republican party leaders 
have not been able to see that the 
vanishing of the meat producing in­
dustry is vital to more than the cat­
tle ranges of Texas, and until a mil­
itant Democratic leadership is able 
to bring to the attention of the con­
suming public that the impoverish­
ment of the American meat consum­
ing public must depend, in the future, 
upon the Argentine republic, and 
other foreign nations, for its supply 
of (beef, the Republican party is like­
ly to pay but little attention to the 
need of the cattlemen.

Every member of the Texas dele­
gation is at work constantly trying 
to bring about pressure which might 
result in some relief to the cattle in­
dustry. It is expected that the half 
dozen or more candidates for the 
United States senate from Texas 
are going to say a whole lot about 
what they will do for the cattle in­
dustry. Hudspeth, Lucian W. Par­
rish, Marvin Jones, Fritz Lanham 
and John M. Garner, all o f them from 
sections of Texas where the cattle! 
industry is vital have been active | 
from the first roll call of this Con­
gress in this behalf, but the Republi­
can leaders have turned a deaf ear.

Once it looked as if there would be ! 
instant relief. Just lief ore the de- ’ 
parture of Governor W. P. G. Hard-. 
ing, of the Federal Reserve Bank, 
for his tour of Texas, there was a 
meeting of the National cabinet. 
Governor Harding attended it, and

President Warren G. Harding pre­
sided over it. Governor Harding 
convinced the President, and mem­
bers of his Cabinet, that it would 
be necessary for the Federal Re­
serve Bank to make loans on long 
time paper, at a low rate of interest, 
direct to the cattlemen. President 
Harding was enthusiastic over the 
plan. He stated during the session 
of the Cabinet that he was anxious 
for immediate action to be taken 
and he urged the co-operation of the 
Cabinet. That co-operation he ob­
tained. Legislation was necessary 
because the War Finance Corpora­
tion act would have had to have 
been amended so that the corporation 
could make the loans direct. Presi­
dent Harding planned to personally 
take up the matter with a number of 
his friends in the Senate, as it was 
considered sure that the legislation 
could pass the House of Representa­
tives. To further the same proposi­
tion, Secretary of the Interior Al­
bert B. Fall agreed to go to the cap- 
itol, and personally lobby the bill 
through the Senate.

With this decision by the Presi­
dent and the Cabinet, Governor 
Harding announced the fact through 
the newspapers, and then departed 
on his trip to Texas when he visited 
Ft. Worth, San Angelo and a number 
of other portions of the State. He 
had mot reached Texas until newspa­
pers carried the information that the 
President and the Cabinet had aban­
doned that plan and that instead the 
bankers of the country had raised a 
$50,000,000 pool to take care of the 
cattle industry. Congress was asked 
¡not to pass the bill. The House 
passed it; the Senate refused to pass 
it. An there was no bill passed.

Suddenly, there was great silence 
among the bankers who had formed 
the gigantic pool for the relief of the 
cattle. The $50,000,000 never came 
westward. It never went anywhere, 
but the pool went up into thin air. 
And that is all that has ever been 
been said,, about it since.

Sure it was ¡and now we are listen­
ing for the next move of the packer 
banks. What fair promises will be 
theirs to influence Congress to let 
the cattle business alone? There’ll 
be no laqk of them when the time 
comes— and the packer-banks have 
never failed yet.

Jno. W. Hogan, representing the 
Mid-Contihent Land & Development 
Company, of New Orleans, left last 
night for the company’s home town, 
after having been in Midland for two 
weeks, nearly. He gave out nothing 
for publication, other than that he 
had secured one 10,000-acre lease,and 
expected others. He expects to re­
turn in ten days and believes his 
company will start drilling here, for 
oil, gas, or other minerals, in the near 
future.

YEAKEL AND WIFE ALSO HURT 
WHEN CAR OVERTURNED 

NEAR HERMLEIGH

News reached Midland Wednesday 
morning that Mrs. Sarah Combest 
had been killed and J. W. Yeakel ser­
iously hurt that morning, in an auto 
accident near Hermleigh. Mrs. Yeak­
el was driving and they, accompanied 
by W. H. Peckham and wife in an­
other Super-Six, were on their way 
from Snyder to Merkel, and thence to 
Ft. Worth.

The accident occurred at a curve 
near Hermleigh and the Yeakel car, 
taking it at about 40 miles per hour, 
turned over twice and righted itself, 
headed opposite to the way it was go­
ing, and with the engine still running. 
The car was practically unhurt, other 
than a demolished top and windshield.

As stated, Mrs. Combest was in­
stantly killed, Mr. Yeakel seriously 
hurt, and also Mrs. Yeakel. The re­
mains of Mrs. Combest were brought 
to Midland for burial,a red the funeral, 
conducted by Rev. O. J. Hull, of the 
Baptist church, took place yesterday 
afternoon.

Mrs. Peqkham is another daughter 
of Mrs. Combest, and she and her 
husband, and her brother, Amos 
Combest, were here yesterday having 
accompanied the remains and attend­
ed the funeral. Mr. and Mrs. Yeakel 
are both in Snyder, too badly bruised 
and hurt to have made the trip to 
Midland. Mr. Yeakel’s condition was 
reported worse last night.

All pax'ties above mentioned for­
merly lived in Midland and many 
friends deeply regret the terrible ac­
cident. The Reporter joins these 
friends in an expression of profound 
sympathy to all who are bereaved.

That The Reporter is not alone in 
condemning the hard rules goyex'ning 
loans by the Ft. Worth Agricultural- 
Livestock Finance. Corporation we 
have known very well. AH men who 
have looked into the Corporation’s 
loan methods know that to secure 
such loans the borrower must be en­
abled to furnish security that would 
get him accommodations anywhere 
where moirtey is loaned.

The Ft. Worth papers, however, 
have made as much of the big Cor­
poration as it has been in their pow­
er to do; and on Thanksgiving day the 
Star-Telegram cited it as one of the 
blessings that have come into the 
lives and affairs of stockmen; and 
closed with this expression from: 
John N. Sparks, president of the 
Corporation:

“ On this day of Thanksgiving, we 
of the Southwest should be thankful 
indeed that the corporation was suc­
cessfully organized because it and 
its operation will save the biggest in­
dustry in our trade territory and will 
guarantee a livelihood to thousands 
of farmers and cattlemen and their 
families throughout the times to 
come.”

Hundreds of stockmen are still 
swearing at the Corporation and 
don’t believe a word of the above 
choice sentiment. One of them, a 
Midland stockman who has a friend 
who wields a fluent pen, has handed 
us the following comment upon the 
Stai'-Telegram’s Thanksgiving enthu­
siasm:

Our esteemed contemporary,the Ft. 
Worth Star-iTelegi'anx, prints a very 
interesting account of the Thanksgiv­
ing I deislax-ations of the president of 
the Agricultural-Livestock Finance 
Corporation at Fort Worth, in which 
the said president assures the people 
of Texas that they should give thanks 
for the organization of said corpora­
tion, and that such a savior has aris­
en for the salvation of the livestock 
people of Texas.

In view of reports that are begins 
ning to arrive from the various pil­
grims to that mecca of livestock re­
lief, we beg permission to reserve our 
opinion as to the justice of these 
laudatory claims from the» president 
thex-eof.

We are informed by several of our 
good citizens of the Midland Country 
that the highest limit of loans that 
the Corporation is offering on the 
very highest bred cows of this coun­
try is $25 per head. Regardless of 
breeding, registered or high-grade, 
they will lend a limit of $10 on calves 
or $40 on the best of registered bulls, 
or $20 on coming twos.

If the above figures can be con-

stimed as any “ relief”  to the cattle­
men, then they must mean that they 
are trying to “x-elieve” him of his ’L’at- 
tle rather than to relieve his financial 
needs.

The War Finance Board, especially 
instituted by the government to help 
the cattlemen, and to try and pre­
serve the livestock industry in this 
time of stress, was designed to be an 
assistance to a tottering industry 
which the government considers must 
be preserved for the public good, and 
the preservation of the nation’s meat 
supply. As such, it should lean to the 
side of assistance for the livestock 
producer rather than to an ultra-con­
servative course which can only fur­
ther depress cattle values. And we 
believe that this was the real intent 
of the government. This may be al­
so the intent of the War Finance 
Board. But we beg to submit that 
the Agricultural-Livestock Finance 
appears to he trying to bear down 
values of collateral, and to depress 
the borrowing ability of the livestock 
producers, even more than the War 
Finance Board requires, and far more 
than the expressed sentiments of the 
Washington officials would call for. 
They seem to want to go the War Fi 
nance officials “ one better”  in squeez­
ing values which they so loudly pro­
claim they have come to save.

We recognize that the Agricultur­
al-Livestock Finance Corporation is a 
private corporation, and can run its 
own business. But to herald itself to 
the world as a financial savior, and to 
ask subscriptions to its stock from all 
parts of Texas, and to be organized 
by the people of Texas for a special 
purpose, certainly lays upon it a re­
sponsibility to the people; and in this 
responsibility it bids. fair to fail if 
the above reports are true. They 
should either meet the purposes of 
organization, or frankly tell the peo­
ple that they will not. That would 
save our people railroad fare, time 
aind trouble. The most of them can 
stay at home, and do business with 
puj pjd . established ^banking connec­
tions on a more favorable basis than 
is being offered by the concern which 
claims to have been organized for the 
relief of a depressed industry.
