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Roosevelt Asks Authority tor Industrial Execution
WOULD CREATE 
DISTRICT ALONG 

TENNESSEE RIVER
In This Would Begin 

Development on 
Great Program

WASHINGTON, April 10. (UP)— 
President Roosevelt sent a message 
to congress today asking- creation of 
a Tennessee valley improvement dis­
trict, with authority to execute an 
industrial and economic develop - 
ment program in the south, includ­
ing Muscle Shoals.

Senator George Norris and other,; 
sponsored the program which would 
promote reforestation, flood control, 
prevention of soil erosion, abandon­
ment of unproductive farm lands, 
distribution and diversification of 
industry.

The president said development 
of Muscle Shoals power “leads log­
ically to national planning for a 
complete water shed, involving 
many states and future lives and 
welfare of millions.

First finances would be from the 
$50.000,000 unexpended treasury bal­
ance and the remainder from a 
bond issue.

Speaker Rainey said today the ! 
house will begin consideration of the 
two billion dollar farm mortgage re­
lief bill tomorrow.

BODY OF REAR

■ NEW YORK, April 10. (UP)—The 
body of Rear Admiral Moffett, Navy 
air chief, lost for more than- 70 
hours following the crash of the Ak­
ron, was recovered this morning by 
the coast guard cutter Daphne, 40 
miles northeast of Atlantic City, 
and more than 10 miles from where 
the lAkron crashed.

The 
moral is: clean up your yard, plant 
a garden or flower plot—and at the 
same time you’ll be helping . some 
poor man feed his family by giv­
ing him a job.

April 30 is the deadline for re­
ceiving applications for crop pro­
duction loans, John S. Andrews, su­
pervisor, said Monday, which leaves 
only three more weeks for farmers 
to make application. He is placing 
full responsibility upon the citizen­
ship, the county committee and the 
bankers, that deserving cases may 
be served.

For general information, up to 
April 6, the Dallas office had re­
ceived 44.827 applications and bad 
mailed out 38,592 checks. The first 
applications were received on March 
6, funds were released by Wash­
ington on March 18 and every ap­
plication was given very careful an­
alysis and daily clearance. Andrews 
urges all worthy and deserving far­
mers who are in need of this money, 
not to wait until the last week or 
day to have their application made 
out as, in the first place, the loan 
funds are limited; second, there 
might be in some cases that the 
landlords will not sign wavers; 
third, there might be something 
happen that will prevent the farm­
er from getting his application fin­
ished by April 30.

The chamber of commerce of 
Midland will make out all applica­
tions for the farmers at no charge.

AUSTIN, April 10. (UP)—Fewer 
j votes were lacking today on the mo - 
i tion to suspend the rules for final 
j passage or Representative Albert 
Daniels’ bill proposing a graduated 
oil tax, without a new oil commis • 
sion, than were lacking last week 
on the bill proposing the graduated 
tax with the new commission.

I Both were engrossed, awaiting f i ­
nal passage. The non commission 
bill voted 80 to 47 for suspension of 
the rules while the commission bill 
voted 74 to 64.

Tlie house adjourned for a few 
minutes to begin a new legislative 
day, preventing the commission bill 
being presented for final vote.

The tax is the same ill each bill, 
providing for one cent per barrel 
for the first ten barrels, two cents 
for the next 140, five cents for the 
next 150 and twenty cents per bar ­
rel thereafter.

The beer bill was deferred to 
April 17 and the gin marriage bill 
was not reached.

The Living Room

Modern home -making art is. rap­
idly doing away with the ancient 
custom of the housewife, or home- 
maker, arranging her husband in 
the front room, .in Ills easy chair 
and under the finest lamp in the 

¡ establishment while she returns to 
a kitchen lighted by one feeble bulb.

So says Mrs. Stella Floyd, cooking 
expert here this week, to conduct 
the sessions of Tlie Reporter -Tele­
gram All-Electric cooking school.

It has been learned that beauty 
reflects itself, Mrs. Floyd says. Tlie 
home-maker wants a beautiful kit­
chen, as clean and pretty as the 
bath. She then attires herself more 
beautifully and arranges her food 
more nicély.

Mrs. Floyd answers the question 
often directed at. woman’s alleged 
failure to “keep up" witli their men 
in an intellectual capacity.

“Even if I were to admit this, 
which I have not,” she laughed, 
“ there would'be plenty of logic in 
charging men formally with being 
responsible. A woman must have 
electrical appliances to insure her 
getting her house work done in time 
to read and associate with her 
friends. Man’s assumption in believ­
ing the woman is not on an equal 
mental plane must be ascribed, in 
many cases, to his volplaning about 
so much and paying, too little at­
tention to the home-maker’.1; domes • 
tic needs.”

Mrs. Floyd offers women a menu 
which will adequately take care of 
their school children via the school 
lunch plan, letting the home-maker 
attend the school and still have 
time to prepare tlie husband’s lunch­
eon.

“Pack their lunches with jelly- 
peanut butter sandwiches and bread 

, and butter sandwiches, a pint of 
' pasteurized milk, cookies and either 
an apple or an orange,” she said. T 
will demonstrate a 15- to 20-minute 
preparation period lunch for the 
husband, and one need only follow 
it when reaching home after the 
school session. There will be plenty 
of nutritious food for the husband. 
Possibly he will invite you to have 
lunch with him during one or two 
days of the school.”

Mrs. Ployd smiled as she re­
counted what one woman told her. 
“Better to let the male starve dur ­
ing the cooking school than to have 
him starve the rest of his life on 
the sameness and lack of novelty 
women too often concoct day after 
day for him.” Mrs. Floyd assures 
women who attend the school their 
husbands will never regret their 
time spent at the sessions.

Town women and town men in ­
terested in getting the greatest pos­
sible vegetable production from their 
gardens are urged to see the tile ir ­
rigation demonstration tomorrow 
morning at 9:30 at the home of Mrs. 
J. E. Wallace near Cloverdale, or to • 
morrow afternoon at 2 o’clock at the 
home of Mrs. S, H. Gwyn, 3 miles 
northwest of town.

Miss Myrtle Miller, new home 
demonstration agent, lias a number 
of sand and concrete tiles made 
Saturday by R. F. C. labor which 
she will use Tuesday in her demon­
strations.

Use of these tiles, which can be 
bought for as low as a cent:a foot, 
is not a matter of experiment. They 
have been used with such success 
that yields have in some cases been 
doubled. It is expected use of the 
irrigation tiles in the Midland coun ■ 
try will keep the land from baking, 
arid assist in preventing water dam - 
age to soil.

Every man and woman in the city 
of Midland and surrounding area 
who wants to learn something about 
better gardening at less cost is in ­
vited to see these free demonstra - 
tions.

Brunson Buys
Thousand Steers

W. W. Brunson last week bought 
1000 head of short age steers from 
the Three C ranch in Arizona.

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JAPANESE FEAR OF AMERICA

» One of the oldest of all axioms is that there are two 
sides to every question.

Somehow, too, it is the first thing that gets forgotten 
when relations between two great powers become strain­
ed. Each side can see only its own interpretation of 
things. Misunderstanding feeds upon its own fruits, 
grows as it feeds— and presently leads the two nations 
to a position where war is more than possible.

For this reason every American ought to ponder over 
the interview given in New York recently by Yosuke Mat-
suoka, the Japanese stateman.

* * *
Mr, Matsuoka remarked bluntly that his people are 

quite as disturbed by the ‘‘American menace” as we our­
selves are by the “yellow peril.”

- He pointed out that while Japan has no fortifications 
or naval bases in American waters, we have some in far 
eastern waters, almost under Japan’s doorsill. He pointed 
out that for 25 years prominent Americans have written 
books and made speeches calling- on the nation to get 
ready for war with Japan. And he added:

“We have always known that we had no capacity to 
wage War successfully against the richest and the most 
secure nation in the world. W e therefore— we as a 
whole— have been given to believe that your arguments 
about your “necessities for defense’ against a Japanese 

. danger had design behind them.
“At times, and not far distant times, you spoke in 

terms, and displayed naval force in the Pacific, that caus­
ed our people no- little anxiety. It will take more than a 
statement that you are concerned mainly with maintain­
ing anti-war machinery to allay our popular anxiety.”

All of this is both surprising and enlightening.

We have always looked on ourselves as a peace-lov­
ing nation faced, in the Pacific, by a designing, hard-boil­
ed and militaristic power— Japan— from whom almost 

-anything might be expected. And now it develops that 
.Phe Japanese feel that the exact reverse of all of this is 
-true. We fear what they may do, they fear what we may 
do— and misunderstanding and suspicion increase year by 
year.

There are two sides to every question. It is a good 
thing that we are able, at this stage of the game, to get 
a look at Japan’s side.

SHOULD WOMEN BE HANGED?

Arizona’s state board of pardons and paroles has re- 
fiised to recommend clemency for Winnie Ruth Judd, 
convicted murderess, and unless new c;ourt' action proves 
more effective than anything- her lawyers have tried" here­
tofore the young woman must be hanged on April 21.

And this brings up again the old question: is it proper 
public policy to send women to the gallows?

Under our modern ideasi of sex equality, there is lit­
tle that can logically be said against it. Equal rights bring 
equal responsibilities; if women are to enjoy the same 
status as men they must face the same penalties for their 
transgressions. The time when the mere fact of a wom­
an’s sex could win a ‘mitigation of her punishment seems 
to be past.

Yet the spectacle of a woman going to the gallows 
is not a pretty one. Is it simply a holdover of out-moded 
sentimentalism that makes some of us feel that it is 
wrong?

Dear Sir:
In your issue of February 23rd, 

there was an article captioned, 
“Dictatorship Is Proposed by Lew ­
is” which reflects unfairly upon the 
radio programs formerly broadcast 
by Halsev, Stuart & Co.

Regarding your reference to this 
house advising a woman to sell her 
government bonds and buy Insull 
securities, the facts qre as follows: 
At the hearings before the senate 
banking, committee in Washington 
a letter was introduced by the 
committee’s counsel referring to a 
transaction whereby a. woman cus ­
tomer of Halsey,, Stuart, & Co. liad 
exchanged $5,000 in liberty bonds 
for 85.500 (par value) of other bonds 
including $1,000 of corporation -.se­
curities company notes. The sketchy 
wav in which this matter was dealt 
with led to the impression being 
widely spread that Halsey, Stuart 
& Co. had deliberately . traded this 
woman out of her government bonds 
into other allegedly worthless securi­
ties. The facts are that the whole 
transaction began with the sugges­
tion of a brother of the woman who 
himself was later in the employ of 
Halsey, Stuart ,& Co. The brother 
suggested to a member o f . the Hal ­
sey, Stuart & Co. sales department 
that a list of bonds be prepared for 
his sister which would yield a larg ­
er income than-she was obtaining- 
from her government bonds. In the 
list of bonds for exchange which 
were submitted to her, there were 
six issues, one of them being $1,000 
Corporation Securities company note 
which has since defaulted. On 
March 2, 1931, when the transaction 
was made, Corporation, Securities 
company notes were selling in the 
open market for $97.13 and were 
considered by ourselves arid others 
to be a thoroughly sound invest­
ment. The other five bonds which 
were involved in this transaction 
have continued to pay interest when 
due.

Tlie significant thing about this 
incident is that the reference to 
it did not originate with the cus­
tomer; in fact, she was totally un­
aware that the matter had been 
referred to before the senate com ­
mittee until she read about it in 
the newspapers. As best evidence of 
her disposition it may be pointed 
out that she has remained a cus­
tomer of Halsey, Stuart & Co. and, 
recently, made additional invest­
ment through us.

Referring to the use of a college 
professor for presenting the “Old 
Counsellor” talks, it is important at 
the outset to understand that the 
texts of the “Old Counsellor” ■ talks 
were prepared by Halsey, Stuart & 
Co. and that the “Old Counsellor” 
was merely the spokesman and was 
never represented otherwise. Those 
who understand the technique of 
radio broadcasting, as it applies to 
talent, will see nothing unusual in 
the fact that a speaker from outside 
of the Halsey, Stuart & Co. organ­
ization was employed to present tlie 
“Old Counsellor” talks over the air. 
This program was necessarily more 
of a talking program than most 
other programs which employ a 
great amount of entertainment tal­
ent. music, etc. In order to sustain 
interest in the program it was ob­
viously advisable to have the talks 
delivered by someone with a train­
ed, pleasing voice adaptable to ra •

dio broadcasting. Halsey, Stuart & 
Co. searched its own organization 
for a suitable voice but could find 
no one able to give clear, consistent 
quality of performance in reading 
the text—for the simple reason that 
such work requires long training in 
voice culture and delivery. Tlie 
whole method by which the “Old 
Counsellor” talk's were presented 
over the air was thoroughly in ac­
cordance with the common practice | 
in the preparation and presentation ] 
■of radio programs. It just happened ; 
that the man chosen for this work, j 
out of many others who were con - j 
sidered and tried out in actual au- j 
ditions, was a college professor. His ! 
particular field of work was public ' 
speaking and he had had experi­
ence in presenting educational sub - 
jeets over, the air. He was a logical 
choice, from material at hand, for 
this work. The fact that he was a 
college professor has no significance 
and should not be used to intimate 
that his profession was used as a 
means of unduly influencing- listen­
ers. The “Old Counsellor” was fre­
quently referred to in the Halsey, 
Stuart & Co. programs merely as 
the spokesman of the house.

Here but the 
Customs Anticipate 

Continual Battle

Wine Sales Are
Worrying French

PARIS, April 7, (UP) .—Although 
the advent of béer in the United 
States continues to have jubilant 
echoes here, wine men are won­
dering just to what extent they 
will be able to trade with the United 
States in view of the limitations 
put on the alcoholic content of Am­
erican beverages.

Although chemists say it would 
not be difficult to devise a process 
for extraction of alcohol from wines, 
they point out that tire liquids thus 
obtained would bear very little re­
semblance to the present bever­
ages.

The lightest wines known here 
are seven per cent alcohol, but are 
not considered good, as they can­
not keep. Too light wines, ' it is 
pointed out, easily start to “work” 
and sour, with the obvious result 
that they cannot travel.

Ordinary table wines in general 
use here contain at least nine per 
cent alcohol. In the vineyard re­
gions, wine unfit for shipment, 
and consequently considered unfit 
for sale, is drunk when it con­
tains as little as seven per cent 
alcohol.

WASHINGTON.—Now. that beer 
is flowing, what about "the work of 
tire old enforcement organizations?

The answer is: Business as us­
ual.

Beer is the least of their worries. 
As long as there’s money in -hard 
liquor, gangsters will try to run it. 
That’s what the customs people -and 
the coast guard say.

So they are .keeping on with the\ 
long, tough battle. around our' 
coasts and borders, trying to stem 
the flow of contraband which helps 
to net between $2,000,000,000 and 
$3,000,000,000 a year in income to 
America’s bootleggers.

It is a war of nerve, wits, and 
dogged persistence, of force, trick­
ery and double-crossing. Mostly it’s 
grinding police work, specializing in 
preventive measures. But sometimes 
there is an affair like the Battle of 
the Water Lilies to brighten things 
up.

The Battle of the Water Lilies 
was fought recently in a Florida 
swamp and netted the customs 
service a shipment of contraband 
liquor, a nice amphibian airplane, 
and a hearty laugh.

That amphibian had -been keep­
ing officials attached to the West 
Palm Beach station awake nights, 
worrying. She was making regu­
lar trips from Nassau, flying im­
pudently over customs -headquar­
ters and disappearing before the 
law could follow. By the time 
pursuit planes were in the air, each 
trip, tiie amphibian was—no' doubt 
—already squatting in the hinter­
land, unpacking cargo.

It got so the customs people 
dreamed about that ship. They 
brooded and lost their appetite. The 
music of her Wright Whirlwind mo­
tor taunted them sarcastically. It 
was like a fly that won't be swat­
ted.

But one day they managed to 
trail her. When she came past, a 
customs plane was idling, made a 
quick -take-off, and gave chase.

HOUSTON MAN LIKELY CHECK ALL WASHED OUT*
HOUSTON (UP).—Although five 

Houston men have applied, it is not 
certain President Roosevelt will ap ­
point a Houstonian to succeed R. 
B. Morris as U. S. collector of cus­
toms for the Houston-Galveston 
district, which extends as far north 
as Dallas.

Morris, a Republican appointed 
by President Hoover, in 1930, is the 
first Houstonian ever to hold the 
office of customs collector in this 
district, his term expires June 2, 
1934.

A stern fight is being waged to 
have a Galvestonian appointed to 
the post, reestablishing a precedent 
broken by Morris’ appointment.

The five Houston democrats seek­
ing appointment are M. Frans 
Hammond, former sheriff; John T. 
Scott, Jr., and Lewis Fisher, at­
torneys; Henry B. Williamson, dis­
trict manager of the California 
Fruit Growers Exchange, and Brady 
W. Steele, drug store owner.

Galveston’s candidates are Fred 
Pabst and Ed R. Cheeseborough. 
Pabst was collector under Presi­
dent Wilson and Cheeseborough is 
a former postmaster of Galveston. 

Appointment is for four years.
