Cleveland. (Cyclone) Davis, 48, tax 
assessor of Andrews county, died 
Sunday afternoon at a-local.‘hospi­
tal'from effects of a peculiar acci­
dent. and Herman Ott of Grand 
Falls had made bond in a. prelim­
inary hearing a t, Andrews this 
morning on charges of negligent 
homicide and traffic violation.

Davis, reports here said, was re­
turning. Saturday night, from .a bus­
iness trip here to. his home in An­
drews, driving a small coupe; ' in 
which three others, B. T. Allison, 
Lawrence Osborn and L. G. Spires, 
also were riding. Davis, on account 
of the crowded condition of -I the 
car, was leaning as far. as possible 
to the left, with the left arm pro­
truding from the window.

They met a • truck bound for 
Odessa when they were in three 
miles of Andrews, at about eight o ’ ­
clock. The machines, reports said, 
had only one light each and the 
truck had a wide body, extending 
outward from the chassis. As the 
two cars met, Davis’ arm was struck 
by the truck bed, badly mangling

AUSTIN, April 17. (UP)—The
senate referred the house resolution 
for a vote on legalization of beer 
August 26 to the committee on con­
stitutional amendments today. It 
was expected to reach the senate 
floor tomorrow morning and its 
passage was forecast.

Senator Pace of Tyler led the op­
position to the bill requiring coun­
ties to pay half of the automobile 
license receipts to retirement of 
outstanding road ponds. Under the 
bill, proposed by Senator Moore of 
Greenville, counties would retain 
all of the first $7!'>,000 collected in 
licenses and half of the amount be • 
tween $75,000 and $175,000 would go 
to tiie state for use in retirement 
of road and bridge bonds.

A joint resolution was introduced 
in tiie senate for $20,000,000 of state 
bonds for relief work.

WASHINGTON CURIOUS 
ABOUT THIRD VISIT

PASHINOTON, April 15,—People 
here look forward with great curi­
osity and interest to the forthcom­
ing visit of James Ramsay Mac­
Donald, British prime minister.

He has been in America three 
times before. Each time he has been 
a different MacDonald—a MacDon­
ald at a new phase of. his spectacu­
lar and varied career.

Almost 40 years ago Ramsay Mac­
Donald first came, to the United 
States, in. ¡iihe summer of 1897. It 
was a honeymoon. MacDonald had 
just married the gifted Margaret 
Gladstone, niece of Lord Kelvin. It 
was a wonderful tom for the poor 
Scots lad, bom amid the humblest 
surroundings, who was entering so­
cialist ¡politics in London.

There was no public acclaim for 
the MacDonalds o n , that visit. In 
Concord, Mass., they were the guests 
of .Miss L. S. W. Perkins for a time. 
Thirty years later, MacDonald mads 
a pious pilgrimage to Concord and 
lunched with his former hostess, 
then nearing 87.

From that honeymoon, Mac­
Donald returned to London and 
fame. He was to forge the inde­
pendent labor party into a power­
ful unit, and eventually to see his 
organization become a dominating 
factor in British, life.

MacDonald’s Gethsemane
So times had changed when he 

returned to America in 1927. He 
had already been prime minister 
during one short-lived labor govern-1 
ment. Before that, he had “gone 
into the wilderness” when. Britain 
entered the World war and the la­
bor party went along, too. MacDon­
ald didn’t. He resigned as party 
leader August 5, 1914. He was a 
Conscientious and plain-spoken ob­
jector. just, as he had -been during 
the Boer war. MacDonald grimly 
hung on, almost friendless, without 
a party.

i When MacDonald came to the 
’ United States.in 1927, he came un­
officially. His daughter Ishbel came 
with him. MacDonald was still an 
unkempt fiery rebel, making staid 
Americans slightly uncomfortable. 
His chief: admirers here and those 
who entertained him were Ameri­
can liberals of the-stamp of Oswald 
Garrison Villard and Miss Lillian 
Wald of the Henry street settle­
ment in New York, as well as trade 
unionists and socialist groups. 
Though .the conservative press gave 
him a courteous welcome, America 
—his friends won’t deny it—disap­
pointed Ramsay MacDonald.

Smith’s Kindly Call
In Washington MacDonald called 

on President Coolidge, whom he 
| found “cordial, affable, and home- 
1 ly”—carefully explaining that he 
used the word “homely” in the Eng- 

I lish sense as meaning unassuming 
i and simple. But MacDonald was

Davis, given by an Andrews man 
named Peters.

The condition of Davis never im­
proved and he died at about T: 30 
Sunday afternoon, more from the 
shock than from the loss of blood, 
physicians said. The body is in 
charge of. the Ellis mortuary and 
will be taken to Andrews for fu ­
neral services at 1:30 Tuesday aft­
ernoon, at the Methodist church.

The Grand Falls man, some be­
lieved, did not know of the acci­
dent when it occurred, as neither of 
the cars were thrown from the road. 
Officers told local men that botn 
bore good reputatiohs in their com­
munity and that no difficulty was 
experienced in making bond for Ott. 
Tt was reported that they were en 
route to a dance at Odessa after a 
business trip to Andrews.

Davis formerly engaged as a cow­
boy on the Scharbauer Cattle com­
pany and other ranches and had 
been a resident of Andrews and the 
Midland section for about 30 years. 
A. brother, Shady Davis, lost his 
life on a ranch near here 20 years 
ago when he had roped a calf .anu, 
in turning the calf loose, became 

] entangled in the rope and was drag- 
j ged to death by his frightened 
i horse.

Cleveland Davis is survived by 
! his wife and four small children,
: all of Andrews, by two brothers, liv- 
l ing in New Mexico, and three sis- 
' ters who reside in Arizona. Both 
i brothers are here and the sisters 
were expected to arrive in time for 

I the funeral tomorrow.

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RUSSIA’S W A Y  AND OUR OWN

One of the most interesting bits of news from Russia 
this spring is the announcement that the government is 
prepared to get very hard-boiled toward workers who fail 
to work as hard as the government thinks they ought.

Recent legislation makes it possible for the govern­
ment to deprive a workman and his family of a job, food 
and his house for a single day’s unjustified absence from 
work.

Lenin himself urged that the dictatorship of the prole­
tariat must not hesitate to use force against the proletariat 
itself- when the occasion requires it. The working class 
in Russia, as a class, is exalted as never before in history; 
but the worker as an individual has perhaps less real free­
dom ihan any other worker in Europe or America.

And this odd contradiction emphasizes once more the 
strange and fascinating contrast between the things that 
are being attempted in Russia and the things that are be­
ing tried in America.

In each country, at this moment, the greater part of 
thet thought and energy of the people is being devoted to 
an effort to fix things so that mankind’s new productive­
ness can be used so as to provide the ordinary man with 
a better, happier life. That is the avowed purpose of the 
Communist experiment; it is, fundamentally, what is back 
of our own attempt to end this depression and make a 
new one impossible.

Basically, then, we are seeking the same goal. But 
how differently we are going at it!

Iron discipline, a rigid regime in which the individ­
ual counts for nothing and freedom is a discarded word 
’—these characterize the working-out of the Russian ven­
ture. To us they look like prices that are too high to pay.

We want the same things the Russians want, but we 
intend to get them in our own way. The individual worker 
may not be cock of the walk, in America, but he is abso­
lute lord over his own life. Freedom, prosperity and hap­
piness must begin with him if they are to mean anything.

PRAISE FROM A  BRITON

Lord Marley, deputy speaker of the British House of 
Lords, made a fine impression during his recent tour of 
America. But he made an even finer one when he sailed 
for home with words of praise for American airways, 
American trains and the general sympathy and under­
standing of the American people.

English visitors don’t usually say that sort of thing. 
They come oveV to collect such dollars as may be float­
ing about loose, but they leave with the air of those who 
escape from a dreary desert, and as they leave they let 
us know, condescendingly, that we are a benighted and 
witless folk whose ways are outlandish and whose insti­
tutions are devilish odd.

Lord Marley is a refreshing exception. One trusts 
that he isn’t deprived of his position in the House of Lords 
because of his break with the oldest of British traditions.

^Ihe Disarmament Conference declines to adjourn to 
let the delegates of Britain, Italy, France and Germany go 
into a huddle over the Mussolini-MacDonald four-power 
plan. Refusal is by the same smaller powers which forced 
formation of the Lytton commission and later the action 
agamst Japan. Conclusion: The big tyrants must temper 
their tyranny to suit the little tyrants who halt them or 
hurry them along.

CONNOLLY SEEKS 
ACTION ON BILL

WASHINGTON, April i ’j .—An ef­
fort to secure action soon on his 
bill to revalue the gold dollar is be­
ing made by Senator Tom Connally 
who introduced the measure lass 
month. It is now pending before the 
senate banking and currency com­
mittee.

The bill provides that the gold 
Content of the dollar be reduced to 
approximately two-thirds of its 
present content. It would also 'cause 
the discontinuance of minting gold 
coins, and all gold reserves and gold 
owned by the government would be 
retained’ in the treasury for the re- 
dsmption of currency and gold cer­
tificates.

Extension of the order of Presi­
dent Roosevelt prohibiting gold 
hoarding and gold exports makes 
this an opportune time for the re­
valuation, Senator Connally said.

“The present gold dollar,” the 
senator said, “is not a sound dollar 
measured in the price of commodi­
ties which the people produce or 
measured in the debts which they 
owe. and which were incurred at a 
time when commodities were at a 
higher level and gold was at a lower 
level. The broad effects of this plan 
are, first that it preserves the gold 
Standard for the United States on a 
sound and equitable basis; second, it 
will make possible a reduction and 
readjustment of farm mortgages; 
third, it will lessen the debt bur­
den and thereby hasten the return 
of prosperity; fourth, it will lift the 
price of all commodities; fifth, it 
will enable people to discharge their

Version on Joan
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PARIS. (UP).—Eighty-six enrag­
ed parents have withdrawn their 
children from a school near here 
because a teacher, M. Neuilly, taught 
their offspring a new story about 
Joan of Arc, telling them that she 
escaped from prison with a British 
soldier and (became the mother of 
his children.

In the course of a history les­
son, M. Neuilly remarked to his 
class that the story of the burning 
of Saint Joan at the stake was not 
universally accepted, and that ac­
cording to another version of her 
story, accepted toy derbain eccle­
siastic writers and set forth in the 
state archives of Loriet, she made 
a noteworthy escape and raised a 
family for the soldier aiding her.

The parents refuse to return 
their children to the school untii 
the teacher is sent elsewhere, tout 
the mayor of Neuville-sur-Sarthe, 
while admitting that it was unnec­
essary for M. Neuilly to go as far 
into history as he did, says he can­
not see sufficient cause for dis­
missing him. The teacher refuses 
to ask that he be transferred to 
another school and the result is 
that a school moratorium has been

declared. With no pupils, M. Neu­
illy cannot teach, and the 86 par­
ents remain firm in their deter­
mination not to subject their chil­
dren to the contamination of such 
information.
