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REEMPLOYMENT BILL OBEYED
NEBRASKA AND

KANSAS HIT BY 
DAMAGING WIND

At Least 14 Killed; 
Anri Property 
Damage High

KANSAS CITY, May 23. (UP). \ 
A tornado killed at least eight per­
sons at Tyro'n, Nebr., and six at 
Liberal, lias., injuring 200 and caus­
ing more than $1,000,000 in prop­
erty damage last night.

Buildings in towns and on farms 
were demolished over a wide area 
in Western Kansas and Nebraska. 
Livestock was killed, crops were 
damaged and communications cut 
off. A sand and dust storm ground­
ed planes and stopped traffic, 
plunging towns in darkness. Heavy 
hail accompanied, the wind.

The dead at Tyron and Liberal 
were killed in the collapse of build­
ings. A man at Garden City, Kas., 
was lifted in the air and dashed to 
death on the pavement. More cas­
ualties were expected to be report­
ed.

WITH ADMINISTRATION SUPPORT, NO 
DOUBT ABOUT PASSAGE OF OIL BILL

WASHINGTON, May 19.— The 

bill for the control of the oil in­
dustry Was introduced today and 
will be followed by a message from 
the president on the subject. With 
administration support there is no 
question about its adoption.

It is astonishing to see practi­
cally all the opponents of federal 
control flocking to the support of 
the bill and the bulk of them claim­
ing to have supported it all the 
time. In the group of recent con­
verts are some who could give a 
highly interesting private explana­
tion for their change of attitude.

France Jittery as 
Germany Reported 

Arming for a War

LONDON—Europe today is awak­

ening to the ' fact that the Very 
Germany which it disarmed in Î9Ï!) 
holds the whip hand over the cri­
tical situation of the continent,

As the world’s statesmen grope 
over their way through the most 
■precarious week pince the sultry 
first d-ays of August, 1914, it becoine-, 
clear that the nations have been 
allowed to drift nearer to war than 
they knew.

A jittery, rumor-filled atmos­
phere, charged with electric ftro- 
noundemerits, speeches,' notes and 
continual conferences, makes Eur­
ope today sadly like the Europe ot 
19 years ago when its statesmen 
allowed it to slip and stagger into 
the World, war.

If Germany goes through with 
her program of demanding arms 
equally with the other countries 
of Europe, she will be throwing 
the biggest Sort of monkey-wrench 
into the disarmament machine 
which is now trying to grind out 
some sort of an end to the race to 
arm.

For a supposedly ..disarmed and 
helpless country, Germany lias a 
strong h-and to play In this game, 
and there is every ' evidence that 
Chancellor Adolf Hitler not only 
may, but must, plav it resolutely. 
Hitler has been telling the Ger­
man people for 10 years, that the 
Versailles peace treaty must be 
disowned by Germany, no more 
reparations paid, and the Reich 
either be allowed to arm as other 
countries have done, or watch the 
others disarm as Germany has 
disarmed.

Now Hitler is in power. He 
must show results. ■

What Can Allies Do?
Suppose Germany goes the 

limit, and proposes to disregard 
the limits placed' on her by the 
former allies, starts building up 
lier army? What can the allies 
do about it First they can pro­
les!;, lond and long. Then (and 
this is already ,being talked 
throughout France and England) 
they can send troops to occupy the 
Rhineland as a sanction, or pun­
ishment under the Treaty of Ver- 
snill&s

They did this in 1923 when the 
Germans fell behind on reparations 
payments which everyone now sees 
it was impossible to pay. The allies 
didn’t get the reparations, but they 
collected an enormous installment 
of ill-will and hatred from Germany.

Would the former allies in the 
last extremity invade Germany?

The United States, which never 
signed the Versailles treaty, cer­
tainly would not, though the sep­
arate American peace treaty con­
tains restrictions on Germann ar­
mament.

Great Britain would be much 
less eager for any such business 
than she was in 1914. Already 
papers there are demanding loud­
ly that “No British solider shall 
cross the channel to fight in a Eu • 
ropean war!” Certainly France will 
not attempt the colossal task of 
military occupation of Germany.

France and her present allies, 
especially Poland, are particu­
larly alarmed at the re-birth of 
the’ military spirit in Germany. 
Whv? It is not that France 
could fail to whip Germany in a 
fight at present. Her enormous 
superiority in airplanes, heavy 
guns, ammunition, trained re­
serves, leave no doubt today. But 
tomorrow? That is what makes 
your Frenchmen jittery.

Germany’s Strength
For the German army is an ar • 

mv of tomorrow. So is its navy 
The army was limited by the 
peace treaty to 100.000 men. In 
order that Germany should not 
train 100.000. discharge them, 
and train another 100.000, enlist­
ment was set at 12 years. The 
o ’igina1 100,000 have just about fin ­
ished their enlistment, and now 
each year there will be about 10,- 
000 new recruits while 10,000 are 
tu’-ned into civil life.

But what of those 100.000 with 12

Nails ran to the rescue and Lovell 
shot him, but not dangerously.

A posse quickly formed and trail­
ed the negro to the river ¡bottoms, 
where he was cornered and shot.

Newest Fly Catcher 
Electrocutes Flies

LEIPZIG, Germany. (UP).— The 
ancient .problem of catching flies 
lias been solved by electricity.

The method used for centuries 
has been to lure the fly with some, 
bait, which catches and holds it, 
despite its struggles, until death. 
This ancient form of fly trap does 
not always catch its prey and is 
unsanitary.

The new electrical fly catcher, 
which was shown in operation at 
the Fair, consists of a metal con 
tainer. The trap is baited with 
some sweet-smelling substance cov 
ered by a wire screen, which is in 
turn charged with electricity. When 
tlie fly alights on the screen, it is 
electrocuted. The fly catcher can 
be plugged into any house circuit 
and is shockproof.

ALPINE COWMEN 
RELEASED TODAY 

AT TEX. BORDER
ALPINE, May 23. (UP).— Art

Hannold and John Rollins were re­
leased at the border by Mexican of­
ficials today. They told of threats 
to kill them by Candelario Baisa^ 
notorious outlaw who captured them 
May 9 as tñey pursued stolen horses 
into Mexico.

Tlie American ranchers did not 
know why Baisa did not carry out 
the threat. They praised the treat­
ment of Mexican officials who es­
corted them to the' border.

NEED FOR COMPLETION OF HIGHWAY 
WORK SEEN IN SURVEY OF TRAFFIC

Need for hastening completion of 
highway work started in Midland 
county may be seen from figures 
released this morning by Jim Flan­
igan, who made a 29 -day survey 
of traffic for the state highway de­
partment, under direction of J. A. 
Given, resident engineer.

The survey, conducted 24 hours 
a day, showed that 25.847 cars and 
trucks, ar, average of 892 a day, 
passed over U. S. 80. the Broadway 
of America.

This made an average of 37.2 
cars an hour, or a car every minute 
and 37.2 seconds. The out -of-state 
traffic amounted to an average of 
185 cars dally. The percentage of

j out-of-state cars was 20.9.
Our of the total traffic, 111.5 cars 

per aay came from and went to 
California. Out of the total of 
3228 cars with California license 
plates, 2,320 were going east, ar.d 
only 918 west.

Continual press stories are being- 
run in El Paso newspapers to in­
form the public tha-t U. S. 80, the 
Broadway of America, is -passable 
over the cutoff route east of Mid­
land. The stories were published at 
the request of the El Paso chamber 
of commerce following a letter of 
complaint ,by the Midland chamber 
of commerce that reports had ¡es­
tablished several border city filling 
station attendants warning against 
travel over the cutoff, which was 
described as dangerous and all but 
impassable. .

Two stories', reproduced below, 
attest to the cooperation of the El 
Paso chamber and the newspapers 
of that city,' according to Midland 
chamber officials. The first, head­
ed “ Register Complaint on Road In­
formation,” was in the El Paso 
Evening World-News Saturday, and 
the second, headed “ Say U. S. 80 
Detour Is Not Dangerous,” was in 
the El Paso Times’ Monday. Mid­
land chamber officials in a state­
ment this morning praised the at­
tempt to rectify the erroneous in­
formation. The stories follow:

“The El Paso chamber of com ­
merce received a complaint today 
from the Midland, Tex., chamber of 
commerce that El Paso camps and 
gas stations were warning east, 
bound tourists not to use U. S. 80, 
the Broadway of America, because 
of a dangerous detour between Big ■ 
Spring and Midland.

“The local organization called at­
tention to the fact that there is no 
dangerous detour on the Broadway. 
While construction work is under 
way on a stretch of thq.highway be­
tween Big Spring and Midland, the j 
new road is passable and in good I 
condition and the detour which is I 
offered, is short and in first class I 
condition.” . |

president of the U. S. chamber of 
commerce, both appeared as wit­
nesses for the bill. They were in 
complete agreement on federal con­
trol of industry but Green advocat­
ed a larger reemployment fund than 
did Harriman.

At the hearing I happened to sit 
next to a nationally known labor 
leader - when Harriman was testfy- 
ing. This labor man asked me if I 
was hearing the same thing he 
thought he was hearing. He said he 
was afraid lie would wake up and 
find it was just a-dream. Not only 
was It true that the president of the 
U. S. C. C. was advocating this bill 
lor the coordination and control of 
all industry under federal supervi 
sion but he was assuring the com 
mirtee that without it all the steps 
heretofore taken by congress and 
the president would fail.

He pointed out that if the year 
of 1933 continued at the same low 
ebb of business which has marked 
it up to this date the gross annual 
income from all sources would be 
only 30 billion dollars .as against S4 
billion dollars in 1929 and that such 
a condition would be worse than 
anything we have heretofore expe­
rienced.

He was followed as a witness by 
d Mr. Marsh who vigorously de­
nounced the administration on the 
grounds that it has asked for and 
received powers from congress- to 
do many needful things and then 
has failed to do any of them. He 
referred to thè 50Ó million dollar 
relief bill and to the inflation meas­
ure!

Prof. Irving Fisher of Yale fol­
lowed with a discussion of a plan 
to raise 220 million dollars per year 
needed for interest and amortiza­
tion on the bond issue carried in 
the. bill. He proposed that the gov­
ernment issue dollar certificates on 
which a two cent stamp would have 
to be placed each week for 52 weeks. 
The government would sell the 
$1.04 worth of stamps and at the 
end of the year redeem the certifi­
cate by paying one dollar for it. 
This would differ from stamped 
money now used in many commun­
ities in that the use would not be 
limited to local communities.

The administration has passed up 
to congress the difficult job of fig­
uring out how to levy this additional 
tax burden of 220 millions per year. 
A manufacturers sales tax appears 
now to be -the method through 
which the bulk of this money will 
be raised.

CONCERNING PEACE 
MOVE OF PRESIDENT

WASHINGTON, May KL-The 
president’s message to the nations of 
the world was, of course, timed to 
be a warning to Hitler that if he 
engaged in any war-provoking talk 
he could count on the United States 
lining up with France and England 
in any movement necessary to sup ■ 
press him.

Before this article is printed Hit­
ler will have announced his policy. 
If he insists on rearming Germany 
then this country will be called on 
to. make good on the president’s as­
surance of support to the other na­
tions.

More than likely, Hitler will stoo 
just short of a pronouncement which 
would bring a French demand to 
reoccupy the Rhineland. It is cer­
tain that France and England will 
never willingly permit Germany to 
equip with heavy artillery her 600,- 
000 Nazi storm troops, 400,000 steel 
helmets and several hundred thous­
and other trained men. They are 
already equipped with light arms.

It remains to be seen whether 
Hitler can restrain himself and them 
so soon after their frenzied domin­
ance of all opposing elements in 
Germany. Neither the Kaiser nor 
any of his generals ever made as 
inflamatory or as stupid a speecn 
■as von Papen did the other day 
when he declared it to be the nat­
ural and glorious ambition of all 
male Germans to die on the battle­
field. That speech is a fit companion 
for a recent speech by another fan­
atic who solemnly declared that Hit • 
ler was the reincarnation of the 
Holy Ghost.

It would look as if Roosevelt 
choose an inauspicious time to sug ­
gest disarmament to the people ol’ 
Europe but perhaps the audacious 
boldness of his course may bring 
the desired results.

Probably the average American 
does not get the full significance of 
the new national policy enunciated 
in the president’s message. It is 
■a policy which this nation has here­
tofore steadfastly refused to san­
ction.

It is a direct pledge on the part 
of this nation to help police Europe 
and keep the peace of the world.

Had Roosevelt asked congress for 
authority to make that commitment 
it would have been denied him even 
by this docile congress, but having 
made the commitment the leaders 
of both parties hastened to approve 
it. •

all kind of supplies from this coun­
try.

Further; the Krupn 
family has returned to the good 
graces of the government: Dr. Gus­
tav Krupp lias been given complete 
power to Nazify the powerful Fed­
eration of German Industries. That 
puts the Krupn interests about 
where they were under Bertha 
Krupp and the Kaiser.

The German claim to arms equal ­
ity with the rest of Europe, in ad­
dition to being a perfectly natural 
claim for any country to make, hair 
a . solid basis in the Treaty of Ver ­
sailles itself. The clause dealing 
with disarmament indicated that 
the disarming of Germany was to 
be only the preliminary to disarm­
ing all countries.

The United States has held the 
position that all countries should 
not only stop further arming, but 
actually reduce arms down to some- 
■thing like the German level— a. level 
which would insure domestic peace, 
but scarcely premit offensive action.

Thus thé disarmed Germans are 
¡n a position to say: “Either you 
come down to our own level, or 
we will begin coming up to yours.”

That is the perplexing dilemma
