GAINS IN TRADE, MANUFACTURING 
AND DEPARTMENT STORES FOUND IN 

REPORT TODAY OF THE GOVERNMENT
WASHINGTON, May 11. (UP) .—Federal reports to­

day showed gains in trade, manufacturing and depart­
ment stores index to 68 against 55 in March.

April sales were only nine per cent under those a year 
ago. It was estimated that 3,500,000 hours of work were 
provided for unemployed through federal loans to 59 
cities.

A half million small home shortage indicated that con­
struction is aiding business.

The Dallas district department store sales were only one 
per cent under those of a year ago.

FRIENDS OF PRESIDENT ARE STRONG 
ENOUGH TO ADJOURN CONGRESS SOON

WASHINGTON, May 7.— Less 

than thirty days remain within 
which the administration hopes to 
complete the enactment into law 
of its whole program of social re­
organization.

The friends of .the administration 
are strong enough in congress to 
carry out the wish of the president 
that congress adjourn before the 
beginning of the World Economic 
conference in London on June 12.

Tlie president knows that if con­
gress remains in session it will be 
impossible for that conference to 
handle such delicate subjects as 
world debts and international tar- 
iifs in a dispassionate and sensible 
manner and in accord with diplo­
matic usage.

It would toe impossible to restrain 
in congress vociferous denunciation 
of the efforts of -the American dele­
gates if it should toe learned that 
they were seriously considering con­
cessions on -the foreign debts or 
trade agreements that would make 
necessary revision downward of 
some of our tariff rates.

One deep chested senator or rep­
resentative with an eye (to votes

back home could make a speech in 
congress which, reported in the rest 
of the world, would inject distrust 
and ill will into tlie atmosphere of 
the world conference.

Privately, very -few congressmen 
are so dumb that they do not real­
ize that the debts must be read­
justed and that tariff concessions 
must toe made to restore Interna­
tional -trade. Some of -them will free­
ly admit it in private conversation 
but will hasten to add that their 
constituents would not approve and 
therefore they -must oppose these 
needed changes.

It is, however, probable that when 
June 1 arrives there will be so much 
of the domestic legislative program 
uncompleted that it will toe hard to 
decide whether adjournment' or 
completion of the work on hand is 
the wisest course.

Even the domestic legislative pro­
gram will directly affect the world 
conference. The whole purpose of 
that conference is to find a way 
out of a world depression. Every­
thing done here will toe reflected in 
other nations.

“ The country needs and, unless I mistake its temper, 
the country demands bold, persistent experimentation. It 
is common sense to take a method and try it; if it fails, 
admit it frankly and try another. But above all, try some­
thin!?.”

This paragraph comes from President Roosevelt’s own 
book, “LooTcing Forward,” and it is a declaration of prin­
ciples that is immensely encouraging. It seems to set forth 
precisely the attitude which a leader must have today.

We are not only struggling to climb out of a very deep 
depression. We have come, as far as we can tell to the 
end of an era in our history. Whatever we are going to 
do in the future, it is going to be something new, some­
thing different.

* * *
The old ways have proven their inadequacy, and since 

we lack,perfect wisdom, about the only thing we can do 
is go ahead by a trial and error method until we have 
found a new way that will work.

It is a long time since we have had a president who 
demanded “ bold, persistent experimentation” ; it is a long 
time since our own temper has been of a kind to support 
such a president even if we had had one. Ever since the 
war we have tried to play safe. “ Don’t rock the boat” 
has been ouT national slogan. We have asked our presi­
dents to keep their hands off things and let well enough 
alone.

* * *
That worked out all right, or seemed to, as long as 

things were indeed well enough. But when they went 
from bad to worse, and from worse to worst, it was a 
catastrophic. policy. That we have at last discarded it, 
and have a president who has discarded it, is perhaps the 
most encouraging fact on the horizon.

No one knows just what is going to get us finally out 
of the depression. No one knows just how, having got 
out, we are going to keep from slipping back in again. 
We can do nothing less than make some experiments. 
Some of them, in all probability, will not work, but that 
does not matter. Our only chance is to keep trying, over 
and oyer again, until we have found what we want.

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GERMAN SUPER-PATRIOTS

The thoughtless frenzy of the German Nazis could 
not be illustrated better than by their recent action in 
raiding the villa of Prof. Albert Einstein in a futile search 
for a cache of weapons.

Professor Einstein is assuredly one of the greatest and 
most famous of living mortals; and, as far as every-day, 
practical politics is concerned, he is also one of the most 
harmless. His work has been revolutionary, but it has 
been carried on in a field as far removed from the hurly- 
burly of daily politics as could possibly be imagined.

Mother s Day-May 14
The great events of this world 

are not revolutions, and economic 
conferences and banking reforms. 
The great events of this world are 
babies.

The most important people in this 
world are not soldiers, and states­
men and bankers. The most impor­
tant people in this world are moth­
ers, who are called upon to bring 
into existence a new generation.

So it is fitting that on Mother’s 
Day we honor mothers. It is even 
more fitting that on this day we 
should take steps to make mother­
hood safe for them, as it is agreed 
by leading authorities (that at least 
half the 16,000 women who annually 
die in childbirth could be saved by 
adequate maternity care.

A meeting aimed to help remedy 
the situation is scheduled to be held 
in New York City tomorrow, .with 
Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt, as prin­
cipal speaker. A number of out­
standing medical authorities and 
educational leaders are to be on 
the program. Emphasis is to be 
placed on two important steps to 
be taken. First people should under­
stand that much depends on the 
choice of the doctor, and select one 
known ¡to have had experience in 
maternity cases. After selecting him-, 
parents .must trust his judgment, 
and not try to .prevail upon him to 
make painless a process which can­
not -always toe made free from pain 
without increasing the risk of infec­
tion and other undesirable compli­
cations. Second, if a hospital is 
■chosen, it should toe one of high 
standards, such as those approved 
by the American College of Sur­
geons, for despite the fact that each 
year finds more -women going to 
hospitals, there is no corresponding 
decrease in .the mortality rate. In 
fact, many authorities believe it is 
safer for a woman to have her ba­
by iat home, if conditions are suit­
able, unless the mother’s condition 
requires special care.

The Maternity Center association 
of New York, which is sponsoring 
■the Mother’s Day meeting, has 
made a notable contribution to 
knowledge of what adequate mater­
nity care can do to save mothers’ 
lives. Among 4,726 women under 
their care over a period of eight 
years in a certain section of New 
York City, the death rate was re­
duced two-thirds.

Among those ito toe present at the 
Mother’s Day meeting are:

Miss Frances Perkins, secretary of 
labor; Surgeon-General Hugh S. 
Gumming; Miss Grace Abbott, chief 
of the Children’s ¡bureau; Dr. Wal­
ter Ohipman, noted obstetrician of 
Montreal; Dr. Linsley Williams, 
managing director of -the New York 
Academy of Medicine; Dr. J. Alli­
son Hodges, president of the Med­
ical society of the state of Virginia 
and Dr: S. S. Goldwater of -the Am­
erican Hospital association.

With such an imposing array of 
well-infor-med and influential people 
behind ¡this movement to “Make 
Motherhood Safe for Mothers,” it is 
not ¡too muoh to expect the new deal 
to include the “Forgotten Woman.”

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RADIO CONCERN 
OF RUM FLEET 

OFF COAST LINE
By MORRIS GILBERT 

NEA Service Writer
WASHINGTON.—At the moment j 

cf writing these lines, there are 13 
rumrunners, loaded, hovering off 
■the United States coast between 
Nantucket and the Delaware Capes.

Yesterday there were 11. The day 
before, 10.

“Rum Row”—to revive, for a mo­
ment, a term which is out of date— j 
even now is still attempting- (to re­
cover from the bank moratorium.

For the. rum-running syndicates 
—Coast Guard headquarters counts 
28 separate syndicates now func­
tioning in a big way—were just as 
badly hit as ¡the average honest 
citizen. They couldn’t get credit, 
couldn’t draw money, couldn’t pay 
crews, or buy liquor.

Furthermore they couldn’t sell. 
One rum-runner, after cruising the 
New Jersey shore a week, put back 
to St. Pierre still loaded. Nobody in 
contact with her could raise the 
$602 needed to buy her shipment.tf O #
THE CENSUS OF 
THE RUM FLEET

Today the rum fleet is still de­
pleted. E-ut it is coming back.

Lieutenant Frank J. Gorman, 
chief of Coast Guard Intelligence, 
can tell you pretty accurately how 
many rum-boats—“blacks,” the
Coast Guards calls them—arc actu­
ally “on the line,” that ;s, loaded 
and ready for contact with shore, 
at any time.

He divides the nation’s coasts in­
to three sections — Atlantic, Gulf, 
and Pacific, with a fourth division 
for the Canadian border.

Last month’s summary in-Coast
Guard Intelligence reads like this: 
Blacks—(rum-runners) under

The Customs Service—which, is 

interested in rum-running primar­
ily because it is contraband and 
thus cheats Uncle Sam . either of 
revenue or of the right to bar com­
modities not wanted—can give 
you -the same detailed information 
in its own field.

Both services are fighting the bat­
tle on sea, by air, and on land. Some 
places, the Customs overlaps the 
Coast Guard—at seaports, for in­
stance. Cither places, the Customs 
is out alone, along the Rio Grande, 
for instance.

A CLASH ALONG 
THE RIO GRANDE

Agents Davenport and Riley were 
picketing toy night in their automo­
bile near Laredo. The Rio Grande 
is a shallow trickle there, season­
ally almost dry. A man can wade 
across it, and cars can ford the 
stream at places.

There had been a tip that three 
Mexican brothers living in Laredo 
were bringing in a carload of li­
quor that night.

Davenport and Riley, jolting 
peacefully along, suddenly saw the 
Mexicans’ car. And at the same mo­
ment, the Mexicans saw them, and 
speeded up to get away.

Riley stepped on the gas. He gain­
ed. Davenport shouted, “Halt!” 
There was no response.

Then Riley tried a risky stunt. 
He swung (to the left, accelerated 
and drew alongside. Swiftly, he 
hooked his front right bumper in 
to the rear left bumper of the other 
machine.

He ground the two cars slowly to 
a halt.

Then the Mexicans .tried a crazy 
thing. One after another they pick­
ed up q. rifle arid started to fire 
pointblank. One after another Riley 
and Davenport picked them off with 
pistols.

Net result: A seizure of liquor, 
two dead Mexicans, one wounded 
Mexican, one Customs agent grazed 
by a Winchester bullet, two bent 
bumpers.

NO END TO RUM 
WAR IN SIGHT

In such brusque episodes, the bat­
tle of enforcement goes perpetually 
on. And by the look cf things at 
present there is no end to it.

Hear Commander Gorman on 
the subject:

“Don’t forget that smuggling 
existed long before prohibition, 
and will continue even if repeal 
comes in. Smuggling is an eco­
nomic process as old as civilized 
states. So long as money can be 
made by secretly importing taxed 
or forbidden products into any 
country, it will probably con­
tinue.”

The head of the Coast Guard 
Intelligence division doesn’t think 
that the beer laws will diminish 
smuggling. If beer—principally from 
Canada—can toe smuggled into the 
Union without tax, it can be sold 
cheaper than legitimate -taxed beer 
here. Or it can be sold at the same 
price, and, since it has a bigger al­
coholic content, will be more, de­
sired.

“The rule is simple,” Comman­
der Gorman snapped. “When 
profits from smuggling cease, the 
attempt to smuggle will end. That, 
is all there is to it.”

BILLIONS LOST TO 
BOOTLEGGGERS

Judge Henry W. Anderson, author 
of the widely discussed minority 
statement in connection with the 
Wickersham report on prohibition, 
quotes the figure of $2,000,000,000 io 
$3,000,000,000 as the annual income 
of bootleggers.

nancial center of /the world. So 
much so that probably by the time 
-this is published France and the 
few lesser countries still on the gold 
standard will -have abandoned it-. 
Already it has forced a revision of 
European surtaxes and .tariffs In the 
principal nations engaged in inter­
national /trade.

It might toe well to divert for -a 
moment to say that as yet we have 
no inflation in American money and 
may not have any. The great stock 
exchange boom of the past 10 days 
is as unwarranted and unsound as 
anything that occurred on Wall 
street before the beginning of the 
depression. The stocks of some com­
panies have doubled in .price and 
some of these companies are oper­
ating at a loss and with rapidly 
decreasing cash reserves. There is 
no reason for such increase except 
the fact that the stock market suck­
ers still have a little money left.

Included in the domestic legisla­
tive program Which must be dis­
posed of before congress can safely 
adjourn are the /following .proposed 
measures: a control of industry bill 
which will greatly modify the anti­
trust law's and therefore needs care­
ful consideration; the thirty-hour 
week law; the oil industry legisla­
tion; the securities measure which 
proposed to regulate the sale of all 
stocks and bonds on the stock mar­
kets .and elsewhere; the great public 
work proposal involving the expend­
iture of several ¡billion dollars; the 
enactment c.f a banking law which 
will radically change the whole 
banking system of /the nation, and 
many lesser laws.

No one of /these tremendously far- 
reaching laws can be lightly con­
sidered or hurriedly passed toy a 
congress that feels any sense of re­
sponsibility to the people. Even the 
securities bill which is a glorified 
national blue sky law could easily 
become a harassing .burden on a 
multitude of perfectly legitimate 
business operations. In theory, it 
prevents fraud in the sale of securi­
ties. In practice such laws are gen­
erally evaded by the financially 
powerful .and rigidly imposed on 
those .most needing financial assist­
ance. It is estimated that the ex­
tremely harsh blue sky laws of Cal­
ifornia have kept 10,000 miners out 
of employment out of ¡that state for 
the past three years. Prospectors 
and owners of mining claims find 
it impossible to finance their devel­
opment work, with the result that 
they must ¡permit their .properties 
to remain idle unless some of /the 
big mining companies buy them out.

Its operation in the oil ¡business 
is likely to have the same results 
when it comes to exploratory drill­
ing. -

The ¡bill for the control of in­
dustry is positively staggering in its 
consequences. That it could be se­
riously considered and probably en­
acted is conclusive evidence of a 
complete change in ¡the economic 
viewpoint of the nation. The rep­
resentatives of 56,000 industrial 
plants have okeyed the principle of 
the law and pledged cooperation un­
der it ¡to put 3,000,000 men back to 
work.

It begins to look as .those of us 
who battled for a vigorous national 
policy to lead the nation out of 
chaos see our hopes fulfilled.

Reverting to the world changes in 
90 days, It can be said that if this 
country's domestic political econ­
omy is fundamentally changed 
through the enactment of these pro­
posed laws every nation in the world 
will toe profoundly affected. Directly 
and indirectly, ¡the influence will be 
tremendous.

The whole labor world is watch­
ing the ¡progress of the 30-liour week 
legislation. They, too, have /their 
machine-displaced unemployed.

In the national control of indus­
try we have lagged behind some 
European nations but our embark­
ing on that policy will stimulate 
similar action /throughout the 
world.

Already it is everywhere conceded 
•that unless the world conference is 
a complete failure some interna­
tional monetary system must be de­
vised. The barriers cf .trade must 
be modified or eliminated.

Thirty days here on legislation. 
60 days there on international 
agreements and the world may be 
on the road <to a more permanent- 
peace and prosperity than it has 
heretofore enjoyed.

Retiring president of the organ­
ization is Wilbur C. Hawk of Ama­
rillo.

President Hawk in his annual re­
port for 1932-33 said:

“ Action has been the outstand­
ing- characteristic of the West Tex­
as chamber of commerce during the 
past year, and I am gratified to be 
able to report /that in the fourth 
year of this unprecedented economic 
depression, our regional chamber i:> 
moving ahead under full steam.” 

Concerning the chamber’s activi­
ties he reported that “Our most 
popular and foremost activity this 
past year was obtaining for West 
Texas cities and counties relief 
funds from the Reconstruction Fi­
nance corporation through the gov­
ernor of Texas. This resulted in 
West Texas receiving $2,026,675 dur­
ing the period from November 1 to 
April 30, inclusive.”

Of the chamber’s activity in in­
troducing the budget system local 
governmental units he said:

“The program of budget making 
has been successful in a majority 
of the affiliated cities. . . . Reports 
to our office disclose that over $10,- 
000,000 bias been cut from the cur­
rent budgets of local units of gov­
ernment as a result of the intro­
duction of ¡budget making proced­
ure.”

Hawk stated the forty-third legis­
lature is following recommendations 
of the chamber relative to economy 
in state government “in that it is 
reducing expenditures, and it is ap­
parently not going to adopt any new 
revenue-producing measures.”

The .president reported 100 cities 
entered in ¡the first year of the five- 
year beautification contest initiated 
at the Sweetwater convention in 
1932. “During this past year,” he 
said, “¡the beautification program 
has attained big proportions.”

He closed his report as follows:- 
“ I ¡think no greater tribute can 

be paid to West Texas than that 
it has continued to maintain its re­
gional chamber on a high and effi­
cient plane during /these trying 
times when many organizations have 
gone out of existence for lack of 
funds with which to carry on. It is 
a tribute to the never-say-die spirit 
that prevails in West Texas—an evi­
dence that West Texans always 
want action.”

SAN ANGELO.—There has 'been 
too much dressing and undressing 
in full view on the ¡banks of the 
North Concho river in ¡the limits 
of San Angelo. The city commission 
voted Tuesday morning to put a 
stop to this practice by providing a 
penalty from $1 to $100, under terms 
of an ordinance with the emergency 
clause attached.
