the first time in thirteen years as. 
3.2 per cent officially becomes lega­
lized.

Celebrations were expected to be 
mild lest rioutousness spur prohi­
bitionists to fight against repeal of 
the eighteenth amendment.

New York deliveries will not be 
made until seven o'clock Friday 
morning. Sales in Colorado will be 
only from 12:01 a. m. to one o’clock 
as a bill signed yesterday forbids 
sales between one and seven. Pit­
tsburgh sales must stop at 12:4-5. No 
beer may be sold in Texas and Okla­
homa.

The Midland health board met 
Monday evening. After the secre­
tary of the board read the minutes 
and gave a brief review of the last 
meeting of the board, Miss E. Wil­
son, counti- health nurse, read, her 
report for the past month, reporting 
many office calls, home visits, chil­
dren inspected, individual confer­
ences and many other services con­
nected with her work. She said 
there has been erected 23 pit ’type 
toilets in negro and Mexican town 
with two in the white'section;

It was announced that Mrs. H. 
N. Phillips will have charge of health 
work in the negro section for the 
ensuing period.

Miss Olge Buresh, state itinerant 
nurse and supervisor of this district, 
gave a review of the actions of the 
follow-up on the White House con­
ference in February, 1933, at Aus­
tin.

FOR GRAND JURY

Ed King, negro, was placed - in 
jail and denied bond, there to await 
the action of the grand jury, in an 
examining trial held in justice 
court today. He is charged with 
murdering- a negress, F. B. Sims, 
after an argument Tuesday night.

The negro made a voluntary 
statement during the,trial, in which 
he said, the woman refused to ac­
company him to Stanton and Big 
Spring, in which places he said he 
had found jobs.

He said he told her she would 
have to come with him, but that 
she said she’d stay in Midland.

It was then he said lie “ cut her.”
The woman was stabbed six or 

seven times in the region of the 
heart. The defendant came alone 
to the sheriff’s office soon after­
ward' and surrendered.

There were three state’s wit­
nesses, Will Dawkins, Walter Mc­
Clain and Carrie White, all negroes. 
McClain said the defendant drew 
a knife on him when he tried1 to 
prevent the alleged murder.

WASHINGTON, April 6.— The 
clank of hoarded dollars back into 
the treasury tills and the tread of 
marching- feet to unemployment 
camps Wednesday were made im­
mediate accessories to the Roose­
velt reconstruction program.

On Capitol Hill, meanwhile, the 
senate advanced upon the intricate 
and far-reaching farm relief pro­
gram sent .there by the administra­
tion and early enactment seemed 
assured.

Passed by House
The measure, which would endow 

the secretary of agriculture with 
authority for combatting the woes 
of agriculture, has passed the house 
and today reached the senate floor 
with approval of the agriculture 
committee.

Clamping down more rigidly his 
command of the nation’s gold sup­
ply, President Roosevelt late in the 
day demanded all persons holding- 
more than $100 in gold or gold 

certificates return them to the fed­
eral reserve system by May 1 or face 
a maximum penalty'of .$10,000 fine, 
ten years in prison, or 'both.

In the same executive order he 
put the gold supply under federal 
licenses, providing for a controlled 
relaxation in the present embargo 
for legitimate domestic and foreign 
transactions.

Another White House order di­
rected the war department to be 
ready for the first movement to­
day of recruits for the conservation 
corps to forest camps.

Decreased loans at Midland reflect 
thé comparatively healthy condi­
tion of farmers as in other parts of 
the region loans are showing an in­
crease, Brown said. The work is 
being handled well at Midland. 
Brown pi-aised the farm board at. 
Midland and said the Midland cham­
ber of commerce had been held up 
as a model in a state meeting in 
Dallas, for its work in assisting in 
the farm loan applications.

TO SANTONE HOSPITAL

: SHREVEPORT (UP) .—Destined 
to become the beer oasis of North 
Louisiana, where parched-throated 
Texans imay “wet their whistles” 
with ,3.2 .per cent beer after April 
13, Shreveport is looking for a great 
increase in its floating population 
as soon as it becomes legal to dis­
pense the frothy liquid here.

Just what day and date that Will 
be appears now problematical, but 
it is not believed that it will be 
much later than April 14.

Just what regulation may be 
made by the city council for the 
sale of beer here also is a matter 
of doubt. Some citizens are urging 
no restrictions ‘ whatever be placed 
upon the sale of the liquid. They 
contend that regulatory measures 
will serve only to create law viola­
tions, while unrestricted sales pri­
vileges would. permit drug stores, 
cafes, lunch rooms, hotels, clubs, 
dance halls and night clubs to dis­
pense the beverage without hind­
rance of any kind from the law. 
There are some in this group who 
contend that even the apple sellers 
who have been permitted to occupy 
prominent street corners in the 
down-town section of the ctiy drir- 
irig the depression, should be per­
mitted to sell beer.

Another group would limit the 
number of places where the bever­
age could be sold, and, would pro­
hibit women and children from fre­
quenting these places. They also 
are opposed to having- it served in 
the cafeterias of the public schools,

Wholesale distributors for the four 
leading breweries of the United 
States already have been named 
here, but they are in a quandary 
as to when. they can have ship­
ments begin to arrive. According 
to reports the brewery representa­
tives here have applied for a special 
dispensation that would permit 
them to have the beer shipped here 
arid stored in a bonded warehouse 
pending- the coming of the day of 
’ legal sale.

Ill the meantime the Shreveport 
chamber of commerce is arranging 
With the railroads the matter of 
running week-end excursions into 
the city from points in Texas, Ark­
ansas and Mississippi.

WASHINGTON, April 3.—Every­

thing now indicates that Senator 
Black’s bill for a six-hour day and 
five-day week will be passed with­
in the next ten days. If so it will 
be one of the major accomplish­
ments of this session.

This bill was explained in de­
tail some two months ago in one 
of these articles. At that time I ap­
peared for the bill before the judi­
ciary committee of the senate. For. 
those who may not have read the 
former article it m sf be well to say 
that this is a very short bill which 
provides that the products of any 
mine, quarry, mill, workshop, fac­
tory or manufacturing establish­
ment cannot be shipped, transport­
ed or delivered in interstate or for­
eign commerce if any person has 
been employed in the production of 
such commodity more than six 
hours per day and five days per 
week.

The reason why it is sought to 
establish the thirty-hour week in 
this manner instead of througii a 
general law is that congress has 
unrestricted authority under the 
constitution to regulate interstate 
and foreign commerce.

Labor statisticians estimate that 
if a general six hour day could bo 
established it would give employ­
ment to six and a half million men 
and women or one half of all -those 
at present unemployed.

This bill will give employment to 
at least two millions and is ex­
pected to encourage the adoption 
of the six hour day in many plaur.s 
which are not within the scope of 
the bill.

Every economist connected with

this administration and all the rep­
resentatives of labor who are as­
sembled here are oppressed with a 
feeling of anxiety over the unem­
ployment situation. The result of 
every study so far made tends to 
prove that full employment is not 
possible, even if business returns 
to normal, under the old schedule 
of work hours.

The railroads report 750,000 to­
tally unemployed and about 350,000 
on part time work. Every other line 
shows reduced employment with no 
prospect of a return to the full em­
ployment lists of former days. The 
depression has brought about a 
great increase in the use of labor 
saving devices and the improve­
ments will remain.

The findings on this subject by 
the conference which met with the 
secretary of labor last week were 
that one fourth of all the workers 
are unemployed. That the three 
fourths still employed must carry 
the tax burden of supporting the 
other one fourth as private con­
tributions cover only an insignifi­
cant percentage of that cost. That 

' this load is beyond the capacity ot 
those still employed to carry lor 
more than a short time.

To meet this emergency they rec­
ommend to the president a large 
program of public work and the 
adoption of the six-hour day.

They are all agreed that if a 
, higher standard of living could be 

adopted by all the people there 
i would be employment for all at the 
i present schedule of hours and days 
I but there is no prospect of being 
I able to finance the improvements 
| necessary to such a standard of life 
| at this time.
’ Therefore, the only speedy rem-

edy for much of the unemployment 
is through the six-hour day.* * * # £ :.■! * if

The president’s proposal submit­
ted today for an immense bond is­
sue to refinance farm mortgages 
will be adopted as part of the farm 
relief plan.

These bonds will bear four per 
cent interest. The president in the 
same message advises congress that 
he will presently submit a similar 
proposal for refinancing the mort­
gages on small urban homes.

He also advises that he will in 
the near future request authority 
to negotiate reciprocal trade treat­
ies with foreign nations.

Speed and courage are the prin­
cipal characteristics of this admin­
istration.

Only a brave man would propose 
a two billion dollar bond issue for 
farm mortgages, a similar program 
for city homes and reciprocal trade 
treaties all in one short message.

Any one of these three proposals 
would have been considered a great 
undertaking in former years.* * * * * * *

Thè bolting minority from the 
oil conference are loud in their 
claims of having wrecked the pro­
gram of the majority. That they 
have delayed it is certain, but it 
remains to be seen whether they 
have done more than that. In the 
last analysis the facts will prevail 
over heat arid prejudice. When the 
administration acts it will be with 
a pretty thorough knowledge of the 
whole situation.

Any talk of a control of the gov­
ernors’ conference by the major 
companies is absurd and unjust. 
Naturally, there was no one there

FOR ROBBERY PAIR

GRAHAM, April G.—Search was 
continued last night for two rob­
bers who escaped that morning with 
about $1,000 from the Eliasville 
State bank, after Frank Atchison, 
assistant cashier who was held up 
by the pair viewed three suspects 
held at South Bend and said none 
was either of the robbers.

Graham officers reported finding- 
late Wednesday an automobile be­
lieved to have been used by the 
pair. Investigators were of the opin­
ion that tlie men abandoned the 
car and continued their flight in 
another. The first machine was 
found in a field about 12 miles 
southwest of Graham.

The robbers, described as being 
about 22 and 16, fled with the cur­
rency -after forcing Atchison, alone 
in the bank at the time, into the 
vault. Otis Cunningham, cashier, 
returning at tlie moment, aLso was 
placed in the vault. As the robbers 
closed the vault door, Cunningham 
placed his foot in the crevice to pre­
vent the door locking. Tlie two 
bankers came out immediately and, 
picking up guns, fired -at the ban­
dits .and then started after them 
in an automobile but were outdis­
tanced.

The car recovered was identified 
as one stolen here from Mack Wil­
liams.

Posses were organized at Brecken- 
ridge, Eliasville and here. When 
the car was found, the searchers 
started combing the wooded lands 
southwest of here.

Meanwhile, officers from Graham, 
Throckmorton, Breckenridge, Sey­
mour and Archer City kept a sharp 
lookout and stopped all ears on the 
road, searching them and question­
ing their occupants.

SALES TAX BILL 
KILLED TODAY IN

AUSTIN, April G. (UP).—The 
house today killed the pyramiding 
sales tax bill-and. refused to print' 
the measure by vote of 45 to 65. : 

Representative Kayton announced 
that he v/ill revise his measure be­
fore pushing action. He now pro­
poses a sales tax of one, two or 
three per cent, with a fourth of 
each dollar collected to the genera! 
fund.

Representative Walker was per­
mitted to introduce a bill changing 
the marginal -well law to prohibit 
production under forty barrels daily.

NEW YORK, Apr. 6, (UP).—A 
committee for the , nation, repre - 
senting astute business leaders, to ­
day recommended five steps for-re­
turn of $175,000,000,000 in values 
lost by. deflation, to expe.diate re­
opening of banks, to release frozen 
deposits arid to expand currency if 
necessary. .

Government guarantee of sound 
bank deposits, continued embargo 
on gold export, discontinuance of ef­
forts to keep the dollar at its for­
mer gold parity, raising in the price 
of gold from $20.67 an ounce to $36.17 
and creation of a federal non-parti- 
sian board to stabilize a national 
prive level for wholesale commodity 
price at one hundred were among 
the recommendations.

PETITION OF MAJ.
The United States circuit .court 

of appeals Wednesday at Denver 
denied a petition of Maj.- Charles 
A. Shepard, army tuberculosis ex­
pert, for a rehearing of his appeal 
from a conviction of murder, it was 
learned here today. His next legal 
step is a petition to the United 
States supreme court for a writ of 
certiorari, which, if granted, would 
make a- rehearing mandatory upon 
the circuit court.

Women Held Here 
For Investigation

AUSTIN, April 6.—Proponents of 
a bill to divest the Texas railroad 
commission of its regulatory powers 
over the production of oil and gas 
and centralize control in a new na ­
tural resources commission won the 
first round of their fight Wednes­
day when the Texas house of rep­
resentatives pased the bill to third 
reading, 74 ayes to 66 noes.

Passage of the bill to engrossment 
marked a reversal on the port of 
the house, which earlier in the day 
had refused to send the bill to third 
reading, 69 to 68. Parliamentary 
procedure was invoked to keep the 
bill alive, a motion to reconsider the 
vote prevailing by a. single ballot, 
70 to 69, thereby keeping the bill 
before the house for further discus­
sion.

There were cheers and shouts 
from a packed gallery, mostly resi­
dents of the large East Texas oil 
field, when Speaker Coke Stevenson 
announced the vote. Before it can 
become law the bill must be passed 
by the senate and signed by the 
governor. There are 34 more days 
of the 120 day period of tlie regular 
session remaining.

The second vote was taken after 
hours of argument and debate, in 
which charges were made and de­
nied that members of the proposed 
commision already had been se­
lected.

Doctors Deny
Rabies Report

DEMING, N. M-, April 6.—A cor­
oner’s jury Wednesday held four 
members of the Ortiz Padilla family 
reported to have died from rabies 
met death “due to causes unknown 
or ill -defined.”

Dr. George T. Colvard, Luna 
countv health officer, in announc­
ing the decision said the jury was 
unable to find any cause for the 
deaths which could be defined.

Frank S. Hastings, a na­
tional figure in the cattle industry 
for many years, was the active man ­
ager of the Swenson ranches in 
Texas from 1902 to 1922, the year 
of his death.

“For their portrayal of the his­
tory of the later transition period 
of the range industry, the introduc­
tion of farming settlers, and the 
fast improvement of cattle breed­
ing, of feeding and finishing cattle 
in Texas, those papers , are a great 
historical contribution.

“The Hastings family, was. started 
in America by S. M. Swensdn, whose 
initials the ranch still bears, and 
has b e e n  intimately connected with 
the development of Texas since. Tex - 
as declared her independence near-, 
ly one hundred years ago. The fam­
ily at one time held exteiisive plan ­
tation properties, milling .and cotton 
interests, and, later, land and cat­
tle. - T ,“At present, the Swenson Land 
and Cattle company is one of the 
largest ranching firms in the state, 
grazing some 350,000 acres in West 
Texas. During the period of opera­
tion of the firm it has sold to set­
tlers about 300,000 acres of land, 
built railroads, erected mills, and 
even founded towns. The present 
ranches of the concern are scatter­
ed in ten counties north and west 
of Stamford. These lands, original- 
lv bought for colonization purposes, 
are sold to settlers as the respective 
counties become filled with people.
