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Bill Allowing Land Owners 20 Years to Pay is Signed
ITHREE-YEAR RECORD 

FOR SATURDAYS SET
PROTESTS MADE 

BEFORE PASSAGE 
OF THEMEASURE

Inability to Pay Is 
Claimed by Many 

Land-owners

Oil ‘Dictator

AUSTIN, May 27, UP)—Governor 
Ferguson today signed the bill giv-i 
lug West Texas purchasers of state j 
lands twenty years at four per cent: 
interest to pay the state half of the 
oil bonuses collected by them on 
leasing mineral rights.
AFFECTS MANY LOCAL 
RANCHERS, LAND OWNERS

The bill referred to is for relief 
of land owners who owe the state 

'  for half the royalties and rentals j 
already sold on land acquired from 
the state, according to terms of the 
recently enacted West Texas land 

i bill.
Many land owners appeared in 

Austin to protest passage of the 
land bill, declaring they were not 
able to pay the state for royalties 
and rentals sold in the belief that 
they owned all of the royalty and 
leases.

After passage of the land bill, the 
bill to allow further time for re­
payment to the state was introduced 
and passed in both houses, ancl then 
signed by Governor Ferguson Sat­
urday.

September Polo 
Games Here Are 

Being Proposed
Probability of a series of polo

* games here early in September, in 
connection with a Labor day race 
meet, has b ^ h  vMpea'by-Ibc-Efnrrorse 
breeders and plans now are ’hinging

• largely on rains and conditions of 
business and ranges here at that 
time.

The local team, according to pres­
ent plans, will be composed of Jay 
and Clay Floyd, Myrl Jowell, Bum 
Cowden and Pete Patterson, all of 
whom are experienced polo players 
and who have been seen in action 
of a former Midland club.

Patterson at present is playing 
with San Angelo. Jay Floyd is in 
Shreveport where he recently took 
sonic of his polo ponies, but has 
been out of the game on account 
of a spell of typhoid fever. Jowell 
Is busily engaged at training polo 
ponies on his Kent ranch. Cowden 
and Clay Floyd plan to begin work­
ing out with the others some time 
prior to Labor day so that the local 
team will be brought up (to its old 
time form.

Elmer Jones, former Midland rop­
er and polo player, has recently gone 
to Long Island with a string of polo 

'  ponies and is playing with W. T. 
Johnson’s team, according to local 
polo men.

The Midland aggregation, it is be­
lieved, would have a handicap of 
not more than .two goals. Patter­
son now carries one goal and Jay 
Floyd formerly carried one, but his 
inactivity for the past few seasons 
has caused the drop of ills handi­
cap hy the American Polo associa­
tion. Patterson’s goal was renewed 
when he recently began playing 
with the San Angelo Rainbows.

Almost any southwestern team 
against which the Midland boys 
would play would carry handicaps 
of from a half dozen to fifteen 
goals, thereby giving the locals a 
decided advantage. For instance, 
playing against Fort Bliss, the locals 
would have the advantage of being 
pitted against four men who w’ould 
average probably four goals each fit 
handicap.

A decided change in polo has been 
K made since the team was last main­

tained here, reducing the game from 
eight to six chukkers. This change 
was made through the efforts of 
eastern players, mostly “society 

‘  boys,” who sleep little at night, gel 
up and drink a cup of coffee and 
munch a piece of toast and then 
attempt to “go the route” against 
the. hardened type of player such as 
this area produces.

Local polo men prefer the eight 
chukker game, both because it gives 
the “outdoor type” of player an ad­
vantage in endurance and because 
it requires the services of more 
horses. The local players have horses 
to sell. The more chukkers. the more 
horses. Under the present game, 
four good lioi-scs are almost “ too 
many.” Clay Floyd a. few months 
ago played a six chukker game at 
San Angelo, using only three horses 
and playing .three chukkers on a big 
stout bay mare, Red Wing, now see­
ing service at FI Reno.

Papers in State
Midland had a daily newspaper 

in 1898, believe it or not.
The Dally Reporter was issued 

during the Spanish-American war 
and Vol. I, No. 11 carries a two- 
column head “ The War Is On,” and 
a “ drop” reading “Lay on McDuif 
and—Be He Who Cries ‘Hold! 
Enough!’ ”

Evidently, the sheet was protected 
with daily wire news from Dallas, 
the added service .being subscribed 
to by interested residents.

Wire coverage was called “ ad­
vices.”

One story showed that Texans 
doubted the might of Spain, in these 
words:

DALLAS, April 22.—It is semi­
officially and (doubted) .that the 
Harvey is (being mounted witli two 
Colt 45’s, two Endfields, one car­
bine, and one druggist’s mortar and 
pestle, and float grandly down the 
Trinity into deep water, where she 
wili set sail for Cuban waters.

One .paragraph read:
The much-looked-for troops pass­

ed through last night, eii route for 
the scene of action. A ll. Midland 
turned out and the cornet band dis­
coursed sweet music followed by 
great cheers.

Bert Rawlins was editor at the 
time, most of the old-timers be­
lieve, though there was no “ mast 
head” on the paper ,to definitely 
establish this.

The old paper is owned by Mrs. 
M. A. Daugherty and was exhibited 
to friends by her son, Lum.

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Explains How to
Combat insects

Pointing out that when the rains 
tall generally over Midland county 

P*A insects will begin their damage to 
gardens,. Miss Myrtle Miller, tri­
county home demonstration agent, 
offers some practical methods of 
combatting the invasions.

It is recommended that each 
home gardener purchase the follow • 
ing and, to avoid accidents to ani­
mals or children, label them prop­
erly and keep under lock and key.
1. Finely ground sulphur........... 1 lb.
2. Calcium arsenate.................1 lb.
3. Dry Bordeaux mixture..........1 lb.
4. Nicotine sulphate (Black

Leaf 40) .................................. 1 oz.
5. Hydrated lim e........................1 lb.
6. A depression duster as described 
and illustrated in Farm and Home 
Hint No. 331 issued by the Exten­
sion Service, College Station, Tex­
as, can be secured from county 
agents.
7. A small sprayer such as is used 
for spraying cows.

No. 1. Finely ground sulphur. Dust 
over plants for mildew of roses and 
peas and for red spider appearing- 
on various plants.

No. 2. Calcium arsenate. Dust over 
foilage when plants are wet with 
dew, or apply as a spray (1 teaspoon 
to 1 gallon water) for control of all 
insects actually eating- leaf tissue 
about edges, or as holes in leaf. 
Avoid application to leafy vegetables 
within four weeks of harvesting.

No. 3. Dry Bordeaux mixture. Mix 
with water In proportin f eight tea­
spoons to 1 gallon, and apply as 
spray thoroughly to all leaf surfaces, 
for brownish spots on leaves of all 
plants.

No. 4 and 5. Nicotine sulphate 
and, hydrated lime. Mix the amoums 
provided above as directed in Farm 
and Home Hint 331 issued by the 
Extension Service, College Station

Apply dry for control of brown or, 
green plant lice appearing on all i 
plants. Indication of this damage I 
is seen in leaves that wither, turn j 
yellow, and die, but in which tile 
tissue is not consumed. Apply oniy J 
when plants are dry and the air is i 
quiet, during the warmest part of 
the day.

Use dry Bordeaux mixture where 
small black or bluish flea beetles 
(disinguished as active jumping in­
sects) are found eating small holes 
in leaves of beets, potatoes, tomatoes, 
or egg plants. j

Use nicotine sulphate and hydra­
ted lime to kill striped or spotted I 
beetles on seedlings of cucumbers or 
melons, first covering plants quickly 
with box or other cover to prevent 
beetles from escaping.

SUDAN GROWS FAST
GRAHAM—To Young county far­

mers who have not yet acquired the 
habit of sowing- sudan grass for pas - 
ture and hay, G. R. Warren, county 
agent, is passing along this* story.

“E. H. Remington on a 5-acre 
pasture .two miles south of Newcas­
tle last year saw sudan grass get 
away from two sows and litters, one 
boar, four cows, and two calves. He 
mowed the grass and the pasture 
outgrew them again. This time he 
added a bull and 1.8 cows with 16 
calves, making 42 head for a full 
week. While the grass remained 
green and furnished good grazing 
until frost, part of the animals had 
to be removed as the summer be­
came hotter and drier. Mr. Rem­
ington plants his sudan grass in .3 • 
foot rows so he can loosen up the 
soil when it becomes packed, -and al ■ 
so mulch the surface at intervals to 
retain moisture.”
