Railroad Overpass
Sweetwater Project

SWEETWATER—Construction of
an overpass over the Santa ¥e and
Orient tracks on West Broadway-——
a project estimated to cost  bet-
ween $80,000 and $100,000—may be
one of the first- undertakings of
such a size started in° West Texas
under provisions of the recent fed-
eral recovery program in the pub-
lic works measure.

Under provisions of the national
recovery act, the state highway de-
partment, which has received: $24,-
000,000 in federal aid, will be per-
mitted to spend part of the sum for
construction of grade crossings witl-
in corporate limits.

The state highway = department
will be able to handle the construc-
tion, it has been learned here ac-
cording to the best information
available, though the eity would
have ta provide the right-of-way.

Santa Fe engineers in 1929 esti-
mated cost of the project to be be-
tween $80,000 and $100,000.

Plans for the project, as prepared
by Santa Fe engineers, have been
forwarded to George Wickline, state
highway ~department bridge en-
gineer, on advice of W. R. Ely of
Abilene, member of the commission.

The Austin offices of the high-
way department have been asked to
check the plans as quickly as pos-
sible so as to speed any construc:
tion that might be undertaken here.

FEDERAL BLDG.
FOR MIDLAND
RECOMMENDED

Recommendations amounting to
about  $9,000,000 for Texas federal
Jbuildings to be included in the gov-
ernment’s gigantic public works pro-
gram, are being prepared by the
treasury department for submissicn
‘to the director of public . works.

. This :includes Midland’s  applica-
tion fora $100,000° feedral building.
The Reconstruction-Finance €er-|
poration has transferred all the acti-
vities of financing self-liquidating
projects to the bureau of public
works. Under that' authority from
congress . the corporation loaned
about $218,000,000.

It is the government’s intention to
bring together all projects of federal
.character, including public buildings,
rivers and harbors, etc., and whiea
may absorb as much as 30 per cent
of the total fund allotted for public
works. The work will be supervised
from Washington through state di-
rectors who are to be named by Pres-
ident Roosevelt soon after his re-
turn to Washington next week. Tt
is indicated these selections will be
made with much care.

‘Choose From List of Five
Secretary of the Interior Ickes,
chairman. of the advisory board iov
public works, announced that gover-
nors of the states, the United States
senators and state chambers of com.-
merce or boards of trade, will each
be asked to submit five names of
eligibles for appointment, to guide
the president in making selections.
Already a Irage number of names
have been recommended from ong
source or another, and while the ad-
ministration has expressed a desire
to keep. the appointments free ¢f
politics, it is indicated the United
States senators will have much to
say about who gets the plume. For
the most part it is desired to name
engineers. since all of the work will
be of that character.

A number of states, among them
Texas, have organized committees o1
commissions to aid in gathering data
of work desired in the states, and
where such organizations exist, it is
understood their recommendations
will be given consideration; however,
that does not foreclose others mak-
ing recommendations or submitting
proiects. - ; 4

TAX ONLIVESTOCK
SUGGESTED BY SEC.

KANSAS CITY, June 29.—A 20-
million-aere reduction of the na-

Secretary Wallace, describing
himself as a ‘“corn and hog man*
from Iowa, arrived from Des Moines
by train, unaccompanied and paek-
ing his own handbag; addressed a
meeting of agriculturalists and busi-
ness men here, conferred with Proi.
M. L. Wilson, federal wheat ac-
ministrator, and took a plane fo<
Salina, Kas., to speak before a large
farm gathering. ;

“1f twenty million acres of corn
were taken out of production,” he
said. “it wowld mean eorn priees
would rise, and the average feeder
makes more money when the price
of corn is high. than when it i§
down. High prices would not bring
in the inexperienced feeder.

Would Aid Stockmen
“T think you will conclude that
if twenty million acres of the 100
million now in preduction were tak-
en out, it would be definitely favor-
abie for the livestock man.”

FiVE RACES ON
FOURTH OF JULY

A crowd that comfortably filled
the hig grandstand at Cewboy park
saw five horse races the afternoon
of July 4, 1930.

The races carried with them the
shrill of days® hitherto believed to
have passed in Midland, lean polo
ponies from: select  stables, race
horses that had known: several big
race courses and half-outlaw cold
breeds from the ranges here to sur-
prise one with their speed

All: that was lacking in the atmos-
phere was the call of the bookies.
But betting went on in true western
fashion, the thitd party being called
in as “holder” and the hone-break-
ing ‘“east of the Pecos” handelasp
signifying a ‘“gentleman’s agree-
ment” where a holder was not con-
venient.

The day was: ideal, occasional
cooling breezes sweeping out of the
wide 1angelands and . circulating
with efficiency not known to me-
chanical contrivance among those
in the stands. More like a circus
crowd, the mass, with peanuts and
soda pop—and everyone running out
of cigarettes and forgetting about it
as the races were unreeled.

Cars were parked around 'the
stand, between the side boards of
the polo field and the fence of the
track and along the highway that
