of a commission received the fol-
lowing ‘telegram:

“No one has been appointed, com-
missioned or authorized to collect
Jcommiissions: on pink  pollworm
money for collecting claims and it
is wholly unnecessary for farmers
to employ anyone. F. W. Davis,
Austin, R. J. Murray, Lubbock, and
Joe E. Edmondson, Palestine, com-
pose the official board to hear
claims and they are paid by the
state. Anyone else claiming to have
official authority to collect com-
missions for collecting claims is an
imposter.”’ 3

committee, informing them that ef-
feet’ of administration of the oil
code thus far has been to bring
Big Spring face to face with dan-
ger of having several hundred men
thrown out of work.

Reason for the anxiety is that
local refineries are unable, under
the 13.500 barrel par days allow-
able for the Howard - Glasscock
county field, to operate successfully.

The case of the Cosden Oil corp-
oration was especially cited. The
Howard County Refining company.
needing 1,000 barrels per day and
getting only 250 barrels, was an-
aother case in point.

The new Cosden plant, so con-
structed that stills cannot be
charged on less than 7,500 to 8,000
barrels per day, will be ready for
operation in two or three weeks.
The old plant is facing a shut
down due to inability to obtain
sufficient crude. The company has !
