Pioneer Woman Is
One Who Helped in
Suppressing Pokes

Back in the waning years of the

19th cenfury here matters more in-
teresting than airnlanes flying over-
‘head and automobiles dodging out
of every alley weie frequent, accord-
ing to Mrs. H. Rohlfing, who occu-
pies a peculiar niche in the history
of Midland’s oldest inhapitants.
. . Mrs: Rohlfing, who a few days-ago
was guest of a joint meeting of the
Missionary  society = circles - of 'the
First Methodist church in’ obsery-
ance of Pellowship day, is old
enough to recall many unusual
stories dating from 1886,  but mod-
ern enough to smile and make no
answer when asked her age.-

Mrs. Rohlfing came to Midland
in  1886. She was aetive in  the
Methodist  church from the begin-
ning of her residence here. She re-
lates that the Methodists had - no
chureh and met in the Baptist
church, the denominations dividing
time in the auditorium. Eventually,
she told a reporter in an interview,
the Methodist deé¢ided to build a
church. Later the building was to
be moved from 'about where the
Llano hotel now stands, but an in-
teresting complexity arose when the
church was almost removed to the
new lot. Several churchmen learn-
ed the newly purehased lot was
just across the street from the Bap-
tist ehurch and, while the resultant
controversy was being settled, the
church puilding was left in the mid--
dle ‘of the street, where traffie, such
as traffic was at that time, swung
around it as best it could.

In those days, Mrs. Rohlfing went
on to relate, cowboys had a habit
of doing a bit of plain and fancy
drinking when they hit town. Tying
their range mounts to ‘a conven-
ient hitching rack hefore.a saloon,
they proceeded without much pre-
liminary ' to throw a .few ' drinks
down the hatch and then to look
for excitement. When they could
think of nothing more stimulating
they tramped on. their noisy.heels
to the' top floor of the old court
house and held noisy, raucus dances.
The exercise calling for refreshment,
they would occasionally bethink
themselves of the foaming beer and
hard distillates of a nearby saloon;
and go trooping back the way they
had come. x

This-being-somewhat against the
grain of the church women, there
‘came - to be established a coup
wherepy the church -divided profits
with the saloons. More than once
a luckless cowpuncher, coming  to
Mialand - with a thirsty ambition,
found himself after a few hours not
only drinking water, but reflecting
soberly he had no money for buy-
ing anything with more giggle bot-
tled in' it.

The plan? Church women went
over to the dance place and sold
ice cream/and other iced delicacies
made of fruit juices assidiously kept
from fermentation. To punchers
who had slept under the stars for
several months it came easy to take
dish after dish of ice cream. Be-
fore they knew what it was. all
about, they had empty pocketbooks,
full stomachs and, they are still rue-
ful, when talking about it, clear
heads. Nothing left to them but
moutnt their ponies and slope back
for the ranches.

Mrs. Rohlfing has a quilt that is
the envy of every pioneer resident
of Midland. This, made of a queer
pattern that displays about 300 sig-
natories in thread on the margin
of a square on which is embroider-
ed the Liord’s prayer, was sold her
for a price she cannot recall—under
the restriction that if she ever left
Midland she would have to leave
the quilt too.

“That might have  been. “con-
tributory, to' my staying here’’ she
said, laughingly, “but I have always
found Midland an enjoyable place
to live.” Only four members of the
original- Missionary society to which
she belonged are still alive,

#¥Unlike the illustrious namesake of mythology, the
Jason of our day sails in no Argo built of pines from
Pelion. This Jason pulled into town the other day on a
“side-door Pullman.’”” ‘But, just as definitely as the other
Jason, he sought a golden fleece.

He had followed the gleam of its promise across a
dozen states. He had dwelt upon it as the rail joints
clicked under the wheels of the empty freight car. He
thought of it as he tramped along country roads in the
blaze of a midsummer sun; had yearned toward it as He
rode’through nights of rain and sleet on the rear of a
motortruck. It had beckoned to him afar on every smoke
plume from factory chimney. The golden fleece that our
Jason sought was a job.: :

ined up with hundreds of other youths for a dole
of saiip and bread, he must have felt the golden fleece
at times to be as unattainable as ever the fabled treasure
appeared to the ancient Jason. Hungry and cold and
penniless, he faced obstacles that must have seemed as
great as any encountered by the Greek hero. He had seen
théiplowing of the brazen-hoofed, fire-breathing bulls of
poverty and idleness. All about him was the army of the
unemployed, harvest of the sowing of the dragons’ teeth.
Surely that Jason of mythology had to strive no more
stubbornly toward his:goal than did the Jason of 1933.

But the Greek Jason found help. It was through the
assistance of Medea that he soothed the dragon and gain-
ed the golden fleece. So in the past months our Jason
has been the object of ‘much attention. Civic authorities
are awakening to the problem he presents. The Federal
Government was aroused to action by his plight, and the
Civilian Conservation Corps was formed. In city after
city civic organizations are seeking to help Jason toward
the gaining of his: golden: fleece. All across the nations,
institutions are awake to the gravity of the situation and
the threat to.a generation.

The first Jason has faded into the mists of antiquity,
his tale become a myth. Perhaps in some golden age that
lies ahead the plight of the present-day Jason, in the light
of happier conditions, will take on the color of legend.
Perhaps poets will then sing of Jason’s quest through the
valley ruled by the fiery dragon “depression.” But, for
the present, his quest is very real and very important,
and ‘the responsibility of every citizen clear and unmis-
takable. Jason is the son of his country, therefore a broth-
er of every man within its borders—a younger brother

who needs practical help and loving guidance. Only as}

this is realized and acted upon will his story taken on its
proper perspective and join that of the other Jason in the
realm of mythology. g , o
