AUSTIN (UR).—A fight between
state highways and lateral roads fox
relief funds is rapidly approaching.
State highway commissioners say
funds from the $24,000,000 road allot-
ment to Texas should go largely for
state highways.

County judges and county coni-
missioners’ courts, however, arc de-
siring money for use on lateral’
roads. Such road work, they say,
will best scalter employment,
Indications are the county offi-
cials will make a concerted effort to
get a major part of the state relief
bounds used for lateral road work.
