Miss Wells had been 
shot through the chest, shoulder 
and both hands—her hands were 
clasped over her breast as though 
she had held them up to ward olr 
the bullets.

Cleeton lay face down on the 
floor. Near him was a pearl-han­
dled. pistol, inscribed: “Prom Chief 
Sibley to ,S. J. Cleeton,” Officers 
learned from Abilene that Ruck 
Sibley, Abilene police chief, had 

. presented Cleeton with a similar 
weapon after Cleeton assisted him 
in his campaign for election.

Miss Prances Wells, sister of the 
slain woman, working in a store a 
block from the., hotel.Jieaid. .nesfc-- 
boys crying papers detailing «Re 
tragedy and became hysterical when 
she learned it was her sister who 
had been killed.

On a table in Cleeton’s hotel 
room officers found a note address­
ed to Mrs. E. R. Wells of San An­
tonio, the slain girl’s mother.

Police said Miss Wells told friends 
before going to the hotel to meet 
Cleeton that she was going to end 
their friendship, which had lasted 
about a year. He failed to meet 
her in the lobby and she was told 
by the desk clerk that he was in 
his room. Some time later her cries 
for help were heard over the tele­
phone. An untouched sandwich lay 
on a table in the room.

Justice of the Peace John R , 
Shook withheld an inquest verdict 
pending completion of an investi­
gation. Funeral arrangements were 
delayed until Mrs. Wells could re­
turn from Roswell, N. M., where 
she went Sunday. Besides her 
mother and sister, Miss Wells is 
survived by a brother, Earl.

Cleeton practiced law in Kansas 
City for a short time after the 
world war, but left that city in 
1923. He was a native of Schuyler 
county. Missouri, and formerly lived 
in Moberly, Mo. He had lived in 
San Antonio about a year and war 
connected with a land company 
with holdings in Texas, particularly 
in the Laredo and East Texas oil 
fields. He returned to San Antonio 
from Laredo. He lived in Abilene 
two and a half years, beginning- in 
1927, going there from Florida. He 
moved to Hobbs, N. M„ in 1930, 
where he practiced law, then sev­
eral months later moved to Tyler 
and subseqquently to San Antonio.

Guessing about what the historians of the future are 
going to put into their text-books is a futile and profit­
less pastime, ordinarily. But it seems a' pretty safe bet 
that they will find at least a couple of paragraphs for 
that kidnaping trial held in Oklahoma City.

More than any other criminal trial in years, perhaps, 
this case.is symbolic of the present era. Not since A1 Ca­
pone was sent to prison for failing to pay his income tax 
Jias there been a courtroom scene that spoke so eloquent­
ly of the kind of society we have put together in modern 
America.

For the trial does not simply represent an effort by 
the courts to fix responsibility for a peculiarly insolent 
crime. It is a test whether the courts can even make such 
an effort in the first place; whether society’s ability to 
inquire into the acts of the underworld is to be at the
mercy of the underworld’s own defiance.

* ❖  *
Consider the situation for a moment.
To begin with, we have a vicious attempt to extort a 

large sum of money from a wealthy man—a crime whose 
mere occurrence indicates a crack in the fabric of society.

Then the man suspected of having cooked up this 
criirfe is caught. He forces his way out of one of the 
strongest jails in the land, is caught again, and finally 
comes to trial.

, * * *
At his trial the authorities feel it necessary to turn 

the court into a veritable armed camp. The room is guard­
ed by machine gunS, riflemen patrol the corridors, officers 
in court are ordered to open fire on the chief defendant 
if anything suspicious happens.

•Meanwhile the underworld puts pressure on the 
state’s witnesses. Written threats of death are received. 
One-witness is bluntly asked, “ Are you fool enough to 
think the government can protect you forever?” The 
chief defendant makes “ sinister asides” whenever the 
chief prosecutor rises to speak.

’Now all of this simply means that there are desper­
adoes in this land whose power is almost as great as that 
of organized society itself. The mere task of bringing 
them to trial taxes society’s resources to the utmost. The 
whale story of the trial will tell future students volumes 
about American life in the year 1933.

BERLIN. (UP).—Any non -German 

solution of the Austro-German prob­
lem is bound to fail, according to 
the opinion of Dr. Julius Curtis, 
former German foreign minister.

In an exclusive interview with 
the United States, Dr. Curtis de­
clared “Without Germany, Aus­
tria must sink into the chaos of 
south - eastern Europe and the 
Balkans. Austria cannot be made 
to object of the buffer state 
policies of certain great powers. 
Any solution excluding Germany 
—whether the Tardieu . plan, the 
Hapsburg restoration, or other 
Danubian combinations—must be 
considered as directed against 
Germany.”

Curtis ' is a close student of AUs- 
tro-German affairs and it will 
be recalled that during his term 
as foreign minister he instituted 
the Austro-German customs union 
the championship of which finally 
caused his resignation.

“ One who, between 1930 and 
1931, sought to rescue German 
Austria for itself and the entire 
German people,” continued Cur­
tis, “ has the right to attack the 
Vienna politicians who, since the 
end of 1931, have turned their 
backs upon Germany and believed 
themselves able to inaugurate a 
so-called Austrian policy with the 
help of the League of Nations, nr 
by limping on some sort of inter-

national crutche?.
“ What since has concerned us 

in Germany and made us indig­
nant is thé danger of some un- 
German solution being reached in 
Vienna. Fortunately, the outlook 
recently has not been so gloomy.

“ It would be fortunate for the 
entire German people if a change 
in the system actually were under 
way in Vienna, 'making possible 
the rejection of all un-German 
solutions.”

He writes:
“At 1 a. m. the aütomatie detectors 

of the Eiffel Tower and others as 
far away as 50 miles from the cap­
ital, ring a signal bell at the In - 
valides. The approximate location 
of approaching planes, their esti­
mated speed, and type are described 
on ticketr tape.

“Minutes before the detectors have | 
filled in all details, a captain at | 
the Invalides, attached to the Air I 
Defense Corps, is talking on a mul- ■ I 
tiple telephone circuit to the com- \ 
manding officers of the anti -aircraft 
batteries of Romainville,. Noisy and 
Norgent.

“These are the nerve centers for 
the northeast sector of the Aerial 
Defense organization for Paris. 
About seven minutes after the In ■ 
valides alarm, these officers are at 
the fire-control. Every man is in 
place, guns uncovered and ready.

“Meanwhile, a button jighting a 
long string of searchlight batteries 
over the indicated approaches has 
been pushed.

“As tiie detectors continue their 
story, tracing the path of approach, 
ing enemy planés, other anti-air ■ 
craft batteries are made ready, other 
searchlight avenues blaze upward.’

Doubtless this account docs not re - 
veal even the approximate extent 
of the Paris aerial defenses. But 
it nevertheless is comforting to Par • 
isians, who remember the early days 
of the World War when German 
planes flew nearly at will over tire 
city. .

A NEW  supplemental note In the football 
rules says: “ If  the kick develops from a 

running play, the kicker loses his special protec­
tion and is accorded only the jamc protection 
given any player.”

This new ruling may cause several accidents 
before the season is over, unless kicks from run­
ning plays are eliminated entirely. The rule pro­
vides lhat a charging lineman who crashes 
through to break up a kick,and knocks down the 
kicker after blocking or partly blocking the kick, 
as part of a successfully executed play, is not lia­
ble to a penalty.

This leaves a big loophole for rough players, 
who might concentrate on the kicker after block­
ing  the kick, and probably lay him out. The 
sporting game is a clean one, and the idea is to 
play the ball all the time, as is shown in sketch.
