OF CRAFTSMEN
The move to support those mer­

chants who subscribe strictly to re ­
strictions outlined in the national 
recovery administration’s new code, 
took added impetus Tuesday when 
members ol the crafts filled the 
county court room here to go into 
the matter of aligning strength and 
saying in speeches they favored the i 
adoption of President Roosevelt’s ! 
Voluntary industrial recovery code I 
calling for a maximum hour w o i k  
week and a mimimum employe wage.

The group was the first locally to 
respond to the administration’s plan 
for business rehabilitation. Other 
meetings will be called within the 
next few days, following the receiv­
ing here of codes by business men. 
Setting of dates for meetings may 
follow immediately. In each a study 
of the so-called “blanket” code will 
result.

Several towns in West Texas have 
set the working week for store em­
ployes to consist of 40 hours, instead 
of from 62 to 69, which would mean 
stores would open at 8:30 until 5 
except on Saturday-when they would 
open at the same time but would 
close at 6:30. Employes would work 
seven and a half hours for five days 
and spend the rest on the sixth.

Admittedly not familiar with the 
codes likely to be submitted by their 
crafts, the group that met here sim­
ply announced its desire to “get to­
gether’’ and “ talk the matter over,” 
not, however, without voicing a un­
animous endorsement of the presi­
dent’s effort to reemploy workmen.

Government Seeks 
Lowdown on Quakes
SACRAMENTO, Calif. (UP).— It 

won’t be long now before Uncle Sain 
will be able to produce the “ low 
down” on California earthquakes.

Installation of an “ acceleragraph” 
—a recent invention that measures 
the extent of quake forces through 
the ground—was started here re 
cently under direction of A. K. Ludy, 
member of the Tucson observatory 
staff. Forty-two of the machines are 
to be placed throughout the state.

The acceleragraph is run by a 
storage battery and is started auto­
matically by an earth shock, which 
causes contact between a pendu­
lum and a metal ring which circles 
it. Three meters for measuring 
earth movements then swing into 
operation, two for horizontal and 
the other for vertical shocks.

SEVEN AVIATORS 
KILLED IN CRASH

OCEANSIDE, Calif., July 26. 
(UP)—An army board of in­
quiry was ordered today to de­
termine the cause of the crash 
of a bombing plane in which 
seven men were killed yester­
day.

OCEANSIDE, Calif., July 2 5 -  
Seven men were killed today in the 
wreck of a giant, twin-motor army 
bomber, which lost a wing: in mid­
air and careened downward from 
1,000 feet into a hollow at the 
Oceanside city limits.

Filer, Idaho, the pilot, who. was at­
tached to the 17th group head­
quarters at March field, Riverside, 
home base of the plane.

. The plane, an amphibian, was 
bound from March to Rockwell 
field, San Diego, on a service mis­
sion, and appeared over Oceanside 
at noon. It flew smoothly until it 
reached the southeastern city 
limits.

Mrs. N. W. Giasco, near whose 
house the crash occurred, said her 
attention was attracted to the plane 
by a loud report when it was over­
head.

“ I thought they were starting 
bombing practice and was frighterf- 
ed because they were so close,” she 
said. “ I went outside and looked 
up. I saw what appeared to be 
small particles and smoke coming 
from the rear of the plane. I could 
see they were in difficulty. They 
seemed to be coming down, looking- 
for a place to land.

“ I heard a rasping noise, and 
the right wing tore away and went 
soaring off by itself. The main 
body of the plane floated for an 
instant and then plummeted down 
in our pasture.”

Scores of other Oceanside resi­
dents saw the accident.

Army officers, who came from 
March field to investigate the 
crash, said they believed the wing 
broke in such a. way as to block 
the hatch and imprison the victims 
in the falling wreckage, preventing 
use of parachutes.

The bodies were taken to  San 
Diego, where a military inquiry will 
be conducted.

Tlie forthcoming trial of five 
Americans accused of attacking a 
civil guard, and tlie threatened 
mobbing of a critical American 
writer’s home, focuses world at­
tention upon Mallorca. What man­
ner of place, is this island retreat, 
where hostility toward Americans 
appears to flame at fever heat? 
Percy Waxman, distinguished 
writer and editor, and author of 
“ What Price Mallorca,’' answers in 
the following interpretive article 
prepared for this newspaper.

The Balearic islands is the name 
given the archipelago that basks in 
the Mediterranean 130 miles south­
east of Barcelona.

Before . the advent of what is 
known-in psychological circles as the 
Depression you couldn’t have found 
three men. in Wall street who knew 
whether the Balearios were curb 
stocks, .a college yell, or something 
new in gents’ underwear. There are 
39 islands in the Balearic group but 
of these 34 are nothing but barren 
rocks. Mallorca (Majorca to English- 
speaking-people) is by far the largest 
of these islands, and Pariría, its 
capital, is an ancient, picturesque, 
but clean city of 90,000 people.

The Mallorquins are a hardy , pea 
'¡ant; race showing traces of mixed 
descent from Carthaginians, Phoe­
nicians, Romans, Moors and Spani­
ards. In many ways they are unlike 
any other people in Europe. As a 
rule they are sober, courteous,'in­
dustrious and contented.* * *

Most of the Americans now resi­
dent in Mallorca live in Palma in 
the popular suburb of Terreno. By 
all odds the majority of these ..ex ­
patriates are of decent family, live 
quiet lives and enjoy the respect and 
friendship of the natives. There are 
not one thousand permanent Amer ­
ican residents in the whole island.

On the whole, life in Mallorca is 
still a simple, orderly procession oi 
unpretentious happenings from 
morning till night, but the fear that 
it will not long remain so hangs like 
a thick pall over the more thought­
ful among the permanent residents, 
native and foreign. The strident 
voice of jazz has crept in within 
the last 12 months, threatening the 
sylvan harmony. The depression has 
been responsible for attracting a cer­
tain type of foreigner that ■ the is­
land had never known before, and 
although the type is represented by 
a mere handful that handful has 
already made itself felt.

The Mallorquin is not a heavy 
drinker and contents himself with 
wine much diluted. A year and a 
half ago there wasn’t a saloon in 
Palma. Todáy the place is filled with 
American and English bars where 
a jazzy minority goes to make whoo­
pee arid disturb the sensibilities of 
the hopelessly respectable.* * *

I suppose no retreat as delightful 
as Mallorca can permanently ward 
off the ef**t:ts of its own populari ­
ty. The demon Progress won’t be 
denied entrance. But why progress 
should always be accompanied by 
jazz and gin Í do not know. It is 
too bad that a small group of peo­
ple utterly lacking in consideration 
of native susceptibilities and preju­
dices should jeopardize the repute 
of all foreigners living on the island. 
Some day tlie local authorities may 
take some drastic action and drive 
out tlie latter-day apostles of Blat- 
ancy, Blare and Booze who are to 
the isle of Mallorca what one drop 
cf ink is to a glass of water. Again j 
I wish to go on record and state j 
that only a few, a very few create 
any feeling of disrespect for Ameri-

Health Warning
Is Mailed Here

Members of the Midland county 
health board received a warning to­
day from the director of the Bureau 
of Child Hygiene, state department 
of health, to have children immun­
ized against diphtheria. “Each child 
six months old or over should have 
this preventative treatment now as 
it takes some time for immunity to 
develop after the last inoculation,” 
it was said.

“In the use of toxoid we have on 
agent that will give passive immuni­
ty to this disease; still 812 persons 
died last year in Texas from diph­
theria. Two thirds of all eases occur 
between the ages one and five years. 
Young people are therefore in dan­
ger ol’ contracting the disease anci 
dying from it.”

“It is necessary even for the phy­
sician to look closely for the signs 
of diphtheria in order to discover 
them as the child does not neces­
sarily complain of pain in the 
thrbdti’ ! i !

The director, Dr. H. N. Barnett, 
warned parents to take their chil­
dren to their family physicians and 
have them protected against diph­
theria.

Kiss Game at the 
Fair Interesting 

To the Lucky Lass
CHICAGO.—Kisses are words in a 

universal language.
Perhaps that explains why thou­

sands of visitors to the Chicago 
World’s fair—A Century of Prog- 
ress—roar their applause to the 
colorful street festival that daily 
makes the market square of “Pic­
turesque Belgium” one of the gay­
est and loveliest spots of the fair.

Nestling intimately in the heart 
of this Belgian village, with its 
houses and chapels and shops 
built from actual moulds of Old 
World buildings that date from the 
13th century, is an outdoor stage 
surrounded by dining tables and 
beer garden balconies, and ter­
raced in by a broad expanse of cob ­
blestone steps leading upward to a 
cluster of hillside shops and the set­
ting sun. ■ .Kisses to Music

At the start of every hour sight­
seers scramble for seats on the steps 
and at the tables to watch the flax­
en-haired maidens and peasant boys 
of old Belgium present their native 
folk-dances and songs with a spon­
taneous pleasantry and delightful 
naivete that spring from happy 
hearts The rhythmic waltzes, dainty 
and graceful for all the cumbersome; 
ness of the heavy wooden shoes of 
the dancers, own a charm that is 
well appreciated, even though, most 
of the onlookers have never been 
abroad,, know little of the customs 
and traditions of the “old country, 
and understand little or nothing of 
the symbolism of the dances.

But in the grand finale—the 
■‘kissing game”—is a world of clean, 
fast fun thoroughly understood. A 
kiss is a kiss, be it in Brussels or 
Chicago, Moscow or Mayfair, Pans 
or Tangier.

To the strains of the lilting mu­
sic the boys and girls dance about 
the stage in a circle, with one boy 
or girl alone in the center. The 
dancer in the center chooses a part­
ner of the opposite sex from the out­
side ring, and the two then become 
the leaders of the dance. At given 
breaks in the music they kneel, and 
first he kisses her, then she kisses 
him. Dancers of the circle follow 
suit. „Game Pleases Crowd

It’s great fun, but the big laughs 
are yet to come. There is a pause 
in the music. One of the peasant 
boys leans from the circle and takes 
the hand of a girl selected at ran­
dom from the audience. Then she 
must become his partner in the cen­
ter of the dance. When the dance 
is over, all the boys rush to initiate 
the new dancer with their kisses, 
much to her embarrassment and ..o 
the excitement of the onlookers. The 
stunt is then repeated with a boy 
from the audience.

After the show coins rain from 
the seats of the amphitheatre and 
the dancers are thrown into a mad 
scramble for the money, more than 
often with comic results.

When visitors leave the kissing 
game, they are sure to have become 
genuine admirers of the Belgian 
village, and are ready to accept the 
more serious beauty of it in a proper 
mood.

Display Famed Painting
There is plenty of beauty about 

the historic old buildings. Here *s 
Antwerp’s St. Nicholas church, 
built in 1450 as a chapel of the shoe­
makers’ guild; here is a convent 
house from Diest, a home from Tor- 
nai, the house of the Hangman of 
Bruges (1300). There is the gateway, 
wh'ere Napoleon spent his last night 
before Waterloo; there is St.. Don- 
atus bridge of Bruges in 1200, with , 
its water mill and pond of swans: 
there is the beautiful city hall of 
Damme; in the distance the slim 
white watch tower “ Pagode” of Ant­
werp.

All about are guards, attendants, 
bar-maids and peasant girls in the 
authentic and gaily-hued costumes 
of the 16th century. Hours without 
end may easily be spent in the doz­
ens of quaint shops where Dresden 
China, laces, and other articles are 
sold, or in the shops of the glass- 
blowers and “koper smids.”

Almost hidden away in a little 
building on St. Nicholas plaats is a 
quiet note of piety in contrast to 
the rest of the town, and one of the 
most important exhibits in the vil­
lage. It is the world-famed painting, 
“ The Crucifixion and Transfigura­
tion of Christ,” by Silvio Paini, 
brought from the cathedral of Brus: 
sels. Valued at $250,000, and the work 
of nearly 12 years, it is unique, m 
that the eyes' of the Savior appear 
to open to the holy light from heav­
en as the watcher gazes upon it. It 
is said to be the only painting 
wherein the artist has succeeded in 
representing both death and life 
eternal on a single canvas.

Honors stand about even now.

“ Spats” is a new words in the 
vocabulary of scouts in camp for 
the first time. When any article Is 
lost, it is put in the spat box. The 
scout claiming the article, must 
take “spats” on his “ spatter” to 
redeem the article.

These Guards undergo 
special training, are usually superi­
or men physically and mentally, and 
are sworn into office by a special 
form of allegiance oath. So import­
ant and powerful are they that well 
informer Spaniards have assured me 
that without their aid the monarchy 
could never have been overthrown.

From our standpoint a few over-

The board for leasing lands of the 

University of Texas has asked for 
bids, receivable July 31, on 12 sec­
tions of university land in Upton 
and Crockett counties.

Sections offered were 6, 7, 10, 11, 
18 and 19 of block 14 in Upton and 
Crockett counties, and sections 4 
to 9 inclusive, in block 15, Upton 
county.

The board fixed a minimum rent­
al of 25 cents an acre and a mini­
mum royalty of one -eighth of all oil 
and gas produced on the land. On 
the sections in block 14 an addition­
al minimum of $1.50 per acre was 
set and a minimum bonus of $1 per 
acre was set on lands in block 15.

The life of the leases will be live 
years.
