Reciprocal Tariff
Warning Is Issued

Possibility of a reciprocal tariff
agreement that will work harm to
caftlemen, is seen by E. B. Spiller,
secretary of the Texas and South-
western Cattle Raisers association.
Spiller wrote W. W: Brunson and
other directors of the association
urging them to oppose this possibil-
ity. Brunson- and other cattlemen
took action at once. Spiller’s letter
follows:

Myr. Mollin has learned in Wash-
ington that the question of reci-
procal tariff agreements is under
active consideration -by the secre-
tary of state. For instance, Mexico
is trying to persuade her govern-
ment to lower the tariff on cattle,
promising to buy more hog prod-
ucts. South American countries are
making similar efforts to do away
with the embargo on dressed meat,
so that they can buy our automo-
biles and other manufactured prod-
ucts. As a preventative measure, he
suggests that you immediately write
your senators and urge them to be
on guard against the adoption of
these reciprocal treaties that seek
to benefit other industries at the
expense of the cattle industry..

“Advice  has just come from

ashington that range, feeder and

airy cattlemen, after a two - day
session, have unanimously recom-
mended a plan for disposing of all
diseased cattle and eliminating such
further number of cows as will rem -
edy the present situation. They have
also recommended the purchase of
current excess supplies of beef and
dairy products. This group also urg-
ed immediate action on a market-
ing agreement.

“The action of this trio of live-
stock groups largely follows the at-
titude and recommendations made
by the committee of five of the
American National Livestock asso-
ciation.

Suggests a New
History Survey

AUSTIN —Historial materials 11
Texas are being surveyed and index-
ed under the terms of a civil work
administration propect which has
alrcaqy been started. The survey of
ihe historical materials of the staie,
Ancluding. private collections, public
libravies; libraries belonging to fra-
ternal jorders, city and county rec-
ords, newspaper files, and ~other
sources, has been ‘placed under way

1in a dozen cities, representing as

many ulits of the staie.

The' work, as | suggested by

Evetls Haley, collector in historical
research at the Universtiy of Tex-
as, who is general director for the
project, has for its purpose the in-
dexing, collecting and  preparing
of the historical ' materials of Tex-
as. More than two hundred work-
ers drawn from relief rolls are un-
dertaking to index the biographical
references of greatest historical sig-
nificance in scattered newspapers.
These will be concentrated in a cum-
ulative file at Austin for the gen-
eral use of research students in the
Ticlds of Texas life and the public
generally.
. An archive of pioneer biography
is being accumulated; Spanish docu-
ments translated; reminiscences, old
letters, photographs and other ma-
terials of the past are being sought,
indexed, copied and preserved. In
cases where teh original documenss
can nob be obtained, copies are
made, one being kept in the locai
archive and another being forwarcd-
ed to the state collection at Austin,
It is hoped that all major collections
in the State can be surveyed anr
much information of interest pre-
sqr\llccl for the approaching Centen-
nial.

The general project, initiated a
month and a half ago, is direcied
by Haley, assisted by Miss Winnie
Allen, archinvist in the University
of Texas library.

Regicnal supervision throughout
the state is being done free by moie
than a dozen recognized historians,

conducted by the Midland County Public Health board during 1933 be-
side the regular routine program of standing committees and the:nine

accomplishments during 1933

monthly meetmgs of the member-
ship. of the entire board.

A visit from the Nolan county
health unit marked the 1933 annual
board meeting with unusual inter-
est. The program presented by the
visitors boosted the hoard to new
enthusiasm for the new year, glv
ing its members an insight into
what other bhoards are dumg Dr. i
Prothro, health unit director, was
in charge of the Sweetwater pm'ty.
Each of the five members made
brief talks, explaining the various
details of their work. Dr. Prothro,
who delivered the principal address,
stressed the importance of the
health program. and the coopera-
tion of laymen.

Milk Ordinance Adopted

The city milk ordinance was
adopted from the state and federal
milk and dairy products sanitary
code by the Midland city council
several years ago. Some of the
dairies were not cooperating with
the county health officer and city

After dis-
cussing this situation in the hoard
a committee composed of the Rev.
W. J. Coleman, chairman, Mrs. J.

G. Gemmill and Mrs. R. E. Witty,
was appointed to study the millk Lm‘i
dairy products code, made an in-

‘strictly. With the assistance of M.
R. Hill, members of the committee
visited six independent dairies and
four furnishing milk to Dairyland.
The pasteurization plant at the
Dairyland creamery and all. grocery
stores dispensing milk or milk prod-
ucts - were included in this inspec-
tion. In a highly instructive report,
Mrs. Gemmill explained in detail
the requirements of the milk ordi-
nance, concluding with a thorough
report of how local dairies were or
were not meeting these rules. She
stated that the general condition of’
the dairies was fair and hoped they
would be encouraged to improve the
conditions hy the official visit from
the board. Every dairyman cooper-
ated with the survey splendidly,
opening their entire plants for in-
spection and expressing their ap-
preciation. for all criticism.

disease. ‘Miss Wilson, Mrs, Addison
Young and Mrs. H. N. Phillips,
chairman of the colored work, con-
ducted a clinic during that week.
Nine babies and pre-school ¢hildren
were weighed, measured and 'healtih
history obtained. Dr. Ryan examin-
ed 21 babies and prescribed: for
them.' The question of promiscuous
cohabitationy was taken up- - with
Deputy Sheriff = Fisher = Pollard,
Judge ‘E. H. Barron and . Judge
Charles Klapproth. It was found
that there is no legal step that ean
be. taken to prevent such conduct
inasmuch as the state of Texas réc-
ognizes common law marriage and
the colored people are particularly
well-informed as to this. It is hop-
ed, however, that every member of
the board will discourage this prac-
tice and require marrviage  ceruifi-
cates of servants living on their
premises, also periodic physical ex-
aminations of servants, especially
cooks. and nurse maids, in order, to
some extent, to prevent the spread
of social  diseases. One case. of in-
fectious skin disease was reported
by the colored health committee
and was treated by Dr. W: E. Ryan.
The clean-up campaign was enter-
ed into enthusiastically by the coi-
ored people and an inspection re-
vealed that every resident "had
cleaned his premises thoroughly of
all garbage, cans and weeds.

AUSTIN.—The growing popu-
larity of Lon A. Smith as a public
official has been maiked by an ever
increasing, = positive and sbeady
growth of his majorities as indica-
ted by substantial victories ‘over
strong contestants for political pre-
ferment.

Lieut Griffith recently made the
first blind landing ever completcd
in the Southwest and the radio
equipment has now been regulated
to such an extent that he has
started giving instruction ;to five
other. air corps officers including
Lieut.

Lieut. Griffith took a course in
blind flying at Dayton, Ohio, ai
the equipment being used in the
course here includes radio receivers
and instruments in the airplane and
two portable radio transmitting seis
on the ground.
