BROWNSVILLE (#£)—The Lower
Rio Grande valley has revised its
drainage plan to fit the reduced
figure placed on the project by
National Relief Director Harry L.
Hopkins and will soon start back
through the regular channels seek-
ing an appropriation.

The project as revised will cost
approximately $1,989,999. As orig-
inally planneq it would have cost
$4,600,000.

The original project called for
490 miles of drains as against a
little more than 200 in the revised
plan.

Valley people were told by Nati-
onal Director Harry L. Hopkins
that an expenditure of $2,000,006
might be allowed if approved by the
state admihistrator. The Valley

A great shift in the popular idea of freedom, which
will ultimately have a very great effect on our political
tflought, has been taking place in this country during the
last few ‘years.
This shift has been moving us away from our tradi-
tional notions at a rapid pace. It is giving a new twist
to the things we demand from our government, and it is
steadily changing our concept of the relation of the in-
dividual to the society of which he is a part.

Briefly, the shift can be explained by saying that we
are beginning to demand economic freedom rather than
political freedom.

Once we demanded freedom from the oppression of
rulers—freedom to talk, write, and worship as we pleased,
abolition of inherited caste distinctions, formal recogni-
tion of the fact that, ay far as rights are concerned, all
men are ‘created equal.

Now we are beginning to demand freedom from eco-
nomic digabilities; freedom from poverty, for instance, and
from the fear of poverty. :
: We are heginning to insist that political equality be
balanced sawith economic: security.

It is this demand which is back of such pending bills
in Congress as the Wagner-Lewis unemployment insur-
ance law and the Connery 30-hour week bill.

Now the thing to notice is that never hefore, in all
the world’s history, could a demand for economic security:

have been made sensibly.

In all former times it was inevitable that insecurity
be the lot of the average man. There simply wasn’t
enough of everything to go around. Somebody had to be
left out.

Population, as Malthus pointed out, tended to increase

faster than the means of subgistence. Poverty was ines-

But today. our troubles come hecause there is too
much of everything. For the first time since this old planet
started spinning, every man can get a fair whack of things.

TECH EXPEDITION T0 MEXICO LEADS
- TO STRANGE SIGHT AT NATIVE BURIAL

i JHARLES A, GUY.
E;htm bubbock Avalanche and
Journal
TORIN, Sonora, Mexico. (P)-—
. Strange burial rites that were com=-
pleted on March 19, after a 42-hour
vigil, were viewed: by members of
tlte expedition from Texas Techno-
‘logical college. Lubbock, which is
,penetrating the Yaqui country of
Northern Mexico for scientific study.

It was the first time Americans
had heen permitted to be spectators
‘at' a4 ceremonial of -the full death
ritual of the little-known Yaqui In-
‘dians. The dergmonies were not, per-
“haps materially different from the
.customs of remote generations not-
(withstanding a veneer of Christian-
ity  which Spanish missionaries
prafted on pagan rites in the 16tn
century. ;
. Anita Dijejon, related to nearly
.every family in the village, was re-
puted to be 105 years old when she
died at sunset, Saturday. In keep-
ing with custom the oldest man in
“Torin climbed from her river bank
home to the Indian church on a
hill and, on the two great bells, rang
the call to Indians of all ages to
prepare for the woman’s burial.

Night fell and three Americans
‘groped their way to the Yaqui mil-
Atary quarters where the Indian war
chief and his staff agreed after de-
liberating, to permit them to watch
the funeral. The assistant chicet
guided them to the church to join
a procession of masked and costum-
ed witch doctors, bearers of ritual-
istic' staffs, flags and spears and
heavily armed marchers.

The procession moved across Tor-

in’s one-time plaza along which

gaped the ruins of the city destroy-
ed in 1913 by the victorious rebel,
Madero, to a bamboo-enclosed stock -
ade where preparations were making
for the native rites,

The main ceremonies began Sun-
day night and when the Americans
reached the stockade a Yaqui brave
was dancing under an open walled
hut to the music of a flute, a na-
tive instrument similar to a wviolin,
and several other stringed instru-
ments.

In the center of the grounds two

| witch doctors were shuffling about

€ach bearing a heavy stick in either
hand and wearing a hideous head
dress. They made frequent stabs
and motions to scare away evil
spirvits. Qceasionally they rapped the
sticks together sharply, laid one
down and seized a green mesquite
branch which they waved over the
corpse gowned. in a cheap blue dress

Meanwhile a funeral jester offer-
ed jokes and funny observations in
the Yaqui tongue to keep the 20)
men, women and children in good
humor., There was no weeping or
mourning and no air of sadness ap-
parent. Instead there was more an
atmosphere of jollity.

At intervals chanters, four men
and an equal -number of women,
knelt at the foot of the bier in the
form of a cross and then swung intc
a pagan litany to be followed by a
sing-song chant.

While a single candle burned in
the ancient church the danting antd
ritualistic work went on and it was
not until the sun was well up Mon-
day morning that the procession of

,age have

Indians wended its way to th:
church. TFour husky pbucks and.a
like number of women carried the
corpse, surrounded by armed guards
and led again by the masked and
strangely arrayed witch doctors.

The services at the church were
conducted by the native priest and
consisted largely of chanting. Fin-
ally, in the sun-baked yard at the
church’s entrance a Yaqgui dug a
grave, approximately five and a half
feet long, two feet wide and threa
and a half feet deep. His shovel cut
into another grave and a leg, arm
and hand bones were thrown out
on the pile of dirt which came from
the final resting place of Anita
Dijejon.

Moving in two circles, each going
in an opposite direction, the men
and women marched ‘’round and
‘round the grave, inter-twining oné
circle with the other while the grave
was being filled. Dirt was shoveled
into the grave on the corpse which
reclined on its back and protected
only by a sheet and each layer was
beaten down with a heavy mallet.
