U. S. Is Better Prepared “on Paper” 
Now Than She Was 17 Years Back

More Potential Seen 
In Fewer Numbers 

In Service

Sinking of a shaft for potash 
mining in Midland county will start 
here about April 10, filial announce ­
ments regarding which will be made 
in Midland likely Tuesday, accord­
ing to Max Agress, vice president of 
the Texas Potash corporation.

A potash mining engineer. Allen 
P. Stramler, is on the ground now, 
Agress said.

The location for the shaft will be 
hear the O. P. Jones No. 1 core 
hole, section 9. township 4, block 
42. Midland county.

Decision to mine potash in the 
rich Midland county beds has not 
awaited lifting of the economic 
slump, but improved refining meth­
ods, Agress said.

Agress. well known potash author­
ity, continued in his classroom man­
ner to show the future of Midland 
and pf the West Texas area as a 
result of potash development, which 
in Midland county will supply the 
world, he said.

“ I am very happy to inform you 
that the potash problem of the 
United States has been solved. It 
is only a question of a short time 
when our Midland deposit will sup­
ply America’s need of potash. In 
this connection, it is gratifying to 
say that the American potash min­
eral “ polyhalite” is the richest pot­
ash sulphate material in the world, 
and once its treatment is understood 
it produces a very high grade of 
potassium sulphate 54% (K20) by 
a direct simple process.

“ We also have the potassium 
chloride minerals; namely, carnal - 
lite and sylvite, in mineable thick­
ness. but we do not contemplate 
working these ores for the present, 
because these ores are the raw ma­
terials from which Germany and 
France are producing muriate of 
potash or chloride of potash and 
have built up an enormous indus­
try with trade agencies and finan­
cial connections all over the world 
and compete with American pro­
ducers of a like product from a like 
raw material. With sulphate of pot­
ash produced from the Texas min­
eral polyhalite no foreign producers 
will be able to compete. Polyhalite, 
the original and first potash min­
eral to crystallize from sea water. 
Is the purest potash sulphate raw 
material from which the products 
of potassium sulphate (K2S04), 
magnesium sulphate (MgS04) and 
calcium sulphate (CaS04) are read­
ily produced at a much lower cost 
■than can be produced from the Ger­
man mixed ores of Kainite Reiser- 
ite, carnallite and sylvite.

“ In the Southwestern part of Mid­
land county, the deepest portion 
occupied by the last concentrated 
liquors of the Permian basin, pure 
polyhalite (K2S04, MgS04, CaS04, 
2H20), has been deposited in com­
mercial thickness and purity and by 
the peculiar favor of nature has 
been left undisturbed in its original 
deposition and purity. This deposit, 
however, is not of unlimited extent 
and so far as present knowledge de­
limit this deposit, the Texas Pot­
ash corporation controls the entire 
workable part of this deposit. The 
potash in sight, blocked out by our 
core drilling, is estimated by Dr.

Some 
of these, however, can be made to 
produce potash in case of emerg­
ency at a very high cost, which, of 
course, will be prohibitive in time 
of peace. These sources are, like the 
Mariner said. ‘Water, water every­
where, but not a drop to drink.’

“ The Midland county deposit is I 
at present the only commercial pot - ' 

1 ash mineral deposit in the United 
States. Your city will benefit im- 

! measurably from the development of 
| these deposits—the industrial activ- 
j ity that must sooner or later center 
around this store of valuable mate- | 
rials is only a question of time with j 
potash at "the nearest agricultural I 
center of the United States. Per- \ 
tilizer factories, chemical plants, ni­
trate fixation plants and many kin­
dred and allied industries will nat­
urally become established in this 
area.

“ In this age of industrial econ­
omy it is only natural to expect that 
with potash within the economical 
distance of this agricultural center 
of the United States and ample 
transportation facilities, that ferti­

NEW YORK, April 6.—Seven­
teen years ago today, when this 
country entered the World war, our 
Allies took one look at reports of 
our undersized and ill-equipped 
offensive forces and disconsolately 
agreed that about all they could 
expect from America was money, 
food and raw materials for war 
manufactures.

But if another such emergency 
should arise today the situation 
would be much more encouraging, 
in spite of the fact that we only 
have a slightly smaller navy ami 
regular army than oil April 6, 1917. 
The important difference is that, 
oil paper, the United States is in­
finitely better prepared for war

If 3,000,000 nien now were to 
spring to arms overnight, authori­
ties wrnld know exactly what to 
do with them, where aiid how to 
train them, and could assign them 
at once to companies, battalions, 
regiments which already exist in 
skeleton form. There was no such 
organization scheme prior to the 
national defense act of 1920 and the 
four-army plan of 1933.

More Men Available
More than 180.000 officers and 

men of the national guard, well 
Mined, uniformed and fairly well 
equipped, would he immediately 
available for action. In 1917 most 
of the national guard was not sub­
ject to the call of the president, and 
its organizations were broken up 
by the drafting of its individuals.

A mobilization would bring some 
80.000 rffsbrve officers from civ.l 
life..to.Jake upjnihtary duties which 
they have trained and studied to 
perform. There was no organized, 
reserve, in 1917, and no plan, a.; 
at present, for training civilians for 
reserve commissions.
' 'The United States ranked below 

the British empire and Germany 
in tonnage of fighting ships when 
we entered the war. We now aie 
second only to the British empire, 
and Germany is out of the picture.

In 1917 we had neither combat 
airplanes nor pilots. Today we are 
third in the world in number of 
war planes. However, according to 
Major C. J. H. MacKenzio-Ken- 
nedy, British pioneer in aviation 
development, wc arc sixtli in num- 
btir of factories making fighting 
planes and motors. And the ma­
chines we have, he calculates, are 
so low and inefficient that Ameri­
can air forces theoretically could 
be defeated even by the tiny Bel­
gian armada, or by 30 per cent of 
the British, 40 per cent of the 
French, or 50 per cent of the Italian 
Russian or Japanese air forces. Of 
course there are many American 
experts who disagree.

Scarcity of Officers
There are other unfavorable -as­

pects of the comparative picture. 
At the time of our declaration of 
war the total strength of our army 
was 190,000—less by 60,000 than the 
peace time armies of Italy or Ja­
pan and about one-fourth the size 
of the British, French or German 
armies before they began fighting. 
Today the United States has a 
maximum military strength of 430,- 
000, more than half reserves. France 
and Italy each have fifteen times 
that number, counting trained re­
serves, and Japan five times as 
many. Even Germany, with a 
treaty army of 100,000 has an ad­
ditional trained reserve of 1,000,- 
000.

Our 430,000 still may seem like a 
lot of soldiers, but the figure is less 
impressive when whittled down to 
available uniformed troops. Our 
regular army numbers 11,000 of­
ficers and 117,000 men, but many 
are stationed in the territories. In 
the continental United States, aside 
from soliders assigned to schools, 
CCC camps -and the like, there are 
only 2500 officers and 46,000 men 
scattered about the country in nine 
skeleton infantry and three skel­
eton cavalry divisions. “Skeleton” is 
the right word, too; general Doug­
las MacArthur. chief of staff, lias 
declared that in many cases there 
is but one officer on duty with an 
entire battalion.

As for ordinance and other ma­
terial, General MacArthur has 
said: That most of the army’s pres­
ent motor equipment was buiil 
diuing the World war and is obso­
lete as well as largely worn out. 
That except for about half a dozen 
machines, every tank hi the army is 
of World war' manufacture, inade­
quate in number, obsolete hi de­
sign, and aisless for modern war­
fare. That the United States has 
spent about $2,000,000 since 1920 
for experimental and development 
work in mechanization, while with­
in four years England appropriated 
$20,000,000 for army mechanization 
projects.

Rifles Imported
On April 6. 1917, the United

States had about 600,000 Springficlj 
rifles, model of 1903, for its fight­
ers. Government arsenals could 
produce only 700 a day, and actually 
had no specifications and blue­
prints which could be turned over 
to private manufacturers. So we 
had to depend on Enfield rifles 
which were being made for the

(UP).—Bandits believed to 
have been -Clyde Barrow, 
Raymond Hamilton and 
Bonnie Parker killed one 
officer and kidnaped an­
other they had wounded 
near Commerce today.

The slain officer was Cal Camp­
bell, 65, Commerce constable. He 
was slain several miles north of 
Miami, having been shot with a ma­
chine gun, the sheriff’s office hero 
was informed.

The kidnaped officer was Percy 
Boyd, Commerce police chief. It was 
not known how seriously he was 
wounded.  ̂ The officers were shot 
when they stopped to aid three per­
sons whose automobile was stuck in 
the mud on the highway near Com­
merce.

The bandits were identified by 
description as Barrow and Parker. 
They forced other persons to push 
them out of the mud and escaped 
with Boyd. They drove west and 
were believed to have turned into 
Kansas which is a short distance 
north of Commerce. The automo­
bile in which they were riding was 
a V-eight Ford with yellow wheels.

| northeast quarter of the northwest 
quarter of section 1, block 77, H&TC

Railway survey. The location on the 
Richardson -Gulf-Scarborough is No. 
3, 330 feet from the south line and 
330 feet from the west line of the 
southeast quarter of northwest 
quarter of section 1, block 77. public 
school lands. The location on the 
Richardson-Scarborough “E” lease 
is No. 1, 330 feet from the east line 
and 330 feet from the south line 
of the northeast quarter of the 
northwest quarter of section 18. 

All 
six of the wells will be drilled to 
approximately 3500 feet.

Richardson is the most active op­
erator in the Scarborough field, in 
north Winkler county, and indica­
tions point to even more valuable 
holdings.

The Vinson-Trammell navy bill, authorizing construc­
tion of 102 warships and 1140 airplanes for the United 
States navy during the next five years, is now a law, pass­
ed by Congress and signed by the president. But it is 
worth noticing that the law does not actually commit the 
country to immediate construction of these armaments.

As President Roosevelt pointed out in signing the bill, 
what we have here is simply a formal statement of policy. 
Congress and the executive have gone on record as favor­
ing the building up of the navy to the strength authorized 
by the treaties to which the United States is a party.

However, the bjll appropriates no money for this 
work. Not one keel will be laid down as a result of it. 
There is a vast difference between Ships authorized and 
ships appropriated for. Until this bill is supplemented by 
an actual appropriation measure, it is a gesture and noth­
ing more..

ENCOURAGING PRECEDENT

The. settlement of the threatened auto strike is one 
of the most encouraging things that has happened in the 
industrial‘Sector for .a long time.

Here was a case in which the clash of the contending 
factions seemed to parallel that storied collision of the 
irresistible force with the immovable object. Each side 
was absolutely determined not to yield.

Bitterness and rancour were in the air. The stage was 
set for a disastrous industrial struggle.

That it was possible, in such a case, for both sides to 
find a common meeting ground augurs well for the future 
of industrial relations. Industrial warfare, according to 
this demonstration, is not necessary; even the bitterest 
disagreements can be straightened out if the parties in­
volved are willing to make the effort.

May the case set a precedent for the future!

GANGSTER BRAINS

Most newspaper readers, probably, would like to 
know more about this Fred Goetz, the gangster who was 
taken for a ride the other night after several years of ac­
tivity as one of Chicago’s worst gunmen.

This gangster never came from one of those slum re­
gions that breed most of our criminals. He was a small­
town product, of a good family. Furthermore, he was a 
college man, an honor student at a great university, and 
an athlete of considerable prominence.

All in all, he was emphatically not the kind of mate­
rial of which gangster's are made. Yet he plunged into 
the underworld, became a hired killer, served as coun­
sellor to the notorious Fred Burke—and died at last, gang­
land-style, in a ditch, full of bullets.

A strange and tragic story must await the telling 
there, if one could only get at it!

NEUTRALITY IN WARTIME

If you insist that your country keep out of war, you 
must be prepared to assume unaccustomed burdens and 
to yield rights you have been used to assert.

So warns Dr. Charles Warren, assistant attorney gen­
eral in the Wilson, administration, in a recent discussion 
of the problem of neutrality.

He illustrates his warning by asserting that in the 
case of a foreign war we could insure our neutrality only 
by passing stringent laws and enforcing them rigidly.

Such laws, he says, should permit the president to 
prohibit all sales of munitions to belligerents, should for­
bid the shipment of munitions on United States ships, and 
should forbid the flotation in this country of loans for 
belligerents.

Such laws, as he says, would be rather irksome. But 
he is probably quite right in asserting that they would 
be the price of true neutrality in any large-scale future 
war.

Congress again has insisted on being independent- 
independent Democrat and independent Republican.

Lack of Apartment 
Houses Causes Rise 

In Prices for Rent
DALLAS. (U.R)—Scarcity of dwell­

ings and apartment houses has 
caused a general upward trend in 
Texas rental prices, a United Press 
survey has revealed.

Although rentals for * residential 
buildings have dropped an average 
of 20 to 25 per cent from the peak 
years of 1929 and 1930, the general

rental average Increase to date is 
approximately 10 to i5 per cent.

Chambers of commerce in major 
cities reported the scarcity of 
dwellings and apartment houses due 
to additional businesses, industries 
and manufacturing plants moving 
from other states to Texas.

Real estate boards of the same 
cities reported the shortage was 
brought about by families which 
doubled up under a single roof dur­
ing the depression years now sepa­
rating and absorbing the surplus 
houses.

The real estate boards said the 
reduction of rentals to a figure 
within the wage earner’s present in • 
come largely was responsible for the 
absorption.

Construction of business buildings 
and residential houses is inactive 
throughout the state, the real es­
tate boards reports. Most of tlie 
carpenter work is being done under 
remodeling plans.

The survey showed Dallas lias few 
buildings under construction, with 
a small percentage of remodelling 
being done. Vacancies in business 
buildings have increased, and busi­
ness space and office rentals have 
declined.

A shortage of houses and apart­
ments was reported in the better 
neighborhoods. What building of 
homes going on was reported in 
suburban districts. Rents here were 
reported increased as much as 10 
to 15 per cent within the last six 
months. Tenant movement here was 
reported excessive in the rent houses 
and apartment buildings.

The Fort Worth chamber of com­
merce reported construction there 
almost too small to give a compara­
tive figure, with few if any new 
homes being built. Authorities said 
the situation was partly due to the 
lack of financing facilities.

However, there is no shortage of 
houses and apartments, although 
families living under one roof have 
separated. This separating has caus • 
ed an increased demand for rental 
houses and apartments which have 
been vacant for months.

Rentals in Fort Worth have not 
increased and were unchanged dur­
ing the Jast two years, the survey 
revealed. Rents were reported 10 to 
20 per cent lower than in Dallas. 
Tenant movement in Fort Worth 
was considerably smaller than any­
where else in the state.

Small business and residential 
construction was reported underway 
in Houston, due to difficulty in ob­
taining loans to finance the pro­
jects. Several large homes above 
the $50,000 margin have been built 
and one home costing $75,000 was 
reported. Rents there have increas­
ed 10 per cent on all classes of 
houses and apartments within the 
last year, the survey showed.

Vacant houses were reported fill ■ 
ing rapidly in El Paso, also due to 
the separating of families under a 
single roof. Rentals which have 
dropped as much as 35 per cent

have steadied, but no increase wits 
revealed in the survey.

The El Paso chamber of commerce 
reported construction of new build­
ings and houses has been at a stand­
still the last few months. Only per- 

| mits granted within the last three 
months were for remodelling pur­
poses. the reports stated.

Austin was reported doing some 
building in both business and resi­
dential sections. The percentage of 
construction, however, was small. 
Rents there were reported increased 
10 to 15 per cent.

In several of the cities rents for 
apartments were being increased by 
agreement between owners and op ­
erators; the real estate boards and 
chambers of commerce reported. The 
effect of the agreements was largely 
felt in Dallas.

British.
We also had to depend on the 

Allies for ’machine guns—the 
Chaut-diaut nutonj.tic (rifles of 
the French, the Lewis gun and 
tile Browning machine gun, both 
the latter inventions of Americans. 
We had no 37 mm. guns, infantry 
howitzers or trench mortars worth 
mentioning. For field artillery we 
had a few 5-incli pieces of German 
manufacture! These proved (.in- 
satisfactory anyway, so we bought 
the faipoiis French 75's. We hau 
absolutely no medium or heavy 
mobile artillery, no practical instru­
ments for indirect fire. We had 
some motor transport facilities, 
thanks to General Pershing’s truck 
supply trains used while chasing 
Villa ' in Mexico. But we had no 
air service chemical warfare or 
tank corps.

The Picture Today
Naturally the picture is quite dif­

ferent now. Technicians have de­
veloped armor-piercing bullets, bet­
ter machine guns, semi-automatic 
shcnlder arms which probably will 
replace tire old-style rifes, fast -air­
planes, speedy trucks, and spotting 
and range-finding instruments and 
anti-aircraft artillery which con­

ceivably may erase the threat of 
any serious offensive from the air. 
It is possible only to speculate on 
the now horrors our chemists have 
brewed against any future enemy.

These and many other things 
have been developed, but that 
doesn’t mean our army has been 
equipped with them. For example, 
complete mechanization of cavalry 
units has been a cherished plan o. 
the army almost ever since the war, 
yet -appropriations have been so 
small that to date there is' only 
one reigment, at Fort Knox, Ky., 
which has even begun the transfor­
mation. This regiment is the for­
mer famous Black Hawk cavalry 
group from Fort D. A. Russell, foi- 
mer Marfa, Texas, post.

America’s preparedness lies large­
ly in its establishment of a huge 
skeletonized organization into which 
readily may be fitted millions of 
new men, and in its far-flung plan 
for the mobilization of industry. 
Some 1700 leading manufacturing 
concerns have been surveyed to de­
termine which war materials they 
best could make. Cash register fac­
tories can, and in -an emergency 
must, turn out shell fuses; artificial 
silk plants, explosives; steel mills, 
guns; auto plants, tanks and trucks, 
and so on. Minute specifications 
have been worked out for each 
product, and even the neqessary 
machine tools have been provided. 
Another war would fin'd American 
industry ready -and able to melt its 
ploughshares into swords.

Inaugurates Plan
To Collect Taxes

AUSTIN. (XP).—Travis county has 
inaugurated a plan whereby it hopes 
to collect some delinquent taxes.

The county commissioners passed 
an order requiring payment of de­
linquent taxes before the county 
will pay for materials furnished or 
services rendered. The county audi­
tor was ordered to check all bills 
against delinquent tax lists before 
issuing vouchers.

“A large amount of taxes are past 
due in Travis county by individuals, 
firms and corporations, jnany of 
whom in the conduct of the county’s 
business present claims for payment 
of services rendered or for sales to 
the county,” the order read.

“ It is not compatible with good 
business administration for the 
county to pay tax money to those 
who are delinquent in paying tax 
money to support the county gov­
ernment. It is not right or just to 
those citizens who have paid then- 
taxes and is a detriment to the pro­
per handling of the county’s fi­
nances.”
