Until this 
gas can again be sliut off, it wili 
not be known whether or not the 
acid served to increase the 40 bai- 
rel per day average production that 
the well has been making. The 
iSciiarbauer is a wildcat located in 
the southeast corner of section 20, 
block 44, township I north, T. & 
P. Railway survey.

A third producer was recorded 
for the Means area today when tiro 
Humble Oil &  Refining company No. 
1 J. S. Means, south offset to thv 
discovery, made 148 barrels of oil in 
22 lioui's on a chill stem test. Pro­
duction is coming from limestone 
at a depth of 4,512-27 feet, wliicn 
was bottom hole depth yesterday. 
The upper gas encountered in the 
well, because it is braidenheaded 
off, served as a lift to give the 
drill stem test. In the same area, 
nortlieast of the discovery No. 1 R 
M. Means, the Humble No. 2 Rl M. 
Means on latest test made 35 bai- 
rels of oil and 8 barrels of basic 
sediment and water in a 24 houi 
gauge.

Humble Oil & Refining company 
No. 1 Walker reached a depth of 
4,500 feet over the weekend and 
after making steel line measure­
ment began running tubing pre­
paratory to unloading and testing. 
The Walker is a wildcat test abou. 
5 miles west of tiie Honolulu Par­
ker and south of the FTilirman area 
in Andrews county.

Gulf Production company No. 103 
McElroy had swabbed water down 
to a depth of 8,200 feet this morn­
ing. With portable compressixig 
equipment, air is being forced down 
behind the casing under 700 pounds 
pressure which is sufficient to raise 
tlic column of fluid in the hole 
about a thousand feet. A small 
amount of oil, about a gallon every- 
100 feet of water swabbed, is still 
showing. The No. 103 McElroy i-- 
an Ordovician test, now the deep­
est in tire state with bottom hole 
at 10,978, located in western Up­
ton comity.

Chevon as Relief
Food Is Popular

“Relief on the hoof" has been 
given to numerous needy families 
of Midland in the fonn of live 
goats for butchering.

A check-iup today showed that 
600 goats had been sent here by the 
federal relief agencies and that all 
but eight or nine had been given 
a-way. Those receiving the goats are 
required to return the hide as proof 
that the animal was used for meat.

The goats were bought in the 
San Angelo ar-ea, none having been 
purchased through the local offices.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19. (U.R)—A 
model balanced budget adding .$900,- 
000,000 in new federal taxes and re­
ducing emergency expenditures by 
$1,500,000 annually has been placed 
before President Roosevelt by the 
National Economy League, it was re­
vealed today.

The league’s proposed budget, 
which it has worked out “after 
months of research and conferences 
with Government officials,” carries 
a total of $5,435,000,000. This would 
cover both ordinai'y and emergency 
expenditures for the fiscal year be­
ginning next July.

The proposal was submitted to 
the President and both houses of 
Congress m the form of a formal 
petition, the league urging the bal­
ancing of the budget “ to restore con­
fidence and to supply the key to 
real recovery.’’

Henry H. Curran, director of the 
league, inade public the petition.

Doing so, he said “ either this bal­
ance of the budget or one like it 
must be brought about if we are to 
escape national in.solvency.”

“ In 1928,” he added, “nearly ev­
eryone said the prohibition amend­
ment could not be repealed—but it 
w'as done.

“ In 1932 nearly everybody said 
that pensions to veterans who 
were not hurt by the war could not 
be eliminated—but it was done, to 
the extent of annual saving of over 
$300,000,000 to tile taxpayers.

“ Now the same thing is said of 
our insistence that the national 
budget must be balanced—but it can 
be done.”

But Curran attacked the principle 
of public works expenditures.

“A balance becomes impossible if 
any new emergency for public 
W'orks is permitted.

“The huge item of a billion dol­
lars’ for public .works is in our bud­
get solely to carry out commitments 
and obligations'already made.

“ Blit as a remedy for unemploy­
ment public works are too expen­
sive, too slow, too specialized and 
too superfluous in themselves.

“We do not need all these new 
postoffices, roads and dams. The 
cost of them is so enormoas that if 
it is continued it w'ill ultimately 
wreck the margin of safety that 
our Government still enjoys.

The identity of the fifth ixirson 
to be abducted was not known here. ■ 
Reports came to the sheriff’s office 
that the young men had been seen 
heading toward Houston and all 
officers along the Houston highway 
were warned to be on the lookout 
for them.

Officers expressed the opinion 
that the pair was after an automo­
bile when they happened upon 
Stewart yesterday morning, and 
fired two shots toward him wlicn 
he resisted. They left the young 
man in his car and came to 'Waco, 
forcing Mf's. Lucien Davis and Harry 
Richards to drive them east toward 
Rodney. 'When Richards’ automo­
bile ran out of gasoline, they com­
mandeered the car of Roy Mc- 
"Whortcr, a rural mail carrier, forced 
all three prisoners into the rear 
with the mail sacks, and drove on 
to a farm where they planned to 
spend the night. .

The farmer’s wife refused" to per? 
mit them to remain, and the bold 
robbers then forced Melvin Jordan, 
21, to surrender his automobile. 
Leaving Mrs. Davis at the farm 
house, the men again started an 
apparently aimless drive over the 
country, releasing Richards and 
Mc'Whorter near Prairie Hill, but 
taking Jordan with them when he 
tried to regam custody of his auto­
mobile. Jordan was released about 
10 p. m. four miles east of Cooledge. 
Oflicers were without details of tile 
young men’s next abduction.

The Town

The forces of recuperation are steadily gatherinpf 
momentum. From all parts of the country conie reports j 
of more favorable business trend.s and better than all j 
else the substitution of a spirit of optimism for the gloom 
that has been too dbminant in the national thinking.

Hard upon the heels of the announced purpo.se of 
the American Bankers A.s.sociatidn to cooperate with the 
Government in the recovery pi;ogram came a declai-ation 
of like purpose from the Investment Bankers A.ssociation 
of America. The task set by the latter group is indicated' 
by Pre.sident Crane’s comment that the mo.st vital prob­
lem of recovery is to reopen the capital market in orxler 
to revive heavy indii.stries, and that thi.s is more a func­
tion of inve.stment bankers than of commercial bankers.

Retail'trade has remained good in recent months, a 
fact which has contributed a persistent, cheerful feature 
to the buslne.ss picture. Observers now predict for this 
year the best Christmas trade .since the depression began. 
Everywhere one detects the .substitution of optimism for 
pessimism—the replacement of a spirit of antagOnl.sm by 
a spirit of cooperation.

Merryle Stanley Rukeyser, well-known economist, 
.struck the prevailing note of hope the other day when he 
declared that the prophet of doom who kept repeating 
that we were on the verge of collapse has been belied by 
the course of events. He added that the new attitude is 
to regal'd business men and bankers a.s in.striimentalities 
for economic improvement through whom the President 
can work.

It was in this new spirit that representatives of code 
authorities for 84' durable goods indu.stries a.ssmbled in 
Wa.shington, adopted a re.solution affirming faith in the 
NRA, and .set themselves resolutely to the task of improve 
ing the working of their codes in the light of experience.

Finally there is the appeal in behalf of meinbers of 
the National Industrial Recdvery Board for cooperation 
from American busine.ssjn reorganizing NRA, the NRA 
which will be called upon to function after the present 
recovery act expires next June. Arthur D. Whiteside, a 
member of the Board, has stated that if bu.siness mbn will 
formulate their ideas and .send them to Washington in | 
the form of conservative suggestions, their ideas will be • 
used in shaping-a new NRA. There is no rea.son On earth,' 
said he, why the NRA should mean that bu.siness men 
lo.-e individuali.sm and become regimented.

President Speaks
At Tupelo, Miss.

TUPELO, Miss., Nov. 19. (/P).— 
President Roosevelt asserted to(lay 
that “all is well with the country 
and we are coming back,” and pre­
scribed the Tennessee Valley power 
and rehabilitation experiment for 
nationwide operation.

Speaking extemporaneously from 
a hillside of this pioneer town of 
the Tennessee Valley development, 
the President said:

“ You are not being federalized. 
We still believe in the community, 
and things are going to advance in 
this country exactly in proportion 
to the community effort.

“This is not regimentation. It is 
community ruggea individualism. It 
meairs no longer the kind of rugged 
individualism that allows an indi­
vidual to do this, that or the other 
thing that will hurt his neighbors.”

Roosevelt revealed his determina­
tion to go ahead with the New Deal 
and declared his “ deep seated be­
lief” that:

“The people of this Nation under­
stand what we are trying to do, are j

ing to do and have made up their
