WASHINGTON. (U.R)—Too rapidly 

to suit some people and too slowly 
for others. Uncle Sam is in the 
process of freeing the Philippine 
Islands.

The program now underway con­
templates creation of the “ Philip­
pine Republic” in not loss than ten 
years. Some groups, however, still 
insist that it is premature to free 
tl’ ese far-away .islands of the West­
ern Pacific, while others still con­
tend that “ absolute, complete, and 
immediate” independence is the, 
only feasible solution.

Freeing 14,000,000 People
Regardless of the various tlico- 

ries as to what constitutes the best 
method of freeing the 14,000,000 
people, the fact remains that they 
already have started on the road 
to independence prescribed by the 
last Congress.

The preliminary stage already 
has been passed. Congress has 
passed the independence act, 
known as the “Tydings-McDuffie” 
law.

T h e  Philippine Legislature, 
which in 1933 rejected the pro­
gram for independence contained 
in the Harc-Hawes-Cutting Law, 
has accepted the new Tydings- 
McDuffie law.

Matters now have arrived at 
the second stage—that of drawing

up the proposed constitution for 
the “ Philippiirc Commonwealth.” 
This is to bo a transitional govern­
ment, which will be semiautonom- 
ous, and is .scheduled to .continue 
for 10 years, after which the “ Rc- 
imblic” may be proclaimed.

Convention in Session
The Philippine Constitutional 

Convention has been in session at 
Manila since July 4, 1934. It is 
comprised of 202 delegates, sitting 
in a unicameral body. Although its 
work during the first few months 
necc.ssarily was slow, it is gxpoctccl 
to pick up six'cd in the next few 
months.

Just when the new constitution 
will be completed is uncertain. 
The Tydings-McDuffie Act stipu­
lates that the “ constitution shall 
be submitted within two years 
after the enactment of this' Act 
to the President of the United 
States.” Since the Act was en­
acted on March 24, 1934, this 
means that the conventions may 
legally continue until shortly be­
fore March 24, 1936.

Manuel L. (ijuczon. President of 
the Philippine Senate and Chair­
man of the Tenth Independence 
Mission which obtained passage of 
the independence act last .spring, 
however, believes that the consti­
tution will be completed much be­
fore the final limit.

The two youths surrendered last 
night to a filling station operator 
at Coolidge, near here, after being 
trailed by a posse of 40 officers 
siiice the slaying and subsequent 
kidnaping of four persons Satur­
day.

Surrender to Offieers
Dripping wet, near exhaustion, 

and asking ftfi- food, the two youths 
walked in H. L. Reynolds’ filling 
station and requested him to call 
officers. They surrendered to Con­
stable Henry Dennett and Deputy 
Sheriff John Cochran and were 
rushed back here by Sheriff Mob­
ley.

In the presence of a Waco News- 
Tribune reporter and several offi­
cers, the youths, who said they had 
been without food since Sunday 
morning, detailed the slaying of 
•Stewart.

Averett said he and Curry were 
walking along the Dallas highway, 
about 50 yards apart, when .Stewart 
drove by in his machine, turned 
around and came back and picked 
up Averett.

Tells of Holdup
Stewart asked him if lie was get­

ting enough to oat, Averett said, 
and then started down a side road. 
Averett said he decided to rob Ste­
wart and pulled a pistol out of a 
bundle he carried and took $1 from 
Stewart. He directed him to drive 
back on the higliway and pick up 
his partner, Curry.

Stewart grabbed his pistol and a 
bullet tore through the windshield. 
Curry intcrru’*led to say he hopped 
on the running board of the ma­
chine and attempted to climb in­
side.

“ The man had hold of Averett’s 
gun. It was ix>inted towards me 
and the car was turning all around 
among some trees, so I pulled my 

'gun out of my belt and shot him in 
the arm to stop him. I was all ex­
cited. I didn’t even know I fired 
two shots until I emptied my gun 
later. I took the wheel when he 
slumped over and drove along to a 
country road where we turned off.” 

Had Identified Pair
Reynolds, the lining sialion man. 

was the one who identified the pair- 
after Urey had visited his stauon 
Saturday night for water for the 
stolen automobile in which they 
rode with three kidnaped victims. 
It was on Reynolds’ positive identi­
fication of the yoirths that murder 
charges were filed in connection 
with the slaying of Stewart.

Averett and Curry surrendered 
only a few hours after bloodhounds 
had trailed them along a creek bed 
between Coolidge and Munger. Tne 
trail grew cold, however, when a 
heavy rain pelted the section and 
erased the scent. A posse of 40 of­
ficers, 15 of them mounted, had 
given up the , hunt until tomorrow 
after the dogs lost the trail.

Stewart, a resident of Katy, Tex., 
and an amateur actor who former­
ly studied in. the Hollywood school 
conducted by Jasephine Dillon, for­
mer wife of Clark Gable, screen 
star, was killed apparently as he re­
sisted an attempt to steal his auto­
mobile.

The youths kidnaped four per­
sons, including a rural mail carrier, 
in their flight, releasing them all 
alter using their automobiles. Since 
early Monday they had been afoot, 
dodging the posse in the brushy 
sectipn of Limestone county.
