"U .S . corn exports are 
keeping up with previous 
estimates, and sorghum 
exports are running ahead 
of last year's levels," says 
Sm ith. "Prices should not 
ease much, even with a 
large feedgraln crop this 
year, because of the strong 
export m arket."

According to April 1 acre­
age intentions, U .S . farm­
ers plan to plant si x per 
cent more acres of com. 
Texas com acreage should 
also make another increase. 
Howecer, the planting in­
tentions indicated a smaller
arghum crop. 
"Thele decrease in sorghum 

acreage could be the result 
of pessimism from the earl­
ier dry weather throughout 
the state," nt>tes Smith. 
"However, recent rains 
may cause farmers to plant 
more than was indicated 
April 1. Feedgraln planting 
is off to a good start in 
Texas and throughout the 
U .S."
More export markets,

(Washington, D .C .) - -  
Congressman Jack High­
tower today anounced 
final House approval c# 
the Beef Research and In­
formation Act, which he 
co-sponsored.

The Conference Report 
on the bill, H .R. 7656, 
passed by a margin of 
200 to 170 and is expected 
to clear the Senate with 
no difficulty.

•The victory today was 
especially satisfying," 
Hightower said, "and 
represents the culmination 
of several months of hard 
work by Individuals, agri­
cultural otganizations and 
a majority of the House 
Agriculture Committee."

Hightower singled out 
Charles E. Balhof Amar­
illo, Bcecutive Vice Pres­
ident of the Texas Cattle 
Feeders Association, and 
O. J . Barron, Jr. ofSpur, 
Chairman of the Beef 
Development Taskforce 
as two constituents who 
played important roles 
In helping get the meas­
ure enacted.

The bill was approved 
Initially by the House of 
Representatives October 
2 last year and by foe 
Senate December 2 . It 
suffered a setback Dec­
ember 15 when the House 
voted overwhelmingly to 
recommit the Conference 
Report to conference by 
vote of 263 to 112. 

Hightower said foe only 
difference In the Confer­
ence Report approved 
today and the earlier 
version was with respect 
to foe voting procedure*.

"The Conference Re­
port approved today con­

tained the language of 
foe original House-app­
roved b ill,"  foe Con­
gressman said. "It 
provides for a ll eligible 
voters to register at 
least 10 days prior to a 
referendum to be con­
ducted by foe U .S . De­
partment of Agriculture. 
The Beef Board would be­
come operational only if 
two thirds of those voting 
agreed and a majority of 
the beef producers voted."

The Congressman said 
there had been intense 
lobbying against the bill 
by organized consumer 
groups and most recently 
by various labor organi­
zations.

The bill as approved re­
commends that the Sec­
retary of Agriculture name 
five consumer advisors to 
the board.

Hightower said the bill 
was not a government 
handout, but provided 
Congressional affirmation 
to the concept foat foe 
beef Industry should have 
the opportunity to help 
Itself.

"As I stated when the 
House passed the original 
bill," he said, "the House 
has taken a positive step 
toward enacting legislation 
that will be of benefit to 
all Americans, at no cost 
to the taxpayeit. It is 
seldom we are given such 
an opportunity.

Mailbox 
Improvement 

Week
"Mailbox Improvement 

Week," a traditional 
Spring observance which 
contributes to Improved 
security and appearance 
of the nation's nearly 24 
million mailboxes, will 
be held May 17-22 this 
year. Postmaster Ray 
Robertson said today.

Held annually, tlus 
event has long served as 
the starting signal for 
community efforts to re­
pair, repaint and make 
other improvements to 
the nation's approximately 
24 million rural, curb­
line and star route m ail­
boxes, 130 of which are 
served by the Spearman 
post office.

Postmasters in many 
communities around the 
country have led civic 
groups, die press and

municipal governments 
in the spring campaigns 
to "spruce up" the mail 
receptacles often damag­
ed by severe winter 
wearner.

"Because more Ameri­
cans receive their mail 
today on rural routes than 
ever before, "Mailbox 
Improvement Week' is 
more important than when 
first observed generations 
ago in rural areas and 
small comminities," 
Postmaster Robertson said.

Postal Service rural 
carries serve approximate­
ly 13.5 million families 
along some 32,480 rural 
routes.

Rural mail service began 
in 1896. In those days 
many makeshift recept­
acles were used as m ail­
boxes. One favorite was 
a tin can nailed to a tree. 
Today, manufacturets 
provide a variety of 
modem mailbox designs 
for use with decorative 
posts in cooperation with 
die Postal Service.

"Customers who prefer 
other designs than the 
traditional mailbox may 
check with me for a list 
of manufacturers making 
approved optional designs," 
Postmaster Robertson said, 
" la m  also authorized 
to approve custom -made 
mailboxes when they 
comply with the postal 
regulations."

I commend you for the 
fine job of reporting the 
news as it relates to fires. 
You have helped to bring 
to the attention of the 
public the consequences 
of a fire. Almost daily 
we learn of a tragic loss 
of life, because of fire, 
through the various news­
reporting services.

As a fire chief it's my 
job to try to keep those 
news-worthy fires from 
happening. You could 
help me do that. With 
your help, I believe, we 
could cut those figures 
drastically.

I'm  sure that your ex­
perience as a news repor­
ter has made you aware

that most lire deaths are 
caused by somke and toxic 
gases. An early warning 
of these conditions would 
save most of these vic- 
tums of fire. There are 
many such devices avail­
able to the public today 
for less than $50, but how 
do we convince people 
to use them . It's  tragic 
when people will spend 
$100 for fire Insurance to 
protect their property and 
will not spend half of 
hat amount to protect 
_ieir families. When you 
realize that the $50 is a 
one -tim e payment, it's 
really a lot less than half.

The point of my letter 
is that I want you to do 
something--when you re­
port a fire why not te ll 
the public that "No smoke 
detection was installed 
in the building."

If you could include just 
one more sentence in your 
report, it may turn the 
picture around for us. I 
will try to do my part by 
asking fire chiefs all over 
the country to report to 
the news media all cases 
that we believe did not 
become news-worthy be­
cause of early waring by 
smoke detection.

I'm  not asking you to 
try to manage or make 
news, only tell it like 
it is; and I believe the 
news may change.

Reese Jarvis.

The first Mother's Day 
proclamation was issued by 
the governor of West V ir­
ginia in 1910 along with 
Oklahoma also making spe­
cial note of this date. The 
idea caught on and by 1911 
there was not a state in the 
Union which did not have 
its own observances.

On May 9. 1914, Presi­
dent Woodrow Wilson is­
sued his Mother's Day pro­
clamation designating the 
second Sunday in May as 
Mother's Day--thereby, 
making it an official na­
tional observance.

Flowers and gifts have be­
come the order of the day 
and remembrances are not 
only sent to one's own m o­
ther but to mothers-in-law, 
grandmothers, aunts, and

Sixty eight years after the 
fitit actual observance of 
the occasion, Mother's Day 
1916 will be no exception 
to the beautiful customs and 
thoughts which have already 
been established. Many a 
mother's heart will beat a 
hit faster and her spirits be 
raised a bit higher because 
you thought to remember 
her on Mother's Day, May 
9, 1976!
