A list of highly erodible soils was
recently released by the USDA Soil
Conservation Service as mandated by
the Food Security Act of 1985, The list
revealed that all land in Hansford
County is highly erodible.

The conservation compliance pro-
visions of the Act denies most USDA
farm program benefits to farmers who
farm highly erodible land unless the
land is being farmed in accordance
iwht a conservation plan approved by
