Hordes of fr«id crickets have 
invaded parts of Hansford 
County, creating a nuisance in 
some areas and causing minor 
damage.

Large numbers of crickets 
usually occur in the fall follow­
ing prolonged dry weather in 
the spring and summer, points 
out Jim Smith, County Agent 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System If 
temperatures get cooler and 
rains occur, increased nui­
sance will occur from massive 
migration from yards and 
fields into homes and other 
lighted areas.

Field crickets can damage 
ornamental and garden plants. 
Inside homes and other build­
ings they become a nuisance 
and may occasionally feed on 
fabrics, especially clothing 
stained with perspiration or 
food.

Smith suggests cleaning 
yard and garden areas to 
reduce cricket feeding and 
breeding sites. This includes 
destroying weeds and dense 
vegetation around homes and 
other buildings and removing 
piles of bricks, stones, wood 
and other debris where crick­
ets may hide.

Eliminating outside lights at 
night also helps keep crickets 
away from buildings, and mak­
ing sure that all screens and 
doors fit tightly will help keep 
the pests out of the home.

As far as insecticides are

concerned, Smith advises 
spraying a band from 5 to 20 
feet wide around foundation 
walls and treating window and 
door faces, crawl spaces, door 
thresholds, and around gar­
bage cans and wood piles to 
keep crickets from moving 
indoors. Effective insecticides 
for outdoor use include chlor- 
pvftfos (Dursban R). diazinon, 
malathion. propox ur tBaygon 
R), resm ethrin. carbary! 
tSevin R) and metaldehyde, 
tbe latter two as baits.

Application of Insecticides 
indoors will only be minimum- 
h effective points out Smith. 
Residual sprays as chlorpyri- 
fos, diazinon. propoxur, ans 
resmethrin applied to the 
baseboards, closets, under 
stairways, and wherever crick­
ets are hiding may be helpful.

Be sure and use insecticides 
according to label directions, 
reminds Smith.

NECKLINE NEWS
A neckline makes a tremen­

dous difference when it comes 
to flattery and the effective­
ness of a total fashion look.

A well-chosen collar or neck­
line can actually draw atten­
tion away from figure flaws by 
making the neckline an eye­
holding focal point. For el- 
ample. the fashion experts tell 
us that ideally, hips and 
shoulders should have the 
illusion of equal width. A 
neckline or collar can help 
create that illusion.

Wide shoulders can be 
"narrowed" with an open 
convertible collar or deep V. 
Likewise, narrow shoulders 
can be “ widened" with hori­
zontal lines such as bateaus, or

The small-busted figure can 
be enhanced by full, blousy 
tops with eye-catching neck­
line details that give the 
illusion of better proportion. 
The full-busted figure looks 
best in simple, uncluttered 
designs that bring flattering 
attention to the face. Large 
collars and high, fussy details 
such as ruffles should be 
avoided and flat collar varia­
tions that are open at the neck 
used instead.

Be sure to study pattern 
details and different views so 
you can select the neck varia­
tions that best meet your 
figure and wardrobe needs.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution

91 proposes a constitution­
al amendment which re­
quires a county with a pop­
ulation of 30,000 or more 
to be divided into not less 
than four nor more than 
eight justice of the peace 
precincts. A county with a 
population of 18,000 or 
more but less than than
30.000 shall be divided into 
not less than two nor more 
than five justice of the 
peace precincts. A cosuty 
with a population' of less 
than 18,000 shall be des 
ignated as a single justice 
of the peace precinct or. 
upon a finding of neces­
sity by the commissioner 
court, shall be divided into 
more than one justice of 
the peace precinct but not 
more than four, The 
amendment provides fur­
ther, that in any precinct 
in which there is a city 
with a population of 18,000 
or more, two justices of 
the peace shall be elected 
The amendment allows a 
justice of the peace, con­
stable or commissioner to 
continue in office until the 
expiration of his term, al­
though a chtinge in pre­
cinct boundar es results in 
the officer no longer being

improvements on the land- 
The constitutional require­
ment that, at the lime of

designation, an urban 
homestead not exceed ten 
thousand dollars in value 
without reference to the 
value of any improvements 
on the land would be elim­
inated.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend­
ment replacing the limi­
tation on the value of an 
urban homestead with a 
limitation based on size."

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution

1 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that authorizes 
political subdivisions to ex­
empt votemns’ organiza­
tions front ad valorem tax­
ation on their property. 
The amendment requires 
that the veterans' organi­
zations he chartered hy the 
United States Congress, 
he composed of members 
or former members nf the 
United States Armed
Forces, and be organized 
for patriotic and public 
service purposes. The
amendment provides, fur­
ther, that poPtical subdi­
visions muy exempt fra­
ternal organizations from 
ad valorem taxation on 
their property. The amend­
ment requires that the 
finternal organizations be 
organized to perform and 
be primarily engaged in 
charitable or benevolent 
functions. The legislature 
would h ■ authorized to i-n- 
nrt laws that picscrilu- eli­
gibility requirements for 
fraternal organizations to 
benefit from the exemp­
tion and tu pass legisla­
tion limiting the types or 
amount of property owned 
by a fraternal organiza­
tion which may he exempt­
ed from ntl valorem taxa­
tion,

follows: "The constitu­
tional amendment to au­
thorize taxing units to 
exempt from taxation 
property of certain vet­
erans' and fraternal or­
ganizations,"

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution

7<l proposes a constitution­
al amendment to authorize 
the Legislature to provide, 
by local or general law, a 
method hy which judges 
of statutoiy courts with 
probate jurisdiction mnv 
lie assigned to any other 
statutory court with pro­
bate jurisdiction and to 
any constitutional County 
court in any county in the 
state.

The proposed amend* 
ment will nppear on the 
ballot as follows: "Thr 
constitutional amend­
ment providing for as­
signment of judges of 
statutory probate courts 
to other statutory coun­
ty courts with probate

jurisdiction and to coun­
ty courts."

PROPOSITION NO.
10 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
17 proposes a constitution­
al amendment that autho­
rizes the Legislature to 
enact laws which would 
allow a city or town to ex­
pend public funds to relo­
cate or replace sanitation 
sewage laterals on private 
property if done in con­
junction with the replace­
ment or relocation of sani­
tation sewer mains seiving 
the property. The amend­
ment requires that the law 
authorize the city or town 
to affix a lien on the pri­
vate property, with the 
consent of the owner, to 
cover the coats of the re­
placement or relocation of 
the sewer laterals on the 
property. The hen may not 
be enforced until five 
years have expired since 
the date the lien was a f­
fixed. The amendment 
provides, further, that the 
law require that the costs 
of the replacement or re­
location of the sewer lat­
erals on the private prop­
erty be assessed against 
the property with repay­
ment to he amortized over 
n period not to exceed five 
years and a t an interest 
l ate provided by taw. '

PROPOSITION NO,
11 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
13 proposes a constitution­
al amendment that would 
change the Board of Par­
dons and Paroles from a 
constitutional agency to 
a statutory agency and 
would eliminate the Gov- 
c rinu's power to revoke 
paroles. The Legislature 
would be authorized to 
establish the Board of 
Pardons and Paroles and 
to require it to maintain 
records of its actions and 
the reasons for its actions. 
The amendment would em­
power the Legislature to 
enact parole taws. Consti­
tutional language specify­
ing the qualifications and 
terms of office for mem­
bers of the Board of Par­
dons nnd Paroles is elimi­
nated. The constitutional 
language governing the 
composition of the Board 
of Pardons and Paroles 
and the manner of filling 
vacancies on the Board is 
eliminated.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: ‘‘The 
constitutional amend­
ment to change the 
Hoard of Pardons and 
Paroles from a constitu­
tional agency to a statu­
tory agency and to give 
the board power to re­
voke paroles."
