Dec. 10. on the basis 
of his experience and back­
ground. noting he is a fiscal 
conservative with positive pro­
posed programs for business 
and jobs, farming and ranching 
las a Panhandle rancher and 
farmer he stands for 100 per 
cent of parity), senior citizens 
and education.

Mengden spoke at length in 
comparing Price's legislative 
record compared to that of his 
opponent in Saturday's voting, 
and stressed the need for a more 
conservative voice in Austin to 
represent the 31st District.
