WTSU Football
in Jeopardy!!

It is no secret. The WTSU football
program is in jeopardy. And the
ex-students from the Canyon college
just haven't come to the rescue of the
school! The football program at WT
was in trouble already, as it showed a
$150,000 deficit, and it was compoun-
ded this week when ranking Texas
legislators tacked onto the 1977.78
Appropriations Bill, already being
framed in Austin, a rider that prohibits
state funds being used for salaries of
athletic coaches who do not carry a full
teaching load.

This would rule out some $145,000 in
pay for WTSU coaches and push the
possible deficit for athletics next year to
almost $300,000. This is more than can
be made up from outside most obser-
vers believe. This sharp limitation will
apply not only to West Texas State, but
to a number of other smaller colleges
over Texas whose income from sports
attendance - primarily football - does
not offset the cost of the sport. Of
course, this does not affect the larger
colleges, whose football programs pay
for many things other than football!

In the past season, WTSU football
averaged 3,400 regular paid tickets for
home games. This doesn’t include
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student tickets and non-paid admissions
but the income is far below the need
to keep the program at WT going.

This is no new situation. The school
for years had a surplus fund that was
drawn on each year to meet the athletic
deficit. This fund ran out more than a
year ago and left a $125,000 need that
private fund raising efforts covered the
past year

The deficit goes back beyond the
tenure of WTSU Athletic Director Gene
Mayfield, who is head coach for the
West Texas Buffalo football team.

Coach Mayfield is at the center of the
controversy and has been called on by
the regents for suggestions to meet the
money crisis. Mayfield's contract, for
$31,250 a year, is one of the items in the
fund crunch. Mayfield has retained a
lawyer, apparently to protect the three
years left on his contract.

A special 4-member study committee
is due to report to a full board meeting
on Jan. 18 with some recommendations.
This meeting date has been changed to
Jan. 6, apparently to let the football
players seek other schools, if the
football program is dropped at mid-
term.

It is rather strange that our own

Texas legislators, which are influenced
by our teachers, would come up with &
program like this. Most football fans
favor a coach teaching some in the
school where he is coaching, but to put &
coach on a full teaching load will also
eliminate several teaching positions
from other teachers! Apparently, the
legislators were not influenced by the
teachers, but went ahead on their own
with this type of legislation! The bill
could be a blow to the entire athletic
program in every school in the state if
this type of legislation continues
course, the taxpayer is willing to do
about anything to help save a dollar’
But, to do away with a football program
in a school the size of WT could set a
precedent for the entire state. We will
only have a few Southwest Conference
schools left in the state, and they could
be next to do away with their athletic
programs!

Whatever happens, football fans in
the entire Panhandle are watching with
interest to see the results. Will football
go the same direction as our small
country stores, our hospitals and our
small farms? It is quite possible that it
will. But with it goes a great American
tradition of weekend enjoyment for
thousands.

Federal Land Ba;lk Reduces Interest Rate

Robert R. Williams, Jr.,
Manager of the Spearman-
Pampa Federal Land Bank
Association of Pampa, an-
nounced today that The Fed-
eral Land Bank of Houston
will reduce the interest bill-
ing rate oh variable rate
loans to 8 percent. This
reduction will be effective on
January 1, 1977, and will
affect $980 million in variable
rate loans to 17,100 Texas
farmers and ranchers. This

billing rate change will be
effective on both farm loans
and rural residence loans.
The variable rate loan was
introduced by the Houston
Bank in July, 1969 and allows
the rate to fluctuate with
variations in the money mar-
ket. Improvements in the
money market have made
this billing reduction possi-
ble. Mr. Williams stated,

They gave each other pre-
sents on New Year's Day--at
first the gifts were very
simple but became more
expensive as time went on.
Roman senators and the
Roman Emperor each re-
ceived many presents--some
from those who curried fa-
vors from them.

The present giving idea
spread to Persia (now Iran)
and the ancient Persians
started the custom of giving
eggs to their friends (it is not
recorded if one gave a good
egg to a “‘good egg’’ and a
rotten egg to a “‘bad egg’’),
following the idea that an
egg hatches into life and thus
the custom meant somewhat
the same thing as ‘‘turning
over a new leaf"’.

It came as a bit of shock to
the Romans when they in-
vaded England for they
found the Druid priests cele-
brating New Year on March
10th (shades of IRS). The
priests cut off branches of
mistletoe which grew on
their sacred oak trees and
gave them to the people for
charms.

custom.

New Year's Day actually
came into existence as a holy
day in the Christian Church
in 487 A.D. and at first,
parties were not allowed on
this day for the pagans had
followed that custom.

the 1500's when the Gregor-
ian Calendar was introduced.
The Jewish New Year is
celebrated about the time of
the autumnal equinox in late

WACO--A delegation of
450 Texans from 111 counties
will attend the 57th annual
meeting of the American
Farm Bureau Federation
Jan. 9-12 in Honolulu.

The Texans will fly from
Dallas Jan. 6 and return Jan.
16. In addition to attending
the AFBF convention, they
will also tour the main
Hawaiian Islands.

Delegates from 49 states
(all except Alaska) and Puer-
to Rico will adopt national
policies to guide the 2.7
million member general farm
organization next year.

Major issues to be re
solved include government
farm programs, taxation,
spending, inflation, interna-
tional trade, and the adverse
impact of federal regulatory
agencies on food production.

More than 12,000 farm and
ranch people from all over
the nation are expected to
attend the convention in
Honolulu’s Blaisdell Center.

Main speakers will include
AFBF President Allan Grant;
Ambassador Frederick B.
Dent, U. S. special repre-
sentative to the General
Irade Negotiations in Gene-
va; and Shirley Temple
Black, chief of protocol for
the State Department and
former U.S. representative to
the United Nations.

By virtue of its member-
ship of 195,571--third largest
in the nation--Texas will send
14 voting delegates to the
meeting.

Also representing the TFB
in youth events at the con-
vention will be state winners
of queen contest, talent find,
discussion meet, and out-
standing young farmer-
rancher contest.
