AUSTIN — The argticipaled
abundant 1966 wildlife harvest
has been borne out by actual
successes in most hunting
categories, reports the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department.

Delighted with the results of
the state’s wildlife management
one of the greatest pverall game
bags in modern times. Natural-
ly, they know it was all poss-

ible because of an extraordin-
ary ecombination of weather and
planming, ’
Deéer not .only -are reported
plentiful but - field men agree
the condition “of trophies and
venison was never better. The
wild turkey hgrvest also has

been satisfactory.
From the Panhandle to deep

south Texas, the quail crop has
the scatter gunners exlaiming
about a seemingly endless sur-
plus, They ecstatically have re-
sponded to wildlife biologists’
observations that, unless there
is a substantial harvest of the
bobwhites and blues that seem
to prevail in egually enormous
numbers, there will be an in-
evitable heavy dieoff, mainly
from predators, disease and
statvation.

The . technicians stress that
this is. also true of deer since
many ranges -are struggling to
sustain a bulging deef populat-
ion totaling possibly more than
the conservative pre-season es-
timates of 2,500,000,

Even participants in the pub-
lic hunts conducted by the De-
partment on its wildlife man-
agement areas have; had con-
spicuous succéss. For example.
on the Matador Area near Pad-

ucah. 37 -quail  hunters bagged
219 birds on the first day. Qn

wheat land or all of his grain
