The class of *41! Welcome- 

to your reunion this Saturday 
night, at Martin's Steak Gar- 
Den. in Spearman. Your 
Editor dug out the old papers 
of 1940-41 this week, and had 
to take a look at what really 
happened in those good old 
days! Well. 1 can sure remem­
ber my class-room days at 
SHS! Possibly the most vivid 
memory was when 1 played 
football with the Lynx Team. I 
played 2 years, and our team 
had a perfect record. We 
never won a game!

I always will remember 
those days, some of them with 
a great deal of confusion! We 
would travel to Follett or 
Shattuck, and those football 
teams had real pretty black and 
yellow uniforms, and even had 
socks, that pulled up to their 
knees. If I am not wrong, we 
played pretty well in whatever 
we could "find to wear" when 
we played for the Lynx in our 
1940-41! 1 always will remem­
ber our trip to White Deer. I 
had never seen a high school 
boy with a heavy beard. 
Everyone on White Deer's 
team had the heaviest beard I 
believe I ever saw! That 
was the night that Deacon 
Clements and Lowell Roberts 
received broken arms, collar 
bones, etc., and we had Ray 
Robertson (our present post­
master) warming up on the 
side line to go in the game. So 
help me. I can still see Ray 
running up and down the 
side-lines. He was in the 7th 
greade. and he had on a pair of 
tennis shoes that had to be 18 
inches long.

For the pan several mon­
ths, personnel throughout 
the Texas Department of 
Health Resources, public 
health regions, and local 
health departments, all 
across the state have been 
building up to the massive 
effort required for a success 
ful National Influenza Im ­
munization Campaign. Ac­
cording to Dt. Fratis L .
Duff, Director of Health 
Resource* and head of die 
Texas Department of Health 
Resources, the program Is 
still " on schedule" in spite 
of uncertainties at the 
national level.

"It appears at dlls time 
we have the bivalent vaccine 
for the elderly and chroni­
cally ill by late August,*
Dr, Duff said recently. He 
added that a second vaccine 
for the rest of the population 
should be ready sometime 
in September.

According to Dr. Duff, 
the bivalent vaccine "is a 
combination vaccine con­
sisting of the A^lew Jersey 
strain (SwineFlu), and the 
A/Victoria strain which is 
currently circulating in 
T exas." The combined vac­
cine is intended only for 
persons over 65 yeats cf age, 
or victims of chronic i l l ­
nesses such as diabftes, 
kidney disease, emphysema, 
and to on. In cases o f doubt. 
Dr. Dttff suggests that a 
person contact his private

ments will be running w e ll- 
publlcized clinics for those 
who do not have a family 
physician." He said that 
the public health clinics 
will be operated in virtually
every community in Texas.

A program of mis sc 
requires not only a lar
effort on die part of public 
health pesonnel, but many 
volunteers as w ell. Dr. Duff 
said, "We welcome the 
volunteers. We ate certainly 
glad to have them on the 
team ."

The program is being co ­
ordinated on a statewide 
basis by the Department of 
Health Resources end the 
First Lady's Volunteer Pro­
gram. Dr. Duff Explained,
Z fi.-  i

rt txpi
'T h e  First Lady’s Volunteer 
program is an agency of die 
Governor's Office, and of 
course M b . Dolph Briscoe, 
the Governor's wife, is die 
leader of the organization. 
The First Lady's program 
has taken a very active 
role and is superintending 
all of the procurement and 
use of volunteets In this 
program."

According to Dr. Duff, 
the voluntees will be used 
basically in two ways. "One 
is assisting at the clin ics," 
he said. *There ate many 
jobs at the clinics that 
voluntees can do. The other 
to assisting in getting the 
word to die entire popu­
lation of Texas ax to the 
need for taking the flu 
vaccine and where and when 
die local clinics will be 
held ."

Although tome questions 
have been raised as to the 
practicality and even the 
necessity of the mass flu 
immunization campaign.
Dr. Duff feels such doubts 
are misplaced.

"If  you would read the 
literature about the great 
influenza epidemic of 
1918-1919, mere would be 
no doubt in your mind,"
Dr. Duff said. "Five hun­
dred thousand people In 
the United States died, 
many of them within 24 
houn after they got sick. 
Even the Atlan nil epide-

single vaccine providing 
protection against the A /- 
New Jersey m ain of flu.

As soon as die vaccines 
arrive from the four phar­
m aceutical companies that 
are producing them (all 
under contract to the fed­
eral government), they will 
be distributed a:ron die 
state, for administration to 
the public.

"Private physicians, pan­
ic ulary pediatricians and 
famByphysiclans, have 
given flu shots for yean, 
and they will continue,"
Dr. Duff said. In addition.

mated to have killed about 
70 ,000 people. The most 
recent large-scale epidemic 
that we*ve had. In 1968- 
69, wai a relatively small 
one. It killed about 33 ,000 
people and to estimated 
to have con $4 billion.
Now, If you will look at 
that kina of background,
I think you can agree, we 
don't need another Influenza 
epidemic In this country.” 

Furthermore, Dr. Dun 
stressed, anyone who 
waits for the epidemic to 
stan before gening a flu 
foot may have watted too 
long. He explained that 
it takes about two weela 
after the vaccine to ad­
ministered for a person to 
be effectively protected. 
Once the flu virus has 
reached a community, 
it might spread forougiout 
a large part of the popu­
lation faster than the peo­
ple could be immunized.

Only one outbreak of 

cattle scabies--In Neb­
raska—was reported nation­
wide during June, the U.
S . Department of Agri­
culture (USDA) reports.
T hb compares with four 
outbreak in June, 1975.

The Une outbreak brings 
to 77 the number of cases 
found In 10 states during 
the past 12 months. Thu 
b a sharp Increase over the 
45 cases In the previous 
12 months.

The Nebraska case was 
In Fillmore County. Ac­
cording to offlcU b of US 
Da 's Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service 
(APHIS), quarantines have 
been place on affected

premises. The quarantines 
will not be lifted until 
such cattle are treated with 
permitted pesticide* under 
federal or state supervision 
and found free of scabies 
mite Infestations.

APHIS offlcU b said scab- 
let outbreak cannot be 
prevented without the help 
of rancheis. Cattlemen 
ate urged to check their 
stock regularly and report 
suspected scabies to their 
veterinarians, or federal 
or state animal health 
o fflcU b . Symptoms of the 
dbease Include constant 
ta il switching, scratching, 
scabby tores, rubbing ag­
ainst objects, and hair pat­
ches on fences.
