Naman Says 

Farm Bill 

Is Good
In a letter to the twenty 

Texas congressmen who voted 
for the recently passed House 
version o f the farm b ill,  state 
Fanners Union president Jay 
Naman o f  Waco expressed 
commendation and apprecia­
tion for their favorable vote.

Naman stated that the pas­
sage o f the farm b ill was a 
great victory for the farmers 
and ranchers o f Texas; and 
that the result would be in­
creased net farm income in 
addition to a reduction o f gov ­
ernment costa and prevention 
o f the further accumulation 
o f excessive government 
stocks o f surplus farm com ­
modities.

He said that the "great ma­
jority o f Texas farmers is in 
strong support o f the concepts 
embodied in this legislation ."

"Farmers Union has made 
dramatic membership gains 
in 1965. . . and I feel that 
our opportunities for growth 
in Texas are unlimited be­
cause we support the farm po­
licy  views o f most com mer­
cial fam ily farmers," Naman 
told the congressman.

Farmers Union has tradi­
tionally supported the direct 
payment concepts which were 
extended to wheat and cotton 
in the recent legislation. The 
enactment o f a four year 
commodity program, 100 per 
cent o f parity on domestical­
ly consumered wheat,a dairy 
b ill including manufacturing 
m ilk , and retention o f the 
present rice program were 
supported by the Farmers Un­
ion.

Farmers Union sponsored a 
Washington Flier Project un­
der the auspices o f which six­
ty Texas farmers and ranchers 
were flown to Washington 
during the time the farm Dill 
was being considered by the 
congress.

WASHINGTON -  The 
birth rat* continued to decline 
during June, with an estimated
310.000 babies being bom as 
compared with 331 000 in June 
1964. the Public Health Service 
reported today.

The rate was 19 4 births for 
each 1.000 population, down 
from a rate of 21 1 a year ear­
lier

For the 12 months ended June 
90 there were an estimated 3,-
900.000 births, compared with 4,-
001.001 in the similar period 
ended with June 1964

It now appears certain this 
will be the first year since 1953 
in which the number of births 
has not exceeded four million 
The service also reported that 
the number of marriages in 
June — usually considered the 
month with the most marriages 
— dropped below the 1964 June 
figure -  226.000 and 229 000 
Since population has increased, 
the rate was 14 2 per 1.000 pop­
ulation in this June and 14.6 a 
year earlier
