Post Offices responsibilities
are limited to handing out
Registra‘ion Forms and pam-
phlet, * Selective Service and
You."

The registrant must PRINT
their date of birth; full name;
current mailing address; per-
manent residence address (if
different from current address);
current phone number; signa-
ture of registrant.

The registrant then takes the
completed card back to the post
office window with his identifi-
cation (driver’s license or social

security, etc.); the postal official
will check the card for complete-
ness; post mark the card; and
mail it to the Selective Service
System for the registrant.

Post offices will not have any
other information, such as,
draft deferments or how regi-
stration will affect them, etc. All
inquiries by registrants concer-
ning such questions will have to
be answered by the Selective
Service and not by the Postal
Service. The only role of the
Postal Service in this process is
to handle the registration itself.

After August 1, 1980, post
offices will have available Regi-
stration Forms for registrants
who were unable to register
July 21 through July 31, as well
as, Change of Information
Forms to report future change
of address.

The Selective Service System
will correspond with each regi-
strant in due time after they
receive the Registration Card.

Farmer-Owned
Reserve Released

WASHINGTON, July 8--
“New agreement’’ wheat may
be redeemed by producers
from the farmer-owned grain
reserve without penalty, a
USDA official announced today.
The national average market
price for wheat is $3.75 per
bushel, the reserve release level
for new agreement wheat, New
agreement wheat is wheat in
reserve agreements entered in-
to or renegotiated after Jan. 7.

Ray Fitzgerald, executive
vice president of USDA’s Com-
modity Credit Corporation, said
farmers may sell their reserve
wheat after repaying their CCC
price support loans. Release of
the reserve does not require
farmers to redeem or sell their
grain at this time.

Farmers with farm-stored re-
serve grain must request a
release from the county office of
USDA's Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation Service
before removing the grain for
sale.

The $3.75 price level at which
new agreement wheat is releas-
ed form the reserve is based on
150 percent of the $2.50 per-
bushel national loan rate for

Data used by CCC in deter-
mining the release level include
five-day average prices as re-
ported by USDA’s Agricultural
Marketing Service which show
prices bid by buyers at selected
markets.

The daily markets reviewed
by CCC for wheat are Chicago,
Portland, Kansas City and
Minneapolis. The five-day
average of these market prices,
adjusted to reflect prices recei-
ved by farmers, was the basis
for today's action, Fitzgerald
said.

the sun or overexert during
extreme heat and humidity this
summer, you may get heat
cramps, heat exhaustion, or
possibly even the rare but
serious heatstroke.

Avoiding these hot-weather
complications is more than
simply a matter of staying in
cool or air-conditioned areas
and walking on the shady side
of the street - as important as
those precautions are. You'll
also need to pay afttention to
medically sound preventive
steps.

1. Wear loose-fitting, light-
colored clothing that refleets the
sun’s rays and allows for better
sweat evaporation, and wear a
wide-brimmed hat added pro-
tection.

2. Avoid sudden changes of
temperature, such as dashing
from an air-conditioned build-
ing to a hot side-walk or car.
Before getting into a car that’s
been parked in the sun, open it
up for a few minutes.

3. Stick to cool drinks and
food, and salt your food liberal-
ly. Salt tablets are seldom
necessary if you have a well-bal-
ancea diet. If you feel the need
for salt tablets, check first with
your doctor. (See #12.)

4. Don’t overeat. Don't over-
indulge in alcoholic drinks. your
body system needs extra water
in hot weather, whether or not
your thirst sensation increases.
Drink water often, even when
you don’t feel the urge.

S. Acclimate yourself by
limiting exposure to the sun or
strenuous outdoor activities to
just 1S minutes on the first hot
day, adding 15-30 minutes each
day over a week or 10 days.

6. Avoid outdoor physical
activity between 10 a.m. and 2
p.m. whenever possible.

7. When you exercise in the
heat, take a 5-10 minutes break
every half-hour. Don’t exercise
just before or after meals.

8. Drink plenty of water or
salted lemonade when you're
exercising. You may have heard
that drinking water when you're
hot and active will bring on
stomach cramps, but it is not
true; you need to keep up your
water intake to replace what
you'rc losing in sweat - so drink
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when you're thirsty.

9. Also take precautions
when-ever the humidity is high
during a heat wave. When the
relative humidity gets above 60
percent, the air won’t absorb as
much sweat as your body needs
to get rid of, and by 75 percent
relative humidity, it won't ab-
sorb any. This, coupled with
high temperatures, is particu-
larly dangerous.

10. If the weather is hot and
dry, you may feel sweaty, but in
high temperatures you indeed
are sweating; the dry air is
evaporating the sweat so effec-
tively that you don’t get damp
skin or soaked clothes. Drink
plenty of water; don't be lulled
by the false idea that you're not
losing any.

11. Take extra care when the
offiical temperature is higher
than 85 degrees F. If the official
temperature is, say, 95 degrees
F, it may be well over 105
degrees F on a tennis court or in
your backyard garden, even in
the shade. Official readings are
often taken from towers or high
buildings.

12. If you are on a low-salt or

salt-free diet, or if you have a
chorinic disease - heart disease,
hypertenison, diabetes, or lung
disease, for example--high heat
and humidity will put an
especially heavy burden on you.
Consult your doctor before
engaging in any unusual activi-
ty or changing your salt intake.

13. If you do feel the effects of
heat and humidity - unexplain-
ed stomack or arm and leg
cramps, extreme fatigue, nau-
sea, headache, or dizziness - get
medical attention as soon as
possible.
