In a
mrcc-'\‘c!r sludy funded by the
U.S. Department of Health the
Human Services, Lifeline was
proven to be an effective
response program for both
medical and enviromental
emergencies. The study
showed that it was particularly
useful to frail and elderly and

people who live
alone. Lifeline provides reas-
surance to the users and their
families that help is available
when needed.

Lifeline consitsts of three
parts:

l:d Electronic equipment lo-
cated in your home, A
help button and hom?:li:
linked to your telephone are
used to summon emergency
assistance.

2) An emergency response
center, located at the hospital,
where trained personel pro-
vide 24 hour/day coverage.

3) People who have agreed
to respond to your call for
help. They're sent immediate-
ly in the event of any emergen-
cy.
Lifeline/The Emergency Re-
sponse System program serves
the 25 counties of the Texas

Panhandle. Clients are served
in emergencies by their local
EMS ambulance and are taken
to the hospital of their choice.

Lifeline has three types of
payment based on income:
private, semi-private, and the
Texas Department of Human
Resources.

The purpose of this meeting
will be the formation of a
Lifeline Task Force so that
Lifeline will be able to serve
the communities of Spearman,
Gruver, Waka, Farnsworth,
and Perryton.
