Scabies
Regulations
Changed
A change in federal 

regulations will require 
cattle owners to waive 
all claims against the 
federal government when 
their cattle are treated for 
scabies, reports the U. S . 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA).

Officials of USDA's An­
imal and Plant Health In­
spection S ervice (APHIS) 
explained that cattle in­
fested with or exposed to 
scabies mites are routinely 
treated with a USDA-per­
mitted pesticide dip.
This must be done under 
APHIS supervision or 
control, before the animals 
can be certified for inter­
state shipment.

Occasionally, when 
losses result from such 
treatments cattle ownets 
have filed damage claims 
against the government.

The new regulation con­
forms to a similar waiver 
provision covering canle 
treated for fever ticks-a

Erevision that hat long been 
i effect, APHIS officials 

said.
The change announced 

covering scabies treatments 
was first proposed in the 
O ct. 22. 1975, Federal 
Register. The public was 
allowed 32 days to comment 
on the proposal, resulting 
in only one advetse com­
ment. Thus, the new wa­
iver rule will become eff­
ective on Jan . 28 . A 
complete text of the change

Don't get alarmed if 

you see school children 
outdoors growing veget­
ables, tending bird feed­
ers, or collecting water 
samples from a miniature 
pond.

They might be studying 
nature in an outdoor 
classroom—a new concept 
in environmental education.

Warren Proctor, district 
conservationist for US DA 
Soil Conservation Service 
at Spearman, said per­
sonnel from his agency 
have helped Texas schools 
plan and Install 487 out­
door classrooms. And 
die number grows every 
week.

Here in Hansford County 
we have an outdoor lab­
oratory on the Sanders 
ranch that can be used by

can study plants, trees, 
grassa, soils, rocks, 
wildlife and other things 
of nature.

Another outdoor labora­
tory has been established 
south of G ruver on the 
Holt ranch and classa 
from the G ruver Schools 
use it frequently. Mr.

The history of Hansford 

County is full of color 
and excitement. Pethaps 
one of the most exciting, 
or shall we say, frighten­
ing occurences was the 
Texas duststorm. In die 
following passage from 
S teinbeck's "G rapes of 
Wrath", the authenticity 
of those black days be­
comes real. For some of 
you, the duststorms, as 
Steinbeck recalls, are 
vivid to your memory; for 
others, it seems a fictitious 
story.

A gentle wind followed 
the rain clouds, driving 
them on northward, a wind 
that softly clashed the 
drying com. A day went 
by and die wind increased, 
steady, unbroken by gusts. 
The dust from the roads 
fluffed up and spread out 
and fell on the weeds be­
side the fields, and fell in­
to the fields a little way.
Now the wind grew strong 
and hard and it worked at 
the rain crust in the com 
fields. Little by little the 
sky was darkened by the 
mixing dust, and the wind 
fell over the earth, loosened 
the dust, and carried it 
away. Hie wind grew 
stronger. The rain crust 
broke and the dust lifted up 
out of the fields and drove 
gray plumes into the air 
like sluggish smoke. The 
com threshed the wind and 
made a dry rushing sound. 
The finest dust did not settle 
back to earth now, but 
disappeared into the dark­
ening sky.

The wind grew stronger, 
carried up straws and old 
leaves, and even little 
clods, marking its coutse 
as it sailed across the fields. 
The air and the sky darkened 
and through them the sun ' 
shone redly, and there was 
a raw sting in the air.
During the night the wind 
raced faster over the land, 
dug cunningly among the 
rootlets of tne com, and the 
com fought the wind with 
Its weakened leaves until 
the roots were freed by the 
prying wind and then each 
su lk  settled wearily side­
ways toward the earth and 
pointed the direction of the 
wind.

When the night came agair, 
it was black night, for the 
stars could not pierce the 
dust to get down, and the 
window lights could not 
even spread beyond their 
own yards. Now the dust 
was evenly mixed with the 
air. Houses were shut tight, 
and cloth wedged around 
doors and windows, but the 
dust came in and settled 
like pollen on the chaits \ 
and tables, on the dishes.

"There are five impor­
tant times a woman should 
get in touch with her 
social security o ffice ,"  
Howard L . Weatherly, 
Branch Manager of the 
Social Security Office 
stated:

1. To obtain a social 
security number.

2 . When she marries or

changes her name.
3. If she becomes disabled
4. The disability or 

death of her husband.
5. At age 62, or at re­

tirement of her husband, 
whichever is earlier.

Every woman probably 
knows by now that she will 
need a social security num­
ber of her own for many 
reasons and where she can 
go to get it . "What many 
women don't know, "W ea­
therly added, "is to contact 
social security when their 
name is changed for any

reason." This allows the 
Social Security Administra­
tion to keep Its records up 
to date on male and female 
workers. This is important
