bi-centennial birthday observance
A host of activities to celebrate 

the 200th birthday of the United 
States Constitution are planned for 
this coming week -- not only in 
Spearman and Hansford County, 
but across the nation as well.

Wednesday, Sept. 16, is the 
bi-centennial observance of the 
signing of the Constitution of the 
United States — a document which 
has been hailed as the single most 
important document in the history 
of America.

Heading up a long list of 
activities in Spearman is Verlan 
Winegarner, a Spearman junior 
high social studies teacher who was 
named to head the city’ s efforts by 
the Spearman city council last 
May.

Winegarner has been involved in 
a flurry of activity since the start of 
school and Spearman students and 
other residents will see the cul­
mination of those efforts this

w «dnesday and Thursday as citi- 
« « »  celebrate this special obser- 
v»«ee.

Activities will begin Wednesday 
wben President Ronald Reagan 
leads the nation in the Pledge of 
'Allegiance via nationwide TV at 
12:M CDT.

This special program -  followed 
an addresss from Warren E. 

Burger, chief justice of the United 
States Supreme Court — will be 
taped and replayed at Spearman 
schools at 2:47 Wednesday during 
tkelast class period of the day.

Burger will read the Preamble to 
tbs Constitution during his portion 
of Wednesday’ s program.

8pearman merchants have been 
asked to display patriotic items all 
through next week in observance of 
the Constitution's Bi-Centennial 
birthday.

And fifth and sixth grade stu­
dents at Spearman will be dis­

playing posters they have created 
in stores across the town.

Charlene Bulls has also made a 
special Constitutional Quilt which 
will be donated to the Station- 
master's Museum in Spearman.

More events are planned for 
Thursday with all Spearman stu­
dents leaving their respective cam­
puses to join with the rest of the 
Spearman community on the court­
house lawn at 1 p.m.

There the winners of an ele­
mentary and high school essay 
contest will read their winning 
entries to the assembled crowd.

The elementary essay is on 
"W h at Freedom Means to M e”  
while the high school essay will be 
a background of the framing of the 
U.S. Constitution.

A Boy Scout honor guard will 
present the flag during ceremonies 
Thursday at the courthouse while 
Winegarner will read the Preamble

to the Constitution. The Spearman 
High School band will also be on 
hand to perform.

"This is a community celebra­
tion.”  declares Winegarner of the 
week’ s activities. "W e  want 
everyone to come and be a part of 
this special observance."

The chairman of the Spearman 
Constitutional Bi-Centennial Com­
mittee has been busy over the last 
few weeks getting everything in 
gear for the special observance.

Working with a host of commit­
tee members, the personable 
teacher has helped to line up all the 
activities planned for this week.

Spearman mayor Ralph Blodgett 
signed a proclamation this past 
week, officially designating the 
city's observance of the Constitu­
tion's Bi-Centennial.

The Hooker, Ok., Bulldogs found 
themselves pitted against two fur­
ies Friday night as the Speanv.au 
Lynx combined with M other Na­
ture to blow out the Bulldogs, 20-0, 
in a storm-abbreviated schoolboy’ 
football contest in Oklahoma.

In a tragic side note to Friday’ s 
game, four Hooker fans were 
rushed by ambulance to Guymon 
Hospital when a piece of plywood

Hospital room rates upped
Room rates for use of the 

Hansford Hospital facility will in­
crease by 10 percent effective 
October I after Hansford County 
Hospital District board of directors 
voted in the rate increase Thursday 
evening during their regular meet­
ing.

The 10 percent increase was 
figured in their 1987-88 operating 
budget and reflects an ever in­
creasing cost of operation for the 
medical facility, notes Hansford 
Hospital administrator A1 La Ro­
chelle.

The new rates will be $165 per 
day for private and $143 per day for 
semi-private rooms. The old rates 
were $150 for private and $130 for 
semi-privates.

This is the first increase in room 
rates at the Hansford medical 
facility since March, 1985.

A survey of area hospital room 
rates shows rates ranging from a 
low of $115 per day at Canadian to 
a high of $192 per day at High 
Plains Hospital in Amarillo. These 
are for semi-private rooms.

Private room rates range from a 
low of $125 in Canadian to a high of 
$202 per day at the Amarillo High 
Plains Baptist facility.

In other action Thursday even­
ing, hospital board members a- 
dopted a policy on retension of 
records, opting to retain all records 
for a minimum of 10 years.

Charts on all minors born after 
1957 will be retained for an 
indefinite period while records on 
all other patients will be destroyed 
after 10 years, providing there 
have been no admissions within 
that time.

Deceased patient's records will 
be kept for 10 years, then de­
stroyed.

All destroyed records will be 
logged with records of dates of 
admission and discharge, record of 
diagnoses and physician respon­
sible, La Rochelle told directors.

X-ray films will be kept for five 
years while physician records

which have been left in the care of 
the hospital will be destroyed on all 
patients born prior to 1957.

Hospital board members also 
opened bids on the sale of two lots 
owned by the district in Gruver 
adjacent to the clinic there.

Bids for the two 50-foot lots were

$1,068 from Mrs. Richard Hinter- 
gardt, $3,000 from George B. 
Odom, and $3,405 from Roy Neil 
Williams.

Following a short discussion, 
hospital directors refused all bids

Meanwhile, a stingy Spearman 
defense limited Hooker to only 
three first downs through the 
storm-shortened contest. The Bull­
dogs totalled only 45 yards on off­
ense -• 33 on the ground and anoth­
er 12 through the air.

The Hansford Manor Nursing 
Home recorded its first month of 
profit in the history of that facility 
during the month of August, 
Hansford County District admini­
strator A1 La Rochelle told board 
members Thursday evening.

Operating at 63 percent of 
espacity -  with 53 residents in the 
84 bed facility -- the newly en- 
Urged nursing home showed gross 
revenues of $83,854 for August 
with a net profit o f $3,004.40 before 
depreciation allowances, La Ro­
chelle explains.

One of the reasons for the 
expansion was to enable the facility 
to reach a profitable level. It was 
also enlarged to meet a growing 
demand for an intermediate skill 
nursing home.

During the same period in 1986, 
the Manor lost $3,435.58 before 
depreciation. For the year, the 
nursing home shows a loss of 
$142,745.42.

"This has us moving in the right 
direction," notes Jack Oakes, pres­
ident of the hospital district board.

Governmental meetings this 
next week in Spearman will be a 
mixture of routine items for both 
city and county officials.

Hansford County commissioners 
will meet Monday morning at 10 
o'clock in the county courthouse 
while Spearman city fathers will 
meet Tuesday evening at 8 p.m. in 
city hall.

County commissioners will look 
at a pair of road easements, 
officially adopt a written invest­
ment policy for the county and set a 
fees schedule for services perform­
ed by the Hansford Sheriffs Of­
fice.

They will also amend the current 
county budget by another $100,000 
to allow for added expenditures in 
the general budget, reports county 
Judge R.L. McClellan.

Spearman city councilmembers 
will hold a public hearing on the 
proposed 1987-88 budget and will 
work on amending the current 
budget as well.

City officials will also go over a 
contract with the Hansford County 
Appraisal District for collection of 
taxes for the city.

Other agenda items include the 
appointment of a city clerk and

deputy city clerks; establishing a 
fee for a driving safety course;

Consideration of an appraisal 
contract with Troy Sloan for ap­
praising property adjacent to the 
airport as required by FAA regula­
tions;

Consideration of an appraisal 
contract with Dennis Nelson for a 
review appraisal to the same 
airport property, also required by 
FAA regulations;

And to hire a CPA firm to 
perform and audit of this fiscal year 
as required by state law.

onA non-binding referendum 
what course to take for the con­
struction of a new facility or 
facilities at the Spearman junior 
high campus will be discussed by 
the Spearman ISD school board at 
their regular monthly meeting 
Monday evening.

That meeting is scheduled to 
begin at 8 p.m. in the board room 
at Spearman High School.

School officials are expected to 
discuss the feasibility of such a 
referendum which would allow 
voters to voice their opinion as to 
what direction they feel the board 
should pursue in correcting the 
structural inadequacies of the cur­
rent building on the junior high 
campus.

In other action, the SISD board 
will set the 1987-88 tax rate for the 
upcoming year; employ a financial 
advisor in addition to other routine 
matters

Other items to be discussed will 
be the annual “ Back to School" 
night, set for Sept. 28 on all school 
campuses.

They will award gasoline bids, 
review new insurance coverage for 
school employees, discuss the test 
schedule for the current school 
year, announce enrollment figures 
as well as discuss career ladder 
assignments.

Later, near halftime intermis­
sion, Spearman again pounced on 
a Gruver fumble to set up the Lynx 
jv offense within the Greyhound's 
30-yard line.

With 1:35 remaining before the 
half, runningback Scott Wilkerson 
blasted through from nine yards 
out to put the Lynx on the 
scoreboard. The PAT kick failed, 
but Spearman took that 6-0 lead 
into the halftime lockers.

The Lynx again showed their 
intentions in the opening stanza of 
the second half when they took the 
ball at mid field and quickly march­
ed to the Gruver 5-yard line.

Facing a fourth and goal situa­
tion, the Lynx jv lined up for the TD 
try only to have the play called back 
due to illegal motion penalty.

With that, they settled for a 
27-yard field goal off the talented 
toe of placekicker Cody Reynolds.

With 4:15 showing on the third 
quarter scoreboard clock, Spear­
man owned the lead by a 9-0 count.

The defensive struggle contin­
ued both ways throughout the 
remainder of the junior varsity

clash between the two intra-county 
teams. When the gun sounded 
ending the game, Spearman had 
the lead and the win, 9-0.

Wilkerson finished the night 
with 105 yards on 15 carries, 
including the lone TD run of the 
night for Spearman, 
t "O ur offense showed a little 
spunk Thursday night," declares jv 
head coach James Mireles. "T h e 
offensive line took control of the 
ball game in the second half."

Mireles also gave accolades to 
defensive linebackers Keith Clark 
and Frank Salgado for their perfor­
mance in the junior varsity ball 
game.

first downs and 251 yards total 
offense enroute to their second win 
of the 1987 football season.

Sparked by the running of junior 
back Haskell Garrett who had 79 
yards on 15 carries -  all but eight 
of that in the first half -- Spearman 
tallied 215 yards on the ground and 
another 36 through the airways to 
dominate a strong Hooker defense.

Davis was the second leading 
rusher with 53 yards on eight 
carries -  including a 41-yard 
touchdown romp which opened the 
scoring for the Lynx.

The talented Spearman signal 
caller also hit on three of five pass 
attempts for 36 yards.

The Spearman defense -- led by 
the likes of Will Black, Mark 
Garcia, Matt Tucker. Jeff Gustin, 
Keith Benson, Lance Swan, Shawn 
Cook, Kevin Nelson and a thunder­
ing pack of Purple Pride -- domin­
ated the line of scrimmage and the 
Hooker Bulldogs all evening.

The Lynx kicked off to open the 
game and held their Oklahoma 
hosts on the first series of downs, 
only to see their efforts go for 
naught when an errant snap from 
center on the punt sent Bulldog 
punter T.J. Coker around left end 
on a 26-yard romp for a first down.

It didn’ t pan out for Hooker, 
however, and three plays later they 
gave up the ball on downs to 
Spearman at the Lynx 28.

In just seven plays, Spearman 
covered the 72 yards to paydirt 
with Davis ripping off the final 41 
steps with 5:25 left in the first 
quarter.

Tucker toed the PAT boot and 
Spearman had jumped to an early,

7-0 lead.
Receiving the ball following the 

kickoff, Hooker managed two first 
downs -  one off a personal foul 
penalty against Spearman -- before 
they gave up the ball again, this 
time punting to the Spearman 33.

In a quarter-spanning march, the 
Lynx used a time-consuming goal- 
bounu march to strike out for their 
second unanswered TD of the 
evening, this coming 10 plays later 
on a 6-yard dive by Garrett.

With 9:51 remaining before the 
half, Tucker’ s PAT kick put the 
Lynx on top by a 14-0 count and the 
dam had yet to burst.

Again the Lynx kicked off, then 
held their Oklahoma opponents to 
three downs and a punting situa­
tion.
| Garrett attempted to field the 
punt on his own 32, mishandled it 
but quickly picked it up then faked 
a hand off to Davis who was coming 
across field.
; The Bulldogs bit at the fake and 
Garrett marched off a 32-yard 
return to set up the now patented 
Lynx offensive machine on the 
Hooker 36-yard line.
I; In just seven plays, Spearman 
had reeled off the necessary yard­
age to gain double stripe territory 
with Stan Brandt breaking through 
a Bulldog tackle from 9-yards out to 
put the Lynx out front, 20-0, with 
5:53 remaining in the first half.

Tucker's kick was blocked on the 
ensuing point after touchdown 
attempt, but the Lynx were more 
than in control with that lopsided 
20-0 score.

Spearman threatened to score 
again before the half, taking the 
ball on their own 7-yard line and 
narching the length of the field to 
fain the bulldog 11-yard line.
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But Davis was sacked on two 
consectutive plays and a 40-yard 
field goal attempt by Tucker fell 
short, turning the ball over to the 
Bulldogs on their own 23 with just 
12 seconds remaining before half­
time intermission.

Just before the second half 
kickoff. Mother Nature came into 
play, leaving four injured Bulldog 
fans and cutting the game short.

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IMPORT FEE VIEWED AS ALIVE 
BUT NOT KICKING 
By Bill Garland

WASHINGTON -  When Con­
gress reconvenes in September 
after a month-long recess, law­
makers will face a $19 billion deficit 
in the 1988 budget.

Sen. J. Bennet Johnston, D-La., 
has made clear in recent weeks that 
he believes an oil import fee — 
pronounced long dead by many on 
Capitol Hill •• remains alive as an 
option to fill that revenue gap.

Such a fee, viewed in the oil 
patch as a way to stabilize oil 
prices, could have the effect of an 
oil floor price. According to the 
House Ways and Means Commit­
tee, a variable fee establishing a 
floor price of more than $20 per 
barrel would raise $12.1 billion in 
1988.

It’ s not clear yet whether that 
will be a final figure, but if it is, 
then the oil import fee looks very 
good as a part of the 19.3 billion 
package,”  said Johnston, chair­
man of the Sentte Energy and 
Natural Resources Committee.

Most oil-state lawmakers have 
been less optimistic about chances 
for the fee, due to Reagan admini­

stration opposition and divisions 
within the industry.

Geography also has continued to 
surface as a major hurdle. The 
large Northeast-Mid west Congres­
sional Coalition, an organization of 
congressmen from those regions, 
sent a letter this month with 102 
signatures to House Ways and 
Means Committee Chairman Dan 
Rostenkowski, D-111., opposing the 
fee as a revenue-raiser in the 
budget package.

Congressmen from the South­
west and elsewhere have argued 
that an import fee would give 
badly-needed stability to a domes­
tic oil market that now rides a roller 
coaster guided by uncontrollable 
foreign powers in the Persian Gulf.

In an interview, a New England 
congressman who is a member of 
the coalition gave some candid 
views about why lawmakers from 
his region hold such strong op­
position to an import fee -- and 
other measures to aid the oil and 
gas industry -  and in spite of 
obvious threats to oil supplies in 
the Persian Gulf.

Rep. Chester G. Atkins, D- 
Mass., complained that his region 
would get nothing out of the fee 
except higher prices for con­
sumers. “ What the import tax 
turns out to be is a tax on New 
England,”  he said.

He said he would support an 
import fee only if it “ spread the 
burden around the country”  rather

areas.
"T h e problem is that most of the 

oil patch people are looking for 
ways to increase the profitability of 
energy production and a lot of 
people who lived through the last 
energy crisis are rather skeptical 
about the sincerity of the energy 
industry in reducing our longterm 
dependence on foreign oil,' he 
said.

"T o  some extent, they're like the 
cricket that sang all summer and 
made fun of the ant that is now 
worried about the onset of winter,”  
said Atkins. He said the industry 
was “ riding very very high . . . 
scooping out all the profits they 
could get”  in the 1970s and early 
1980s before "now  pleading for 
mercy.”

His idea for a solution? " I  think 
it's time for an energy summit, for 
all the regions of the country to get 
together to formulate a national 
energy policy.”  Unsurprisingly, 
he suggested that a fellow New 
Englander, presidential candidate 
and Massachusetts Gov. Michael 
S. Dukakis, would be "in  a 
uniquely strong position to bring 
that about.”

WASHINGTON -  Is Saudi Ara­
bia engineering a broad decline in 
oil prices by selling excess Middle 
Eastern oil?

As eyes focus on the Organiza­
tion of Petroleum Exporting Coun­
tries in the wake of sharply higher 
OPEC production, that question 
has popped up as a key to oil 
market expectations in the last half 
of 1987.

Several knowledgeable analysts 
have said the Saudis are again 
behind an attempt to drive down 
prices, but that the effort is 
primarily aimed at punishing Iran 
rather than attempting to increase 
market share.

Those analysts said they don't 
expect the Saudis to try to deflate 
prices to the $10 per barrel level of 
last summer, but that they might 
pucture the official OPEC price of 
$18 to put a crimp in revenues for 
Iran's increasingly belligerent ac- j

Other analysts said Saudi Arabia 
«d  its OPEC allies have increased 
Production merely as a warning to 
other members of the cartel that 
continued cheating on OPEC 
quotas could lead to another 1986- 
»tyle price war. If the cheating is 
bold in check, prices should con­
tinue to hold firm, they said.

OPEC officials have planned 
•Bergency meetings of committees 
beginning Sept. 7 to try to rein in 
OPEC production.

David Mizrahi, an analyst who 
covers the Middle East as editor 
wd publisher of the New York- 
based Mideast report, said he sees 
Ike Saudis "slowly reverting to 
tkeir policy of flooding the mar­
ket."

“ It's a coordinated Arab action 
from Saudi Arabia, Qatar, United 
Arab Emirates and Kuwait in 
conjunction with Iraq,”  said Miz­
rahi. " I  frankly think the Arabs are 
doing to overflood the market 
because I feel the temperature in 
the Arab world and it's going up, 
vhich will mean the price of oil will 
go down. It’ s a concerted, mute 
effort to overflood the market and 
deprive the Iranians from earning 
foreign exchange.”

Charles K. Ebinger, director of 
energy and strategic resources at 
the Center for Strategic and Inter­
national Studies in Washington, 
agreed with Mizrahi.

■ " W h y  is this oil being pro­
duced?" asked Ebinger about the 2 
to 3 million barrel excess over 
OPEC's quota of 16.6 million 
barrels per day. " I  think this oil is 
really being produced to put pres­
sure on the Iranians,”  he said.

He said the Saudi action probab­
ly reflects "behind-the-scenes as- 
aurances from the United States”  
that this country will protect the 
Saudis from Iranian hostilities. 
That makes the possibility of an 
increase in OPEC official prices 
"increasingly remote”  at the car­
tel's December meeting, he said.

However, a former U.S. ambas­
sador to Saudi Arabia who still 
maintains close ties in the Middle 
East said the Saudis are only

attempting to enforce discipline 
and that a further OPEC price hike 
is not out of the question.

"T h e  Saudi tactic is clear,”  said 
James Akins, former ambassador 
during the Nixon administration. 
"T h e  Saudis are saying, boys, 
watch out, we also are going to 
exceed our quota and if this 
persists, there will be a price war."

Analysts all cited the importance 
of OPEC's upcoming emergency 
committee meetings. "T he Sept. 7 
meeting is vital if OPEC is not 
going to see the price drop drama­
tically below the $18 market 
price,”  said Ebinger.

"The constitutional amendment 
to allow the legislature to limit 
the authority of a governor to fill 
vacancies in state and district of­
fices during the end of the gov­
ernor’s term if the governor is 
not reelected.”

Senate Joint Resolution 54 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment to 
authorize the Texaa Water Develop­
ment Board to iasue an additional 
*400 million in water development 
bonda. Of the *400 million author­
ized, *200 million would be desig­
nated for conservation and develop­
ment of water resources, *150 
million would be designated for wa­
ter quality enhancement, and *50 
million would be designated fo r  
flood control. Thc amendment alao 
authorizes the legislature to provide 
for review and approval of the 
issuance o f the bonds and the use 
of the bond proceeds.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment 
to authorize the issuance of an 
additional *400 million of Texas 
Water Development Bonds for 
water supply, water quality, and 
flood control purposes."

P R O P O S IT IO N  N O . 24  
O N  THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 83 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment to 
allow a county to use county equip­
ment and personnel to perform 
work, without compensation, for an­
other governmental entity if the 
commissioners court finds that the 
work will not interfere with the per­
formance of county work and ap­
proves performance of the work. 
The governmental entity must be 
located wholly or partly in'the coun­
ty, and the governing body of the 
governmental entity must file a 
written work request with the com­
missioners court.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to 
permit a county to perform work, 
without compensation, for another 
governmental entity.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  N O . 25 
O N  THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 5 proposes 
a constitutional amendment to allow 
the Legislature to authorize Randall 
County to levy a tax for the benefit 
of the Amarillo Hospital District. 
Any such tax could be levied only on 
property located outside the City of 
Amarillo and outside the South 
Randall County Hospital District. 
The tax could not be more than 754 
per *100 property valuation and 
would be effective poly upon ap­
proval by the voters in the area to 
be taxed. If the tax is authorized 
by the Legislature and approved by 
voters, the Amarillo Hospital 4 Dis­
trict is to serve residents of part of 
Randall County. If a tax is levied 
under this provision, Randall Coun­
ty must repay the State for the coat 
of publication of this amendment.

The proposed amendment also 
permits the legislature to authorize 
a hospital district to change its 
boundaries or jurisdiction if the dis­
trict was created or authorized by a 
constitutional provision that in­
cludes a description of the bounda­
ries or jurisdiction of the district. 
Any change in the boundaries or 
jurisdiction of such a hospital dis­
trict would become effective only 
upon approval of the voters in the 
district.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“ The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to per­
mit the Amarillo Hospital District 
to serve certain residents of 
Randall County, to authorize 
Randall County to provide finan­
cial assistance to the district, and 
to authorize certain hospital dis­
tricts to change their boundaries 
or jurisdiction with voter approv­
al."

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT 
FOR STATEWIDE 

REFERENDUM NO. 1
Senate Bill 86 submits to the 

voters the question of whether the 
15 members of the State Board of 
Education should be appointed in­
stead of elected. If the proposition 
passes, the Governor will appoint a 
member of the board for each dis­
trict, with the consent of the Sen­
ate. If the proposition fails, the 
members will be elected from these 
districts.

The referendum will appear on the 
ballot as follows:

"The State Board of Education 
shall be composed of members 
who are appointed from districts 
instead of elected, with equal rep­
resentation throughout the State 
of Texas.”

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT 
FOR STATEWIDE 

REFERENDUM NO. 2
The Texas Racing Act submits to 

the voters the question of whether 
pari-mutuel wagering should be 
legal in Texas on a county-by­
county local option basis. If pari­
mutuel wagering is adopted by the 
voters statewide, a county must also 
pass a separate proposition on pari­
mutuel wagering at an election held 
in the county before any such wager­
ing may be conducted in that coun­
ty.

The referendum will appear on the 
ballot as follows:

“ The legalization of pari-mutuel 
wagering under the Texas Racing 
Act on a county-by-county local 
option basis.”

AU STIN —Chief Justice John 
Hill stunned a Capitol press con­
ference last week by announcing he 
will quit the Texas Supreme Court 
to return to private practice and 
crusade for an appointed court.

While the move kindled specu­
lation that Hill is preparing to run 
tor governor in 1990, it also paves 
the way for Gov. Bill Clements 
to appoint the first Republican to 
that post in modern times.

But Hill denied he would ever 
seek. office again. With hair or 
his six-year term over, he is the 
lone voice on the court tor the 
appointment system, which has 
put him at odds with the other 
justices at least on that issue.

The name which immediately 
surfaced as a possible succes­
sor is Roy Bqrrera Jr., the 
San Antonio judge who ran 
as a Republican in '86 and 
almost upset Attorney General 
Jim Mattox. A  name offered by 
Mexican-American Democrats is 
Brownsville Sen. Hector Uribe.

M attox, B ishops Agree
Mattox was busy last week

hammering out the final d tails 
o f  an agreement with the panel 
o f bishops which investigated the 
SMU football scandal.

They announced the court- 
approved agreement will allow 
M attox's team to examine the 
bishops' records of their probe 
with the information to be kept 
secret unless it is disclosed in 
the court o f resultant judicial 
proceedings.

Mattox is looking at whether 
any charitable trust fUnds were
mishandled.

Texans Listed
The federal task force examin­

ing the Texas savings and loan in­
dustry for insolvency added more 
than 100 names to its subpoena 
list, including State Savings and 
Loan Commissioner L. Linton 
Bowman, former Gov. John Con- 
nally and former Lt. Gov. Ben 
Barnes.

The Barnes and Connally part­
nership had multimillion dollar 
loans from two failed thrifts in 
Dallas. Barnes praised the probe.

Commissioner Bowman said he 
has no lending or financial tics to 
any state chartered S&L, but has 
a real estate partnership with a 
former officer o f a failed thrift.

H ance Appointed
Former Lubbock Congressman 

Kent Hance was named by Clem­
ents to replace outgoing Railroad 
Commission Chairman Mack Wal­
lace.

Hance is expected to seek 
election to the post in 1988 and he 
answered critics that his $370,000 
campaign debt from 1986 will be 
paid off next month.

He said he intends to lobby in 
Washington, D.C. for a national 
energy policy, which Clements 
also supports.

I f  Clements names a Republi­
can to replace John Hill, his party 
will have four statewide officials, 
two appointed by him. <

Texas O yster Bays
Texas oyster bays were closed 

last week and could stay idle for 
up to a year to replenish oyster 
populations.

Texas Parks &  Wildlife com­
missioners approved the ban fol­
lowing evidence that some oyster 
beds may have dropped off by as 
much as 80 percent in productivity 
because o f unusually heavy rains 
and last summer’s red tide, a rust- 
colored microorganism.

Some predict oyster prices will 
rise substantially because o f poor 
harvests in other states.
