Superintendent discusses final examinations

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is the
second artide in a 8erlea written
and submitted to us by Supt.
J ames Cunningham in an effort to
help parents and students ynder

tand the new aspects of the
education reform law,

Cunningham writes *‘In the
first artide of this seres we
mentioned that the implements-
tion of H.B. 72 will create many
changes in the operations of the
public schools of Texas. Many of
these changes will begin this fall.

‘**Changes that have any direct
effect on students and parents are
those that we will be emphasiz-

ing.

““The first artidle spoke to the
changes involving extracurricular
activities.

““In this article we will ghow
what the statute says concerning
final examination exemptions
and notice to parents (report
cards) and the responsibilities of
all concerned when a student has
a failing grade on the report
card."’

These sections of the law with
interpretations, reads as follows:

Section 21.723. FINAL EXAM-
INATION. A student may not be
exempted from taking a final
examination in any cass iu which
any other student is required to
take a final examination.

A final examination is the cul
minating or last examination at
the end of any semester. Districts
shall not schedule any activity
that would allow students to miss
any scheduled final examination
nor shall they exempt students
from taking final exams because
of high achievement.

Section 2.722. NOTICE TO
PARENTS OF UNSATISFACT-
ORY GRADE. (a) At least once

every six weeks, a district must
give written notice to parents of
students’ grades in each class or
subject. The notice must provide
for the signature of the parent and
must be retumed to the district. If
the notice is not returmed to the
district, the district must mail
notice to the parent.

(b) If in any dass or subject a
student receives a grade equal to
less than 70 on a scale of 100, the
grade notice must state the need

for a conference between the
appropriate teacher and the par
ent and must quote or summarize
the requirements of Section
21.721 of this code.

(c) In attempting to schedule a
conference between a teacher and
parent, the district shall give the
parent at least two alterative
dates for the conference.

(d) In this section, ‘‘parent”
includes a legal guardian.

(e) This section does not apply

to a student who is:
(1) married;
(2) an emancipated minor; or
(3) an adult living alone,
School districts are required to
provide written notice to parents
at least once every six weeks. It
appears that the intent of the
legislation is for all school dis-
tricts to be on six week grade
reporting periods, but this will be
a matter decided by the State
Board of Education.
