An Apple A Day . . .

The humble apple has been a fruit 
highly revered since antiquity. In 
ancient Greek mythology. Hercules, as 
one of his twelve labors, was sent to 
steal the golden apples of the 
Hesperides. Judeo-Christian tradition 
has long held that it was an apple that 
Eve shared with her ill-fated companion. 
The Johnny Appleseed legend is part of 
our more immediate history. Our 
language abounds with other references 
to this ubiquitous fruit, the appie of one’s 
eye, an apple polisher, an apple for the 
teacher, upset the apple cart, put in ap­
ple pie order. And everyone knows 
what kind of pie nothing is more 
American than!

We are approaching that time of year 
when apples are at their tastiest. And 
what could be more pleasant than the 
aroma of baking apples and cinnamon 
wafting from the kitchen on a chilly 
autumn eve? With this in mind, then, we 
offer the following trio of apple recipes, 
so that you can enjoy this useful fruit for 
breakfast, lunch, or dinner, as well as 
dessert.

Apple Breakfast Topping: Slice an 
apple and simmer in a small amount of 
water until soft.

fied by God does not belong to the 
person nor is it a merit of 
worthiness, thus a merit of justifi­
cation. and nor it is not by God 
and man cooperating in some 
way. but rather from God alone. 
The direction of the moment is 
always from God to man; to us! It 
is not based on who 1 am as a 
person and what I can do or what I 
can not do but it is by who God is. 
what God is. and what He intends 
for me. It needs to be mentioned 
that God does business with 
sinners because of His gradous- 
ness, His love, and His mercy.

The word, "justification” has 
legal connotations where the 
scene is the courtroom. God is the 
judge and man is the accused and 
is found guilty. In this case God 
acts by freeing the accused and 
the guilty for Christ who on the 
Cross has handed down to God 
the verdict of not guilty. W e are 
also induded in this by our 
Baptism (Romans 6:4).

Even though the term justifica­
tion by grace through faith is 
Biblical and confessional, there 
are other descriptions or definit­
ions of God'8 act of establishing 
relationships as found in the Bible 
and in the confessions. Charles 
Andereon in his book. "F aith  and 
Freedom" mentions the follow­
ing; forgiveness of sins, absolu­
tion. righteousness, and reconcil­
iation. All of these words describe 
God's action not our actions. God 
justifies, freely by grace because 
of Christ through faith. Here 
grace is not conceived as some 
sort of infused power which 
enables me to do God's pleasing 
work and thus be acceptable. It 
is not the substance that is given 
out by the church through the 
sacraments, and which also may 
be withheld by the church; for 
grace is an attitude within God. 
Grace is His dispostion of benev­
olence. of kindness towards sin­
ners. It is the favor of God.
