TO BE FOUGHT

Government Expert Covering To Ts- 
hoka To Superintend Fight 

Against Pests

Judge Cain announces that L. C. 
Whitehead o f the extension service 
o f the Department o f Agricnltare 
will be here at an early date to sup­
erintend the mixing o f poison and 
grain with which to kill the prairie 
dogs, and in order that the "most 
satisfactory results may be obtain- 

Mr. IVhitehead will remain here 
fco or three weeks i f  necessary to 

superintend the campaign o f killing 
out the dogs. It  is the plan to set a 
day t  ovisit each community and put 
out the poison in a whole community 

a single day. A ll the land owners 
in each particular community are ex­
pected to be present on the day set 
to pnt out the poison under the dir­
ection o f the expert. The land- 
owners will buy their own grain and 
poison but Mr. Whitehead’s services 
in mixing the po.ison and in supervis 
ing the distribution o f it will be free.

Judge Cain earnestly desires that 
all land owners co-operate in ~ this 
movement and by doing so he thinks 
a most effective campaign against 
these pestiferous rodents can be car­
ried on.

Story of Oil W ell 
In Los Angeles Paper

county oil well out in Los Angeles.

“ Oil Shale found on Test on Texas 
Farm,”  was sent to J. B. Nance by 
a friend who now resides in that 
city.

Oklahoma City (Okla). Feb. 7— 

An oil shale at a depth of less than 
173 feet haa been found in a test 
being drilled on the T— Bar Ranch in 
Lynn county, Texas, by the Hart 

Oil Corporation. The shale is said 
to be like that found at 1700 and 
2000 feet in some Texas oil fields. 
Geologists are making a new survey 
of the territory. The Hart corpora­
tion has 33,000 acres under lease in 
Lynn county and is said to have 
taken it all o ff the market.

DRAWING FINAL 
SCHOOL P U N S

Architect .Meets With Board; Minor 
Changes To Be Made In 

Building’s Floor Plan

David S. Castle of Abilene, archi­
tect for the Tahoka school board, 
met with the board Wednesday 
night to further discuss plans for 
the new high school building. A  fin­
al plan was worked out with the 
board and his firm is now making 
drawings of the completed plans, 
which will be sent to the board with 
in the next few days. These final 
plans make no change whatever in 
the outside appearance o f the build­
ing but relate only to the arrange­
ment o f rooms and departments 
within the building. U is believed 
that a plan has been worked out 
that will make our building an 
ideal one for its size and cost.

Many questions were asked Mr. 
Castle by members of the board 
concerning various suggestions and 
criticisms that have been offered 
concerning the plans for the build­
ing, and in every instance he gave 
a reason or information that was 
most satisfying and logical.

He explained that a three-story 
structure, for instance, is less ex­
pensive than the same room pro­
vided in a two-story structure, the 
difference being six to eight per 
cent in cost in favor o f the three- 
story bnilding. ’This fact, he says, 
is conceded by all experts in school 
building architecture. He also ex­
plained that the difference in the 
cost of maple floors and oak finish 
as compared with pine is compara­
tively small while the durability is 
'.'cry much greater. The superiority 
of steam heat over hot air was al­
so fully explained. No buildings 
are being constructed now without a 
study hall and he explained thor­
oughly the utility o f a study hall 
and a science lecture room. He was 
asked about these matters because 
members o f the board had heard 
critidsms to the effect that these 
rooms were not really needed.

In company with members o f the 
board Mr. Castle visited some of 
the sites which are available and he 
was most favorably impressed with 
some o f them.

The record o f the election is in 
the hands o f the printer but this 
record most be approved by the at­
torney general before any definite 
steps'are taken to sell the bonds and 
let contracts for the building. Just 
how long a time this will require, 
we are'Unable at this time to state.

THE LAWLESS RICH

Judge W. P. Leslie of Colorado is 
one o f the most efficient district 
judges in Texas. Te tries cases dur­
ing the week and teaches a Sunday 
school class at the Methodist Church 

' on Sunday. Recently while talking 
to his class, according to press re- 
ports, he took occasion to *S>oor it 
on" the "respectable”  citizen who 
violates the law. “ I have more res­
pect for the ordinary bootlegger
than J have for these white-collar
gentlemen that sneak around and 
violate the law in the dark,”  he is 
reported to have said, or words to 
that effect.

That is a d(>ctrine that needs to be 
preached throughout the length and 
breadth o f the land. We have too 
many “white-collar”  law breakers in 
this country, ‘ ‘ respectable”  folks who 
seem to feel that because of their 
wealth on their high standing in the 
community they should be allowed 
some special privileges not accord- 
id the ordinary law-breaker. The 
regrettable thing about it is that 
these “ respectable”  law-breakers 
are often unmolested by the officers. 
It is a violation of the law, for in­
stance, for any person to transport 
intoxicating liquor in this state even 
for his own consumption. We re­
call one young man who was sent to 
the pentitentiary in Mitchell 
county for doing that very thing. It 
is a violation o f the law for one per­
son to give or deliver intoxicating 
liquor to another to drink as a bev­
erage. Yet we frequently hear of 
drinking parties, made up of “ res­
pectable”  folks. We rarely ever 
hear o f any prosecutions of these 
respectable folks for unlawfully pos­
sessing or transporting intoxicating 
liquor. It  is a penitentiary offense 
for any person to drive an automobile 
while intoxicated. We hear of many 
such casa but we rarely ever hear of 
a grand jury indictment for this of­
fense. *%espectable”  folks are being 
permitted to'violate the law without 
fear of punishment all over this 
county o f ours.

But more grave than any of these 
things is the fact that some of our 
United States Senators and Congress 
men are openly preaching defiance of 
the law. They denounce the Volstead 
act as a monstrous law that can not 
be enforced and ought not to be en­
forced. They are seeking now to 
have it so modified that the outlaws 
in this country may violate the con­
stitution of the United'States with 
impunity and without fear of pun­
ishment or molestation. Governors 
and Judges and oc^ionally minis­
ters in the northern -, and eastern 
states are joining in this hoe and 
cry. To us. it all sounds like treason. 
We have scarcely less respect for 
Benedict Arnold than we have for the 
United States Senator, the Congress 
man, or the Judge o f a Court who 
will spit on the law of his country 
and seek to perpetuate by act of 
Congress an abominable business 
that has been outlawed by the Con­
stitution of his country.

The lawlessness of the rich and 
the “ respectable”  and the higher- 
ups in' poCITcal and governmental 
stations in our country is the most 
ominous cloud that lias arisen above 
our national harizon^ since Recon­
struction days. \7e n e^  a healthi­
er respect for law-^and for t ^  Con­
stitution and for the enforcement of 
law and the observance of the con­
stitution in this country on the part 
o f our law-makers and law adminis­
trators, the rich, and the “respecta­
ble” , and the socially great who sit 
near the throne. In facL we need 
such a sentiment for Uw otaervance 
and law enforcement as will result 
in sending a few politicians -and 
“ white-collar”  law-deHers !to .the 
penitentiaiy instead o f The United 
States Senate or Congress.^. . These 
are ^strong words but they are not 

. too'strong. We . are cnWvating a

Finally 
the dam broke and a flood of hatred 
for the priests and the church swept 
over the country. In 1917, Mexico 
adopted a new constituiton in which 
it was porvided that priests and 
ministers of all denominations shall 
be native-born Mexican citizens, all

He 
is not and can not be the champion 
of the rights of the common people. 
He has never been an outstanding 
leader in any great moral issue with 
which the people have been concern­
ed. There is nothing about him that 
fires the imagination or the enthusi- 

He is on a cold 
trail. He is a dead duck in the px>nd. 
Here is good-bye to Lynch Davidson.

thirty years ago. Likewise, drunken- 
nes is exceedingly rare now as com­
pared with the frequency of it in 
saloon days. The evil of the unlaw­
ful «liquor traffic of today are as 
but a drop in the bucket compared 
with the evil effects of the lawful 
liquor traffic of a generation ago. 
No patriotic. high-thinking 
citizen would for a moment 
wish for the return of the 
legalized liquor traffic.

clergy was prohibited, church owner­
ship of real estate was forbidden 
and all church property was de­
clared to be the property of the 
Mexican Republic. These structures 
and inhibitions necessarily applied 
to Catholics and Protestants alike, 
of course. But these provisions of 
the constitution have not been 
rigidly enfroced until recently
Now President Callies and his Gov­
ernment are undertaking to strictly, 
enforce these provisions of the 
Mexican constitution. Catholic
schools have been closed. Recently a 
Methodist school was closed. A few 
days ago, when Mexico officials 
undertook to close a Catholic church 
which it was claimed w*as violat­
ing the laws of the Mexican Repub­
lic, a riot followed in which several 
persons were killed. I f  further ef­
forts are made to strictly enforce 
these provisions of the Mexican con­
stitution more serious trouble seems 
almost certain. This condition ac­
centuates the evil of undertaking to 
regulate religion by law. It em­
phasizes the wisdom and the justice 
of the principle and policy of com­
plete religious liberty long since
adopted by our own country. In
fact, it is one of the foundation 
stones of our social, religious, and 
political structure. Mexico must 
necessarily accede to this same
principle and adopt this same

policy before there will be satisfac­
tory condition religioxisly in that 
country. No union o f Church and 
State, perfect religious liberty, this 
should be one o f the comer stones 
of ever Republic and every govern­
ment on earth.

Lynch Davidson opened his cam­
paign for Governor at Palestine 
last Saturday with bras band ac­
companiments and quite a bit of 
made-to-order enthusiasm. Possibly 
some of it was genuine. He deliver­
ed a very good speech It was a 
kind of Mother-Hubbard affair; it 
covered everything.

Herds Good Record 
Made by Chevrolet

A  thirteen-year-old Chevrolet has 
been driven more than 260,000 miles 
by A. R. &I. Stone, stationery broker 
of 6135 Wagner Avenue, St. Louis, 
Mo., who believes his machine is the 
oldest Chevrolet still in active ser­
vice. The mileage represents more 
than 10 trips around the world

Mr. Stone, a former locomotive 
engineer, purchased the car in 1913, 
the first year of Chevrolet produc­
tion. The loss of a leg had incapici- 
tated him for railroad work. In 
order to operate both the clutch and 
brake pedals with his one foot he 
connected them with a cross bar 
This enabled him to throw out the 
clutch and apply the brakes in one 
operation. He drives from 60 to 70 
miles daily within a radium of 40 
miles of St. Louis.

Mr. Stone says he has replaced 
the car top and in addition has spent 
only $4 for replacement o f parts. 
’The Chevrolet has averaged 25 miles 
per gallon, he says. The car thus 
far has burned about 10,400 gallons 
o f gasoline or approximately the 
capacity o f two railroad tank cars.

Would Stop Wind Erosion 

The following extract from the 
monthly report of Mr. Huey is illu­
minating.

As a result of the work that has 
gone before in Hale and other Plains 
counties, the farmers arc waking up 
to the advantages o f terracing as 
a means of moisture conservation 
and of preventing wind and water 
erosion. Our annual precipitation is 
usually sufficient to produce a fair 
crop if  properly distributed, and 
terracing is proving to be an effec­
tive mechonical means o f distributing 

I this moisture.
“ Our chief problem here is not 

that of controlling gully erosion but 
is that of controlling sheet erosion 
caused by wind as well as water. 
Terraces prove effective in controll­
ing this erosion o f the winds. The 
prevailing wins when deflected by 
the terraces give up their cargo of 
oil that is being swept along near 

the surface o f the earth, .\gain, the 
damage done to young crops by 
winds in early spring is lesencd by 
having the rows running in smooth 
cuiwes following the contour" o f the 
terrace. The winds have no chance 
to get a straight sweep down the 
rows and gain momentum along with 
a charge of cuttitng sand.

“ The slopes surrounding the
lakes are gencraly uniform with a 
fall ranging from one half to one 
and a half per cent. Cultivation 
with the terraces is usually simple 
due to this uniformity of slope which 
obviates the numerous short rows 
ordinarily encountered with this
practice.”— Plainview News.
