During Cold Weather.

One of the very first things to do. 
"jo secure a profit from the farm flock 
luring the winter is to cull out the 
flock and aell every bird that doe* net 
•hoar a promise of returning a profit.

Old hen*, superfluous males and 
pullets that do not show good healthy 
development had better be sold for 
what they trill bring All birds that 
do not appear healthy and vigorous 
ahould be placed in a bouse by them- 
selves and given a cnauce to become 
marketable. In this way the sire of 
the flock can be ledueed and ®mly 
hens that are caj«afcie ®f paying, for 
their feed and cate kej«t through the 
winter.

The ftnek must ho fed Hl^raHr dm-- 
fng the cold w ither. .Nothing is t®» 
be gained by folding starvation ra­
tios*.

It forms 
a palatable f®>®d, furnishes rarietyard 
1s well balanced for ®gg production, j 
With boiled vegetables and meat ; 
scraps added or mixed with cut clover 
It makes a well-balanced feed.

The grain feeds can be Improved 
by grinding and feeding In the form 
of a mash a part of the time. The j 
change Is highly beneficial and in- j 
creases egg production. Meat scraps 
are a good source of protein. Green 
bone is preferred by many poultry- 
men, but It la out of the question with 
many poultry keepers on account of 
the amount of labor required in its 
preparation.

If one la situated near to a large 
market and can buy bone and meat 
at a low cost and has plenty of time 
to prepare it  he may then secure a 
good feed at a moderate cost. How­
ever, I believe that the average poul­
try keeper will find meat scraps at 
three dollars a hundred fully as cheap 
and economical a feed.

Hens must have bulky and succo 
lent feed to take the place of the 
green grass they get during the sum­
mer. Alfalfa aDd red clover cut and 
cur®d ®arly. are the be<*t substitutes.
If the bay Is run through a cutting 
box cr grinder and steamed for an 
tour and a half the hens will consume 
nearly all of it.

It is rich in protein and a good egg- 
producing food. If the flock has a 
djy and comfortable house, free from 
vermin, they will furnish an abun- 
lant supply of winter eggs, providing. 
jf  course, that other conditions are 
right.
