Tahoka has a much larger and a much 
richer school district than either O'Don­
nell or Wilson. Tahoka's school has 706 stu­
dents and a plant valued at only S4o,000.- 
00. Wilson has 309 students and a school 
plant valued at S53.000.00. O'Donnell has 
a $-50.000.00 school iiuilding at the present 
time, built three years ago. voted bonds 
Tuesday for an additional $65,000.00 school 
building, and has a school enrollment of 
650.

The rural districts of Wells, New Home, 
and Draw have over half as much invested 
in school buildings as Tahoka.

O’Donnell. Wilson, Seagraves. Brown­
field. Slaton. Post, Snyder. Midland. Ralls, 
Crosbyton. Lamesa. Southland, Herm- 
leigh, Roscoe. and Loraine all have school 
buildings better than Tahoka’s. and some 
of them have over four times as much in­
vested in schools as Tahoka.

Are our children as good as the chil- 
dre of these towns? Do our children de- 
seiwe as good schools and as good an edu­
cation as the children of these towns? 
It’s up to the voters. If they want Tahoka 
to keep step with the neighboring cities, 
towns and villiages, bonds must be voted 
for a new $100,000 school building Satur­
day.
