I guaranteeing hunters an 8 
point or better buck or no 
pay' This policy has now 
been copied by others, but 
never have 1 seen bucks more 
plentiful n o r  more heavy 
antlered than on the Y O 

Realizing the growing trend 
for bowhunting the Y. O has 
set aside a special archery 
pasture for archers w i t h  
permanent stands built near 
well used game trails 

In three sessions of stand 
hunting I s a w  12 bucks, 
(most being j u s t  out of 
range). 17 does a nd  6 fawns 
and accounted Tor shots at 
three bucks

In an afternoon attempt at 
stalking we saw 5 more does 
and 2 fawns The p o i n t  to 
make here is that more deer 
were seen and more shots 
taken t h a n  on any previous 
bowhunting trip made within 
the last 5 years 

I personally guarantee any 
hunter a bad case of buck 
fever after completing t h e 8 
mile drive to the ranch head 
quarter from highway 41

Recently the Y 0. has 
opened pastures for the hunt 
ing of imported (exotic or 
texotic as they are known on 
the Y 0.) animals. It's com 
mon to s e e  Fallow deer. 
Blackbuek antelope. S i k a 
deer Corsican Rams a n d  
Anudad sheep on various 
parts of the ranch.

Others n o t  available to 
hunters are the Fringe Ear 
ed Oryx Elands. Grants Ze 
bras. Siberian Ibex, a n d an 
Asiatic antelope called t h e  
Nilgai These animals have 
not grown in sufficient num 
bers to warrant hunting

There a r e  many delightful 
things to see and be a p a r t  
of on the Y O

For example four authentic- 
log cabins have been restored 
on t h e ranch to house hunt 
ers in modern comfort A 11 
date back to t h e 1800's with 
the earlies being t h e Sam 
Houston Cabin bull' in 1852 

j and which w a s  the first 
school at Center Point. Texas. 
The other cabins d a t e  from 
1858 to 1880 and are authentic 
in every detail Two of the 
cabins are marked with Tex 
as historical markers.

The Y. O maintains a herd 
of more than 200 Texas Long 
horr. rattle, the first such 
herd ever registered in th«’ 
world

Guides and transportation 
arc furnished each hunter on 
the ranch. Meals m a y  be 
taken at the Y O Chuck 
wagon and I might add are 
quite delicious!

Hunting fees depend upon 
the value you place on your 
hunting F o r  trophy hunters 
the fees are in ime f o r  you 
are guaranteed a trophy ant 
mal on the Y. 0  An 8 point 
or better Whitetail buck will 
cost you $158 The wild Corsi 
can Ram will go for $300 and 
all other exotic game runs 
$400

Bowhunters a r e  charged 
$15 per day for the Whitetail 
deer hunting, b u t regular 
rates applv on the Texotic 
animals gur and bows alike 
A lawyer from Bryan bagged 

j a beautiful Blackbuek ante 
lope running at full speed 
and in the top of a leap with 
bow and arrow. Bowhunter 
kill average on the Y. O. 
runs about 10* compared to 
a national average of about 
3*

Personally. I intend to re­
turn to the Y. O. for a cuanee 
at another "big one". The 
facilities are excellent, the 
game plentiful and the people 
are courteous and friendly. 
They work in every way pos 
sible to assure t h e  hunter a 
good hunt and a trophy if he 
has the needed skill.

R a n c h  biologist. Charlie 
Land and guide. Pat Flenni 
ken were especially courteous 
and helpful to the g r o u p  of 
bowhunters there on opening 
day.

o n 1 y Use sharp shears and 
cut accurately To mark the 
p a t t e r n .  Linda suggests 
dressmakers' carbon and a 
smooth edge tracing wheel to 
mark from the wrong side 

Stitch a test s e a m  on the 
r wmg machine before begin 
mng f  roro this determine 
coi rect orcssurc and tension. 
It should be medium tension 
and light pressure Linda rec 
ommends 8 to 12 stitches per 
i n c h  for stitch length a If 
size n e e d l e  for medium 
weight fabrics and 16 for 
heavy weights and heavy 
duty mercerized cotton thread 
for construction 

Plain seams will r o l l  and 
they cannot be ironed flat. 
Flatten seams with rubber 
cement or adhesive.

Taper darts to a very fine 
point T h e  last three to four 
stitches should be on the 
fold Don't backstitch 

Linda recommends using a 
tailor s hem picking up o n e 
or two threads in backing 
Don't p u l l  the stitches tight 
or the garment will pucker 
on the right side 

Another tip: do not baste 
the seams but pin them in 
the seam allowances.

If the leather sticks to t h c 
machine s m e t a l  surface 
when sewing, u s e a strip of 
tissue paper between them 

She also suggests to use re 
inforcement in buttons and 
neckline areas to prevent 
stretching.
