- ISSUEFOR NEW HIGH SCHOOL

IAdditional School Room Is Absolutely Neces-
sary Regardless of \Whether Bond Issue
Carries Or Not

The taxable values of the Tahoka Independent School District last year
were approximately $2,655,000.00.

The district is composed of 124 sections of land.

set of bonds in the sum of $15,000.00 was issued in 1011, bearing
interest, due 40 years from date, with an S-year option.
bonds amounts to $750.00 annually anl $375.00 must  be set aside each
year as a sinking fund. There is now in this sinking  fund the sum of
$5,625.0. Another set of bonds way issued in 1920 in the sum of $30,000.00.
These are also 40-year bonds, bearing interest at 5 per cent. The annual
interest on these bonds amounts to $1500.00 and $750,00 must be set aside
«ach year as a sinking fund. The now in this sinking fund $4500.00.
The sum of $3,375.00 must be set u out of the local tax each year to
take care of these bonds, which is about 13 per cent of the funds raised by
local taxation for the school. or a little less than 10 per cent of the funds
available from all sources for our district.

It is the intgntion of the Board of Trustees to pay off at an early date
as many of the bonds of the first issue as the money in the sinking  fund

If the bond issue of $100,000.00 nav proposed should be authorized and

At the outset of this period, however, it must be clear to every one that
f the bonds should be authorized the tax valuations of the district must be
raised. The tax rate is now $1.00, the limit allowed by law. To yield suf-
ficient revenue to take care of the new bonds and provide funds for the
running expenses of the school, it is estimated that it would be necessary
to raise the valuations about 20 to 25 per cent.

What would this mean to the tax payers in dollers and cents? It would
mean that the man who now renders his property to the sckool district at
$1,000.00 would be required to render it hereafter at about $1,250.00; and
his school tax would accordingly inercase from $10.00 to $12.50. The man
who now owns a quarter section of land and renders it for taxation at $25.00
per acre, or $4,000.00, now pays a school tax of $40.00. If his  valuation
were increased 25 per cent hig school tax would increase just $10.00.

With the first issue of bonds in 1011, the west section of the present
public school building was constructed. With the sccond issue in 1920, the
east section was constructed. There is also a two-room building at South
Ward seven miles southeast of town for the accommodation of the pupils liv-
ing in that portion of the district. s

In the old portion of the present building there is a total of twelve rooms,
not including a coal room in the baseraent. In the basement is one class
room for the grammar grades, the voeational agriculture room, the chemical
and physical laboratory, the janitor's rcom and the coal room. On the second
{loor there are four rooms and on the third floor four roms. None of the
rooms in the basement is really fit to be used for school work. They must
all be 50 used under present conditions, One of the rooms on the second floor
is used as the sewing room of the Home Economics department, Another is
1sed as class rooms. In the addition built in 1920, there is an auditorium and
used as class rooms. In addition built in 1920, there is an auditorium and
superintendent’s office on the second floor and six class rooms in the base-
ment. There are nine teachers in the primary and intermediate grades, and
these grades occupy the six rooms in the basement of the new building and
three rooms in the old building. Aside from the vocational agriculture room,
the two Home Economics rooms, the physical and chemical laboratory, and
the janitor’s xoom, there are only four rooms for the high school. ?’hcrc is
no study hall in the building, and a portion of the auditorium is be}ng used
as a study hall. Superintendent, teachers, janitor, pupils. nm.l all nhk_e_corn-
plain that it has been utterly impossible to keep this auditorium sufficiently
heated in cold weather to keep the puils comfortable.

Not only is the present building inadequate in size but it is poorly adapt-
od to the purposes for which it was built. The old building, constructed 15
years ago, is neither modern in its arrangement nor conducive to good work
on the part of the pupils, as may be casily seen by an examination of the
same.

The architects are now making tentative plans and drawings for the new
building to be constructed in the evnt the bonds are voted.

This new building is to be a three-story, fire-proof structure. It will
contain about the following number and character of rooms: Eight class
roms, 1 large study hall and library, a three-room home economics depart-
ment consisting of cooking room, sewing room, and designing room, 1 voca-
tional agriculture room, 1 physical laboratory, 1 chemical laboratory, and

lecture room situated between the last two named, 2 offices for superinten-
denit and principal, 1 teacher’s office, 1 state book room, 1 auditorium, toilets
and Jockers. It will'be modern in every particular, built of the most sub-

LOCALSCHOOL
COSTISGIVEN

Figures Made Public To Citizens of
Tahoka Independent School
District

The Tahoka Independent  School
District embraces 124 sections  of
land. Its dimensions are ten miles
north and south by twelve miles east
and west, with an additional nook of
four sections at the southeast corner
just east of South Ward  school
house. Nearly seventy of these 124
sections lie in the original  T-Bar
ranch. About fifty of them are yet
the property of C. 0. Edwards, &
Son, 54 of them having been render-
ed by them for taxation last year.
The west line of the district is seven
miles west of the section on which
the original town of Tahoka is
situated, the east line four  miles
east of the east line of this section.
The north line is five miles north of
the Tahoka townsite and the south
line is four miles south of it.

The property renditions in the dis-
trict last year amounted to $2,655,~
000. The tax rate for school purpos-
es is $1.00 which is the limit allow-
«d by law. The taxable revenues for
the district therefore the past year
were potentially $26,550.00 from local
taxation. The tax collector’s books
show that prior to February 1, 1926,
he had collected $24,159.10, leaving
a little more than $2,000.00 delin-
quent. Some of this has been paid
since but we have no figures show-
ing the amount. Some of the delin-
quent taxes represent the  assess-
ments on personal property and a
small amount of it represents the
taxes due on town lots of small
value. Most of it possibly can be
collected, but probably as much as
$1,000.00 may be uncollectible.

RUSSIA RECONSIDERS THE
MARRIAGE PROBLEM

Soviet Russia is in something of
a quandary about the institution of
_marr.age. On the one hand is
the position of theorists that  tha
State is the legitimate and ultimate
mother of all. On the other hani
is the position of the women who
object to being merely a biological
© i for the i > of
scciety. They want to be people the
same as men. “It will turn Russia
into a large family where everyone
is married to everyone else,” was
the simple objection raised by peas-
ants to the law recently  proposed
to place legitimate and illegitimate
marital relations on the same plane.

Public Prosecutor Krylenko, a
proponent of the measure, declares
in its defense: ‘Polygamy  and
polyandry may exist under the new
law, but the State doesn't erect any
barriers against this. development
which can not be fought by  legal
measures. Free love is the ultimate
aim of a Socialist State.” The law
is 30 framed as to recognize the
absolute freedom for men and women
to marry, separate and remarry at
will. Upon seperations the father
is liable for the support of his chil-
dren to the extent of one-third of
his income.

Comment upon these provisions
in one dispatch printed by a foreign
paper calls attention to this contra-
diction:

So the Communist theory, de-
rived from Marx and Engeles, that
the family is distinctly a burgeolis
{nstitution  which  should be de-
stroyed, comes into conflict

THREE BOYS CAUGHT IN
FALL OF CAVE ROOF

Three adventurous boys, two of
whom are high school students and
the other a pupil in a grammar
grade, narrowly escaped serious in-
jury when they were caught, in a
cave by a fall of dirt, sand, and rocks
last week.

The accident occurred  Sunday
night at 9:30 o'colck. Hugh Dixon,
James Talley, and Jack Crowson were
in the cave and Buster Speakman
was near them at the time of the ac-
cident. A. G. Hopkins, a post-grad-
uate of Miami High School, assisted
in rescuing the boys. James Talley
and Hugh Dixon would have suffocat
ed had it not been for the prompt ac
tion of a few men called to the
scene.

The boys had dug the cave in a
bank of the alley at the rear of the
Miami Motor Co., and Sunday night
they had gone to the cave for a few
minutes of fun. Three of them had
entered and the other remained on
the outside. ~

Suddenly the roof of the cave gave
way anf fell in upon the boys. Young
Dixon and Talley were completely
buried under several feet of dirt, and
Crowson’s body was covered up to
his neck, his head being above the
surface of the dirt. Buster Speak-
man rushed for help and immediately
three or four men were digging
the dirt from over the boys, who
were soon pulled out of the ruins.
