The 
text is taken entirely from the 
scriptures. When it was per. 
formed in London on March 
23, 1743, King George II was 
present, and as the “ Hallelujah 
Chorus”  pealed forth, he and all 
the audience, moved by the thrll. 
ling music, rose to their feet 
and remained standing until the 
chorus ended. For more than 
two centuries, this practice has 
continued.

When Handel had finished com. 
posing “ Hallelujah,” a servant 
found him at his desk with tears 
streaming down his face. “ I 
think I did see all Heaven be­
fore me, the great God him. 
self,” Handel said. The work 
Is credited with having had more 
performances than any master, 
work In the history of music.
