Refcrc;ce 1s made in nearly
cvery paper received on our desk
to the mmpending
ratiroads of the traia operatives,
who, as a class, are declared by
officials to be the highest paid em
ployees codnected with the opera
.tion of the rolling stock.

Cfficials claim that the demands
of the trainmen, shoud they be
granted, would throw a majority
of the lines into the hauds of a
receiver before relief by increased
revenue in the form of higher
freight and passenger rates cou'd
be secured thru the interstate com-
merce commission,

The trainmen say, according to
the Slaton Slatonite, publisbed in
a railroad division town and ina
position to give a fair statement of
the trainmen’s grievence;

‘*That all they want by the
eight hour law is to compel the
railroads to put them over their
runs in eight hours. Toat ortz=p
a run that should be made in eight
hours, holds them over teu, twel-
ve and even sixteen hours because
the dispatcher puts them on side-
tracks for an hour at a time.”’

In other words they hope to
penalize overtime to the extent
that when they are ‘‘called’”’ they
will be put over the road with
a minimum of delay. That there
will be no overtime 1if this is done
is the statement they make in
answer to the officials charge that
“‘overtime’’ would consume the
dividends of the railroads.
