ADD BEAUTY TO THE STREET

Park-like Effect Is Easily Given by
Using a Little Care in
Planting.

With Informal planting In a wide
parkway a park-like effect could be
given on each side of the street that
would go far toward counteracting the
ha_rsh. monatonous lines of formality
in curb, sidewalk and property line;
also the flatness and insufficiency of
it all from a standpoint of beauty of
outlook.

It may be accepted as a fact that
there is enough lignite beneath the
surface of Texas to run our engines,
supply our factories and provide fuel
for heating purposes for several cen-
turies to come.
