Farrowing time Is one of the most 
important times of the year for tht\ 
breeder of swine. OftAn a man de­
stroys his chances of success by neg­
lect at this time. While the number 
of pigs a bow farrows is Important, tbs 
number she raises determines whether, 
she is being kept at a profit or loss. 
A sow that farrows (Ive pigs and 
raises all of them is more profitable 
than one which farroAs fifteen but 
raises only two or thr^». The dispo 
sitlon of the sow has mtoch io do with 
ths number of pigs she*rill raise, hut 
proper care It. farrowing time is also 
an important factor.

A week or so before she is due to 
farrow, the sow should be removed 
from the other sows and placed in the 
quarters whers she is to farrow it is 
best to feed her a ration high in pro 
tein and rather laxative in its na 
(urs, almilar to the feed" sh® is to re 
reive while suckling her pigs. At the 
Missouri agricultural experiment sta 
tfou good results have followed the 
use of a ration of corn, Bfi per cent,

weight. As the farrowing date comes 
cioger the ration should be reduced 
somewhat This will bring the sow 
up to farrowing time In good condi­
tion. She will not be sb feverish and 
restless, so there will be less danger 
o? her mashing her pigs when she far­
rows.

An important precaution to be ob 
•erred in caring for the farrowing sow 
is not to supply her with too much 
bedding; a bushel of wheat chaff or 
ctit straw is good. If tfte place where 
the sow is to farrow la warm It will 
not be needed for wannth. The dan 
ger of supplying too much bedding lh 
that the pigs will be covered by it 
and be smothered or crushed. It may 
be necessary to change the bedding 
after the sow farrows, but the amount 
should not be incressed.

The less a sow is disturbed at fee- 
rowing time the better, and for that 
reason she should he kept separate 
from the other hogs. While som^on* 
should be on hand, unless she need* 
assistance it Is host to ke**p away from 
her. It it does become necessary to 
help her, do It as quietly as possi­
ble.

The pigs should not be chilled b *  
fore they have dried off and suckled, sv 
if the weather is cold, a laot**rn hung 
in the top of the cot will be of serv­
ice. If tbs sow is gontle, it is well to 
take each pig away from h«r as soon 
aa It Is farrowed, and place It in a 
box or barrel containing some hot 
bricks covered with old sacks. After 
the pigs have dried off and ar» llvelv 
enough, they may be put with th* 
sow. In case the pig* do become 
chilled, the best way to revive them is 
to dip them in hot water.

As the pigs are not able to take 
much milk, the flow should not be 
itiniulsted for a few days. Give the 
sow plenty of water, as she la in a fe 
verish condition, but lak® the chill off 
of it if the day is cold It is not nec­
essary to feed the sow for ? day or 
two. and the first feed given should 
consist of a email amount of thin slop, 
which should he grainedv ?ncroM«ed 
as th® pies become able to take ri,>r° 
milk.
